Rev. Horatio Wyatt Hanks, 68, 
longtime West Texas Methodist 
minister, died in a Sweetwater 
hospital Monday morning after 
a five-month illness. He was pas­
tor of the Muleshoe Methodist 
Church before his resignation in 
January.

Rev. Mr. Hanks was born in 
Bell County and went to Divide, 
in Nolan County, in 1910. He en­
tered the Methodist ministry in 
1916 in the Sweetwater district.

His pastorates included High­
land Heights Methodist Church 
of Sweetwater and churches at 
Sylvester, Brownfield, Hamlin, 
Westbrook, Lockney, Post, Pa­
ducah, Clarendon, Snyder, Hale 
Center and Muleshoe. The High­
land Park Church in Sweetwater 
was built during his pastorate 
there. At the time of his resigna­
tion in January, he had been 
pastor of the Methodist Church 
here four years.

Funeral sendees were conduct­
ed at 2 p. m. Wednesday in the 
Highland Heights Church in 
Sweetwater.

Rev. Hanks was proceded in 
death by a son David, who was 
killed in action in World Warn.

Miss 
Marv Nell Hanks ,of Berkelev, 
Calif.: two grandsons; three sis­
ters, Mmes H. S. Wright of 
Sweetwater, Howard Lewis of Di­
vide, and T. R. Hunter of Lam­
pasas, and three brothers, Man­
or, of Sweetwater, and Sam and 
E. G. Hanks of Divide.

Newton's Law of Action and 
Reaction is a powerful natural 
law which cannot be legislated 
out of existence. Economic per­
iods of adjustment are not just 
accidents. Such periods usually 
develop out of excesses practic­
ed during boom conditions. Busi­
nessmen become too bullish; 
they may misjudge the future; 
they overestimate their markets 
and the size of the consumer’s 
pocketbook. So when demand 
slackens, a reaction sets in and 
somebody cuts prices to move 
some stuff.

PRICE-CUTTING MAY 
HAVE USES

This is a perfectly reasonable 
course of behavior, and it may 
be good for our economy because 
it shakes out some of the dead- 
wood, sharpens production effi­
ciency, activates consumer re- 
hearch, improves quality, makes 
management more cost-conscious 
and forces it to reappraise its 
pricing policies. I forecast that 
neither legislation, nor a stiff­
necked policy, nor court action 
will outwit the laws of Supply 
and Demand, Action and Reac­
tion.

Perhaps the time has come for 
a reappraisal of profit margins. 
Don’t get me wrong. I believe in 
the profit system. A profitless 
volume .like a profitless pros­
perity, will get us nowhere. What 
I want to point out, however, 
is that “ Fair-Trade” laws or 
price-cutting are not the real 
problems. These are symptoms of

non-partisan lineg. The amend­
ment reported by the Senate 
Judiciary Committee never came 
to the floor for a vote. After 
voting for several provisions de­
signed to close the constitution­
al loophole with respect to 
treaty-making powers, I urged 
Senator George to introduce a 
substitute a m e n d m e n t  that 
that would atta!’i the basic ob­
jectives of Bri' r mendment 
supporters.

Late last week sandstorms 

blanketed most of Texas and 
great areas over the rest of the

U. S. To those of us unfamiliar 
with them, it seemed as though 
the whole of the Great Plains 
must be passing by.

Plains residents, though, be­
come accustomed to the phe­
nomenon. “Pretty rough today,’’ 
they say as whole farms go 
whizzing past the window. “Yep,
I expect it’ll stay this way till 
we get some rain.”

We had our first real experi­
ence with West Texas sand­
storms last week end on a fly­
ing trip to the Panhandle, and 
came out of the encounter pretty 
badly shaken.

On Friday the dust was so 
thick in Panhandle towns that 
visibility was limited to a block. 
Sand piled on porches and in 
corners one to three inches deep. 
But on the farms the farmers 
continued to work, their tractors 
stirring huge suffocating col­
umns of dust that rose and raced 
off to the Southeast.

Even breath was a wish for 
j clean air; every bite of food 
' Wanted like the soil from which 
Mt sprang; even the bed sheets 
wore covered with a fine layer 
of dust, which made sleeping 

I reminiscent of a night on the 
beach at Padre Island .

