Johnson Helps 
Raise REA Funds

Senator Lyndon B. Johnson 
hailed the action of the Senate 
in amending on June 2 the House 
version of the Agriculture appro­
priations bill to increase the 
Rural Electrification Administra 
tion lending authority by $35,- 
000,000.

Senator Johnson, Democratic 
Leader in the Senate, rallied his 
fellow Democrats in support of 
the amendment. It was approv­
ed by a 42-40 vote, closely fol­
lowing party lines.

The amendment would boost 
REA’s lending authority, start­
ing July 1, to 5135,000,000. The 
President had asked for $55,- 
000.000. The House and the Sen 
ate Committee had 
$100,000,000.

USDA Announces Distress Loans On Wheat On Ground, Temporary Storage
The U. S. Department of Ag­

riculture today announced that 
f  limited price support recourse 

loans for a temporary period will 
be made to wheat farmers where 
regular storage facilities are not 

\ available, and where it is feas­
ible to store wheat on the ground 
or In temporary structures during 
the summer months. These loans 
will be similar to ones offered a 
year ago as announced pn June 
19, 195.

Repeats from some plains area 
^ States indicate that there will 

likely be a shortage of available 
rtorage space, and that farmers 
may not be able to pu* their 
wheat under the regular price 
support program. As a result, 
they may be forced to leave 
their wheat in the open or to 
market it prematurely w4th an 
adverse effect on market prices. 
The special distress loan pro- 

, gram is designed to aid these 
> producers, making it possible for 

them to market in a mote order­
ly way and to take advantage 
or price supports.

The distress loans will be at 
80 percent of the applicable 
price support rate where the' 
wheat is located. Minimum 
wheat price support rates were 
announced May 11, 1954 and 
may be increased if 90 percent 
of the July 1, 1954 parity price 
of wheat is greater than S2.20, 
the minimum national average 
support level.
The distress loans will be 

available on a nation-wide basis 
but will be limited to counties or 
areas designated by the respec­
tive State Agricultural Stablica- 
tion and Conservation Committee 
as needing this special type of 
loan. The eligibility may extend 
to wheat stored on the ground 
in suitable locations, or in some 
sections only to wheat stored in 
temporary structures. Local de­
cisions on eligible areas, and the 
type of storage which will qual­
ify within the eligible areas, will 
be made and announced by the 
State Committees.

The special distress loans will 
run for a 90 day period. During

this time, farmers will be expect­
ed to provide adequate on-farm 
storage facilities or to obtain 
approved commercial storage. 
They will then be able to take 
a regular price support loan at 
90 percent of parity, replacing 
the temporary distress loan 
under which they have held the 
wheat during the emergency 
period.

The distress loans, as in the 
case with regular price support 
loans, can be secured through 
local lending agencies or direct­
ly from local ASC county com­
mittees.

Under the distress Joans, farm­
ers themselves will be responsi­
ble for any loss in quantity or 
quality during the period of the 
loans. If they obtain suitable 
storage facilities, and take out 
the regular price support loans 
later, the regular loans will be 
made on the basis of the quan­
tity and condition of the wheat 
at that time. If they fail to se­
cure adequate permanent stor­
age facilities, and deliver their

wheat in satisfaction of the dis­
tress loan, settlement will be 
made on the basis of the quan 
tlty and quality of the wheat de­
livered at that time. If at going 
market prices the wheat deliver 
ed more than satisfies the dis­
tress loan and interest, the farm 
ers will receive payment for this 
difference. If on the other hand 
the wheat delivered fails, at 
current market prices,

If favorable rains came to the 
Cotton Belt of Texas and the 
Southern States in June and 
July. Boll Weevil populations 
might increase to * enormous 
numbers The situation would be 
serious if pesticide stocks had 
been purchased only for usual 
needs. Manufacturers might have 
trouble in shipping the chemicals 
to the danger areas in time to 
halt the outbreak. However, 
ample capacity exists for the 
production of all the major 
chemicals.

Insect infestations and fun­
gus infections are, to a large 
extent, dependent on weather 
conditions and other natural 
factors. Few o! these are pre­
dictable to any satisfactory de­
gree.

The division of acreage this 
year to crops other than cotton, 
wheat and corn may affect pest­
icide consumption locally but 
probably will not mean a sur­
plus of chemicals. In the overall 
picture, weather influences in­
festations much more than pro­
posed acreage shifts, especially 
cotton. However, some crops 
planted on diverted acres will 
themselves require application 
of chemicals. s

Some growers may use more 
pesticides per acre on the re 
(luced acreage allotment in an 
attempt to increase their rate of 
production. Use of insecticides 
nearly alw’ays results in more 
cotton, w e a t h e r  permitting. 
Treated plots sometimes yield as 
much as 25.5 percent more cot­
ton than untreated plots.
