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AUSTIN — The Texas Senate is 
concerned about the activities of 
sexual predators after they are released 
from prison. Senate manbCTS voted in 
favor of a compromise proposal that 
would keep track of sexual predators 
with electronic monitoring devices, 
rather than confining them to a spe­
cial facility. These felons have been 
ctmvicted of two or more sexually vio­
lent offenses and still suffer from men­
tal proUems which make thmi likely 
to become repeat offenders. The bill’s 
sponsor. Senator Florence Shapiro of 
Plano, says it is a unique kind of crimi­
nal that needs a unique brand of at­
tention. ‘The status quo is unaccept­
able. The status quo we have today in 
Texas says very clearly that once they 
are released we never have a opportu­
nity to see, hear or do anything about 
it. This bill would change that,” said 
Sh^iro.

The Committee Substitute for 
Senate Bill (CSSB) 29 has a much 
cheaper price tag and more support 
than the original proposal which called 
for confinement. Sh^iro  worked with 
Houston Senator John Whitmire on 
the compromise. Whitmire believes 
the bill will not only become law but 
set a precedent for the nation.The Sen­
ate also approved a bill changing the 
way a community is notified when the 
worst sex offenders move or are re­
leased from prison. Senator Mike 
Jackson of La Porte sponsored the 
CSSB 1650, which passed on Friday. 
Juveniles caught committing a crime 
that involves a firearm will be kept in 
custody up to 48 hours under the Com- 
mittee Substitute for House Bill 
(CSHB) 1269. Under current law, ju­
veniles are released to their parents or 
guardians until a detention hearing is 
set. Senate sponsor Senator Horence 
Shapiro of Hano says this will not 
necessarily prevent violent action like 
the shooting at Columbine High 
School but could alert dffidals to a 
problem. ‘I ’m not sure anything we 
could evCT do in the Legislature could 
change Littleton, Colorado,” said 
Shapiro. “And I don’t ever mean to

reference it as though, here is the 
magic bullet. It is not the magic bul­
let. Tlje bill is now awaiting the 
Governor’s ^proval.”

The state lottery may have a big­
ger payoff if legislation passed Mon­
day, May 3, becomes law. The Senate 
voted to remove the limit on the 
amount of money the lottery can 
award as prizes in a year. The Lottery 
Commission will have to decrease its 
advertising budget as the average prize 
payout increases. The prize cap was 
put on during the last legislative ses­
sion. Victoria Senator Ken Armbrister 
is the Senate sponsor for CSHB 844. 
He says that the idea of making more 
money out of a smaller pool was mis­
guided, Lottery doesn’t operate that 
way, Vegas doesn’t make their money 
that way. Bingo doesn’t make their 
money that way they make their 
money out of enhancement of the 
pool.

More tax incentives are on way 
for Texas business. Businesses that 
provide day care services for their 
employees would get a tax cut under 
CSSB 58 passed Tuesday, May 4. Bill 
sponsor Senator Tom Haywood of 
Wichita Falls says this proposal will 
help Texas stay competitive in recruit­
ing companies. He says the demand 
for child care is booming because of 
welfare reform and this will make it 
easier for some Texans to get back to 
work. Texans receiving public assis­
tance will have to get back to work 
sooner even if they have young chil­
dren. Single parents with children un­
der the age of four are currently ex­
empt from the work requirement but 
that provision does not match federal 
law. Legislation passed this week will 
phase out the exemption by Septem­
ber 1, 2001. After that date, a single 
parent will only be exempt from that 
requirement until their child’s first 
birthday. This change would bring 
Texas into compliance with federal 
law. Laredo Senator Judith Zaffirini 
sponsored CSSB 666. Voters will have 
another bond issue to consider in No­
vember if a constitutional amoadment

passed in the Senate makes it out of 
the C ^itol. Senate Joint Resolution 
(SJR) 34, also called the Bootstrap 
Self-Help Housing Program, would 
provide loans to colonia families who 
would build theii own homes with 
their own labor. The lack of funding 
and the need for affordable housing 
in the colonias prompted this legisla­
tion.