Flying back to Austin Satur­
day we learned for the first time 
the real danger of the sandstorm 
as we watched one form and 
grow.

In the upper Panhandle a 
slight snowfall had laid the dust, 
the air was clear and cold, the 
fields were damp. They lay in

huge brown squares on both 
sides of the plane, flat and bare 
as far as the eye could see. Some 
were plowed in long straight 
rows, some in sweeping curves, 
some without any pattern at all, 
some even in circles where pros- ! 
perous farmers were experiment­
ing with driverless tractors. But 
they all had one characteristic 
in common; they were all com­
pletely bare.

The whole surface of the Great 
Plains has been lifted, every­
thing green taken away, the en­
tire area covered with a layer 
of loose earth as deep as man’s 
plows can go. Millions of acres 
lie completely exposed to the dry 
winds that come day after day. j

A little further south the wind 
began its work. About Lubbock 
the snow had stopped and the 
surface was dry. In each field 

| little wisps of dust began ris- 
' ing. From the plane they looked 
like smoke from a thousand 

! campers’ fires, all drifing up 
| toward the plans.

Still further, one could see 
streaked patterns in the fields 
where sand had risen and set. 
tied again in long dunes.

About Tahoka the first wisps 
I of dust began to pass the wings 
of the plane, and the whole land­
scape began to take on a cloudy,

| reddish look. Over Lamesa the 
dust was so thick that one could 
not see the ground at all. The 
plane was flying on a thick 
tawny blanket; below everything 
was a uniform reddish tan which 
faded at about the plane’s alti­
tude, giving way a little above 
us to the unpolluted sky.
When the plane landed at Mid­

land, a dozen more could have 
been hidden on the same run­
way without ever being seen. 
The searchlight made only a 
feeble attempt to force its way 
through; it couldn’t have been 
visible for more than an eighth 
of a mile.

But all this the native West 
Texan accepts calmly. It’s just 
another sandstorm. He lives too 
close to the core of the situation 
to appreciate its dangers.

Wind each year carries off 
thousands of tons of soil from 
the Texas high plains. This loss 
of soil brings with it loss of 
wealth.

While the plains soil is deep, 
it is not inexhaustable. To even 
the casual observer it is obvious 
that year after year of blowing 
will carry away all the soil and 
leave the plains unproductive 
and poverty-stricken. W e ' v e  
made a goo^-tart already. In 
some places there are big white 
blotches, hundreds of feet across, 
where all the topsoil is gone and

the subsoil exposed.
But we can expect nothing else 

as long as millions of square 
miles of land are bare all winter. 
West Texas farmers are getting 
rich, but their wealth comes at 
the expense of future genera­
tions when they use a system 
that is so wasteful of resources.

It is time for the federal gov­
ernment to take positive action 
before it is too late to save the 
plains. The farmers won’t change 
their system alone; they’re 
making money as things are. 
But federal stimulation of some 
kind of program to provide a 
winter cover for plains fields and 
research to show the plains that 
something else can be done with 
land might start the tide in an. 
other direction.

Farming, particularly on the
ever-dry plains, is a dangerous 
gamble at best. But lack of at­
tention and lack of care is mak­
ing it even more of a long shot 
for the future. If the US con­
tinues to grow in population, we 
will need all the land that is 
productive to raise food, but we 
will have lost the Great Plains 
to wind and drought long be­
fore then unless farmers and 
government start action soon.

Cotton Fanners

COLLEGE STATION, March 8 
— Cotton farmers confronted 
with 1954’s tightened allotments 
will find helpfut information in 
two bulletins released by the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service.

The publications are the “ 1954 
Guide for Controlling Cotton In­
sects in Texas” and "Ways to 
Fight the Pink Bollworm.”

In addition to listing revisions 
on early and late season insect- 
control measures and revised in­
secticide recommendations, this 
year’s control guide explains the 
benefits derived from using cer­
tain insecticides in combina­
tion.