The Senate also passed CSSB 
1323, would give dries and counties 
the power to reject plans for new sub­
divisions unless a source of ground- 
water is assured. Bill sponsor Sena­
tor Jeff Wentworth of San Antonio 
says they should make sure they have 
the water resources available to fit the 
demands before developing, espe- 
dally in rural areas. Misuse of the so- 
called date rape drug, Rohipnol, to 
commit a sexual assault will have 
greater penalties under legislation 
passed Wednesday, May 5. Dallas 
Senator David Cain sponsored Senate 
Bill (SB)llOO. He says the pill, which 
is illegal in the United States, is as 
dangerous as any weapon. It’s the 
drug’s ability to steal memory that 
makes it so dangerous, and I believe, 
makes its use every bit as violent as 
holding a gun or a knife to a throat 
dming a rape. Having no memory of 
a brutal and cowardly assault adds a 
whole new level of danger to a despi­
cable crime, said Cain.

The Senate also passed CSSB 
266, which allows certain private 
schools to participate in University 
Interscholasric League activities. 
Schools must be single sex and fol­
low the same rules as public schools 
to participate. Currently, only seven 
schools, which are located in Dallas, 
Houston, H  Paso and San Antonio, 
qualify. Armbrister sponsored CSSB 
266.Promoring diversity in graduate 
and professional schools in Texas is 
the goal of CSSB 1356, passed Thurs­
day, May 6. Austin Senator Gonzalo 
Barrientos sponsored the bill, which 
sets guidelines to assist schools in their 
efforts to diversify their student bod­
ies. S iq^rters argue that schools need 
to consider factors other than just test 
scores in deciding who is admitted. 
They urged the schools to consider 
factors like financial need and per­
sonal background. The Legislature 
passed a similar bill for undergradu­
ate admissions last session. The bills 
are a response to the Hopwood deci­
sion which prevents Texas schools 
from using race as a criteria for 
admission.CSHB 938, the hate crimes 
legislation, sparked a special meeting 
of the Criminal Justice Committee and 
a visit by Renee Mullins, the daugh­
ter of the late James Byrd Jr. of Jas­
per, Texas. The hate crimes legisla­
tion is named for Byrd, who was the 
victim of a racially motivated murder 
last summer. Mullins described her 
father’s brutal murder then pleaded 
with senators to pass the legislation. 
‘This was not just a crime against a 
49 year old African-American that 
was disabled but a crime against all 
hiunanity,” Mullins testified.

The bill enhances the penalties 
for crimes m otivated by race, 
ethnicity, gender, disability, religion or 
sexual preferaice. Supporters say the 
legislation is necessary because the 
current statute is so vague its not even 
being used in the prosecution of 
Byrd’s murder. Opponents argue that 
what is needed is vigorous prosecu- 
rion under current law. The bill was 
left pending in committee.The Senate 
will reconvene Monday, May 10, at 
1:30 p.m.

The Descent Into Hell

The Apostles’ Creed is a brief 
statement, drawn from the BiWe, of 
the Christian Church’s teaching con­
cerning the Triune God - Father, Son 
and Holy Spirt The Second Artide 
speaks about Jesus Christ, His Person 
and work of salvation. He is both True 
God and True Man, necessary for Him 
to accomplish His work as Redeemer 
of mankind. As such, this Article 
speaks of Christ’s State of Humilia­
tion and State of Exaltation. His Hu­
miliation means that as Man He did 
not always or fully use His Divine 
powers, described by these words in 
the Second Article: “Conceived by the 
Holy Spirit, Bom of the Virgin Mary, 
Suffered under Pontius Pilate, was 
Cradfied, Dead and Buried”. His Ex­
altation means that as a Man He now 
fully and always uses His Divine pow­
ers, also described in these words: “He 
Descended into Hell. The Third Day 
He Rose Again from the Dead. He 
Ascended into Heaven and sits at the 
Right Hand of God the Father Al­
mighty. From thence He will come to 
Judge the Living and the Dead.” 