The pink bollworm as a ma­
jor threat is emphasized by 
S28.000.000 damage to cotton 
in 38 South Texas counties in 
1952. This is the only major 
cotton insect to survive winter 
in the larva stage in old bolls, 
locks and seed.
Infestations of pink bollworms 

can be greatly reduced by cul­
tural practices at only minor

He said work will include 
tests to determine which varie. 
ties and strains of vegetables 
are best suited to commercial 
production, kinds and amounts 
of fertilizer, application and 
amounts of irrigation water, and 
disease and insect control.

The foundation and its con­
tributing associated industries 
have appointed a research board 
to represent the vegetable in­
dustry of Hereford to work with 
the experiment station staff 
members in making plans for 
the research program.

COTTON EXPORT OUTLOOK
The year 1954 will again see 

the United Stafes in the posi­
tion of a residual suppliers cot­
ton to the world.

In other words, the demand for 
our cotton will be limited until 
other exporting countries have 
largely sold out.

The present outlook holds no 
cause for undue alarm, however. 
Indications are that the total cot­
ton exported this year will not 
be less than last season's 3 mil­
lion bales—and possibly some­
what more.

Last year, other cotton pro­
ducing nations shipped about 
8V2 million bales. The export 
total of all countries, includ­
ing the United States, was 11.5 
million bales. These other 
countries also are expecting to 
ship about as much in 1954.
One factor which will help 

this year is that the textile trade 
in most foreign countries is mea­
surably better than it was a year 
ago. The demand for imported

cotton is expected to pick up. If 
this improvement holds through, 
out the coming season, the con­
sumption of imported cotton in 
foreign cotton should exceed that 
of 1953.

Cotton production in the U. S. 
is limited through acreage al­
lotments this year. Although a 
shortage definitely is not expect­
ed to develop, this limited pro­
duction should help strengthen 
the demand for cotton and pre­
vent the necessity of storing 
much of the crop.

We should not regard a sur­
plus of cotton as a drug on the 
market. Instead, it is to our ad. 
vantage to have an adequate 
reserve on hand in the event of 
an emergency. Cotton is a ver-

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satile crop which furnishes a 
host of necessities during war 
and peace. Also, more new pro­
ducts are being made every day 
which use cotton as a base ma­
terial.

Under the existing program of 
crop price assurances, there is a 
fairly stable outlook for our cot­
ton farmers this year. Their pro­
duct should meet with a good 
demand.

Farm Bureau News

All Farm Bureau Insurance 
Services are maintained ONLY 
for Farm Bureau Members in 
good standing. This is the policy 
for all casualty, fire, liability 
and hospitalization insurance. 
Life insurance is excepted from 
this ruling because of the long 
term contract nature. There has 
apparently been some misunder­
standing about this.

Farm Bureau is a Christian, 
democratic organization of, by 
and for farmers and ranchers. 
Only those deriving at least 51% 
of their income from farming 
or ranching can be voting mem­
bers. Others are welcomed as 
associate supporting members, 
and are entitled to all services, 
but they cannot vote in the 
formulation of resolutions.

Every recommendation from

Parmer County Farm Bureau to 
the State Farm Bureau has been 
adopted by a majority vote at 
annual convention time. No indi­
vidual in the organization has 
the power or right to make rec­
ommendations other than those 
voted by the membership to any 
group in the name of Farm Bu­
reau.

There has never been, and will 
never be, an increase in Farm 
Bureau dues in this county un­
less the membership votes for 
such increases with full agree­
ment upon the use of such addi­
tional funds. (There is no indica­
tion that the directors will ever 
ask for consideration of such an 
increase. If the membership 
should make such a request, it 
would of course be voted upon.)

No member has ever made a 
suggestion to Parmer County 
Farm Bureau without receiving 
full consideration. If you have 
recommendations to make, they 
will be given the same consider­
ation. All of our resolutions

have come from the membership, 
and will continue to do so.

These administration policies 
are in effect in the county, dis­
trict, state and National Farm 
Bureau. When a Farm Bureau 
Official speaks, as such, he must 
speak only in line with recom­
mendations of the voting mem­
bership.

Farm Bureau is the only or­
ganization (over 1M million 
member families') that is form­
ulating the agricultural policies 
of the nation by democratic pro­
cesses. If you’re not sure you 
want to be a member, remember 
that you will be heard when 
you are, and not before. This is 
the tool farmers can use, in co­
operation with fellow farmers, 
in promoting better ideas.