Whether from lack of understand­

ing or because it might seem like 
added suffering, many churches today 
have removed the words: “He De­
scended Into Hell” from the Apostles’ 
Creed. But what do those words 
mean? Scripture teaches that some­
time between His burial ( H i  Gkxxi Fri­
day and His Resurrection of Easter 
Sunday, Jesus Christ was made alive 
in His tomb - and Descended Into Hell 
to pr<x;laim His Victory over His en­
emies there. St. Peter writes: “He 
(Christ) was put to death in the body 
but made alive by the Spirit, through 
whom also He went and preached to 
the spirits in prison” (1 Peter 33:18- 
19). Then 40 days after His glorious 
Resurrection as Victor ovct our real 
enemies - Sin, Death and the Evil One, 
Jesus Christ, in the presen<% of His 
disciples, ascended bodily into the 
Gl(Hy of His Father - to jH^pare a [dace 
for Believers in Heaven. St. Paul 
writes in ^hesians 4: “He who De­
scended is the very One who As- 
cead&d higho- than all the heavens”.

In fact, the Eternal and Only-be­
gotten Son had already experienced 
the sufferings of Hell, as our Substi­
tute on the Cross during the three 
hours of Darkness, as expressed by 
His cry: “My Gcxl, My G<xi, why did 
You forsake Me”? And whai St. John

was given the Vision of our glorified 
Lord on the Isle of Patmos, as re­
corded in Revelation 1, he was so 
overwhelmed that he writes: “When I 
saw Him, I fell down at His feet like a 
dead man. T h ^  He laid His righthand 
on me and said: ‘I am the First and 
the Last, and the One who is living. I 
died, but now you see I am living for- 
ev ^  and have the keys of death and 
hell’.” brotherword^7Jbsi&CMstnot ** 
only Descended Into Hell to proclaim 
His Victory but also to take the keys 
from Satan! He has shut the gates of 
Hell and opened the gates of Heaven 
for all Behevers. Fcrr when Jesus asked 
His disciples in Matthew 16: “Who do 
you say I am”?, Peter answered: “You 
are the promised Christ, the Son of the 
living God!” Then Jesus says that 
upon that Solid R<x:k confession He 
would build His Church, and that the 
Forces of Hell would not overpower 
it. Furthermore He declares: “I will 
give you the keys of the Kingdom of 
Heaven!”

Therefore, understanding what 
the words of the Creed mean, I will 
gladly profess that “He Descended 
Into Hell” - and Rejoice in His trium­
phant Victory over our real enemies. 
Praise the Lord!

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of this gate. It will be for temporary 
use imtil a bridge can be built.

The gate is for emergency ve­
hicles only. This means ambulances, 
fire trucks and law enforcement ve- 
hides. The gate is not for use to go to 
work or take children to school. Keys 
will be in the possession of the DPS 
and TXDot only.

“I want everybody to be real clear 
on what is an emergency,” said Cheva­
lier. “School buses are not an emer­
gency.”

Cost of a bridge adjacent to I-10 
and local opposition are limiting fac­
tors in placing an entrance into the 
area west of Ozona. A 325’ bridge 
there with a 50-year- flood design 
would cost $1.2 million.

A few of the approximately 400 
hundred residents who live in 

.Chandlerdale West were present to 
talk about their difficulties when it 
rains. Many residents of the area and 
otho^ in the community have signed 
a petition asking relief from the situ­
ation.

Eddie Moore, road and park su­
perintendent. and Commissioner 
Frank Tambunga, stressed that they 
would like to eventually see a bridge 
built off the interstate.

Moore reported that he has or­
dered folding signs for both sides of 
the draw. These signs will he placed 
at draw crossings in Ozona, and flash­
ing lights will be attached when the 
barriers are in use.

No action was taken on an agenda 
item regarding an easement for water 
diversion on a property in 
Chandlerdale.

Commissioners suggdited that 
residents of Country Estates get to­
gether and talk with Eddie Moore to 
formulate a plan to alleviate water 
problems there.

Judge Sutton was authorized by 
the court to make a written offer to 
the University of Texas for land north

of Ozona for a solid waste landfill site. 
Sutton spoke positively about the 
prospects of obtaining use of 100 
acres and was told to ask for an op­
tion for 100 additional acres.

The judge was also authorized 
by the court to offer Union Petroleum 
$1,056.00 an acre for a 50' stretcdi of 
property which would give the county 
access to the rifle range. The area 
sought along the UP south border 
would connect recently purchased 
Montgomery Estate land with other 
county property adjacent to the cem­
etery.

Continuing leaks and other defi­
ciencies in the courthouse annex need 
to be fixed before the building’s war­
ranty ends in June, commissioners 
agreed.
