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Manchaca spelunker dies from injuries in
Crockett County cave accident Saturday

Joe Ivy, age 35, of Manchaca, was
killed when he fell approximately 60
feet from a high 150 foot wall in the
bottom of 0-9 Well Cave on Univer-
sity of Texas land in northeastern
Crockett County Saturday evening.

Ivy, part of a group of sixteen ex-
perienced cavers from the Austin area,
was exploring and mapping 0-9 Well
Cave located on University of Texas
land approximately 25 miles northeast
of Ozona. The cave group was also
performing water location experi-
ments using a radio transmitter to pin
point the exact location of large pools
of underground water from the sur-
face.

Ivy, with 18 years ' experience as
a shear rock wall climber-instructor,
cave explorer, and his friend, Tim
Stich, of Austin were attempting'to
climb the wall to reach another tunnel
when the accident occurred.

Stich, who also was experienced
in shear rock climbing, said,"I was at
the bottom of the wall when I heard
Joe cry out, and then I heard a thump.
I immediately climbed back to Joe's
location and found him wedged in be-
tween two rock croppings. He was
having breathing problems, and later
lost consciousness." Stich further
stated that with the help of another
caver, Sarah Springer of Austin, they
were able to get Ivy out of the wedge
on to a ledge where the two lowered
him to the bottom of the wall.

"I am not sure, but I feel like Joe
had died by the time we got him

"I don't know if the accident was
caused from equipment failure or hu-
man failure-that will be determined
later when the rope rigging is in-
spected,” Stich said.

"Joe was top notch in the State of
Texas in shear rock climbing. He had

his own business selling climbing

equipment, and he was also an instruc-
tor in the field and taught many of the
cave rescue team members," Stich
said.

0-9 Well Cave is used as a water
supply for the landowner. Many years
ago when this part of the country was
settled the landowners discovered
water vapor rising out of the ground
from an underground cavern, and a
windmill was erected over the en-
trance drop to pump water for live-
stock from an underground stream.

Crockett County Sheriff's Depart-
ment, EMS, Ozona Volunteer Fire
Department, and Crockett County J.
P. James Hearne were notifed of the
accident, and a Texas cave rescue team
from the Austin area was called in. The

body was brought to the surface after
13 hours by the team at approximately
4:30 p.m. Sunday afternoon.

After the body was recovered,
members of the rescue group reen-
tered the cave to survey the accident
scene and remove any rigging or
equipment that could determine the
cause of the accident.

0-9 Well Cave had been used in
the past for training sessions in cave
rescue. One of the rescue team mem-
bers commented that the training ses-
sions held in this cave helped them in
the recovery operation.

Ivy's wife, Becky Jones, was no-
tified of her husband's death, and she
arrived and helped with the rope rig-
ging at the surface used to recover the
body.

Justice of the Peace James T.
Hearne ordered Ivy's body sent to the
Medical Examiner's Office in Bexar
County for autopsy.

Funeral service for Ivy is sched-
uled for Wednesday, Oct. 4, at 5:00
p-m. in Hondo.

Team reports on community assessment

» Three questions were asked in
each of the listening sessions: What
are the major problems and challenges
in the community?

' to five years?

Top themes of the major chal-
lenges and problems were found to
be drug and alcohol use by youths,
telecommunications, lack of volun-
teers and leaders, lack of planning and
follow through, economic develop-
ment.

Major strengths and assets re-
ported were I-10, schools, fire depart-
ment, EMS, law enforcement, library,
4-H Center, Senior Citizens' Building,

Fair Park Convention Center, child
care, historic sites and buildings and
Fort Lancaster.

history, and developing a community
master plan and vision.

The job of the team does not in-
clude telling communities what to do,
but, if it is wanted, post-resource team
support and follow-up is available.

Daila McAnnally, with USDA
Rural Development from Fort Stock-
ton, said her agency offers loans and
grants for water and rural utility ser-
vice and telecommunications. She
talked about the benefits of telecom-
munications medical studies already
inusein Ozona.

. Information is available through
Ms. McAnnally on obtaining grants
for developing new businesses or
keeping what is already in place, busi-
ness and individual direct loans, guar-
anteed loans, rural business enterprise
grants and opportunity grants.

Team member Kevin McMahon,
who is with WTU in Ballinger, talked
about youth and alcohol based on his
meetings with Ozona teens.

McMabhon said teens told him
"alcohol is readily accessible wher-
ever they go." Lack of consequences
when they get caught with alcohol and
"nothing to do" were also talked about
by the youths. "The kids said they
peed sex education taught," McMahon
commented.

"As a parent, as a school, as an
adult, you're responsible.... Their
minds and hearts are in the right place,
they need a little guidance."

Getting more people involved in .

the community was cited as a need.
"The same people do everything.

"Ozona's future is what you want
it to be; it's in your hands," McMahon
told his audience.

Terry "Tex" Toler, who is em-
ployed by the advertising agency of
MeCann Erickson in Austin, the mar-
keting agency for Texas tourism,
urged listeners to think of developing
tourism like welcoming guests to their
homes. Make welcoming signs more
visible, clean up the front porch (the
14th Street recycling area was a topic
that came up in many of the group
meetings, team members said), and
make your guests welcome.

Develop a strategic plan, identify
resources, set goals and deadlines and
start with one project, Toler said. "The
success of a small project will be vis-
ible to others," increasing the desire
to accomplish more.

George O'Kelly of the Texas De-
partment of Economic Development
in Austin stressed "leadership, lead-
ership, leadership."

"You need a strategic plan and
you need an economic development
professional. The plan doesn't have to
be in-depth, it can be two or three
things." Ozona could really do some-
thing with tourism and travel, he be-
lieves.

O'Kelly was also impressed by
the recycling center. "That's the first
thing you see when you get off I-10."
In addition to suggesting that the re-
cycling center be moved to a less vis-
ible locale, O'Kelly commented about
trash piled by dumpsters.

"Plan, clean, lead, develop,"
O'Kelly advised. "Leadershipis devel-
oped internally. Natural leaders have
got to spring up right now.

"If you want it to work, it will
work," said O'Kelly.

Dr. Joe McFarland, Ph.D, is resi-
dent director of the Texas A&M Divi-
sion of Research at Stephenville.

He asked the audience what the
sales tax rate is in Ozona. The answer,
.065. "How much do you pay?," ques-
tioned McFarland. "You pay .0825
because you shop in San Angelo," he
said.

McFarland urged the adoption of
the allowed one percent countywide
sales tax and use of the money to
"build a war chest for something".

Grants bring tax dollars back to
the community; grants require match-
ing funds, instructed McFarland.
"Other communities love your dollars
if you dont want to spend them," he
said in reference to grant money.

The need for a community vision,
a focus beyond the individual's self-
interest, was emphasized by
McFarland. "Every opportunity is a
threat to someone," he said. "Oppo-
sition is part of leadership.

If the host organizations wish,

nipg sessions; over several months;;
then guide you into implementing,"
McFarland said.

But I say to you, do not resist an evil person; but whoever slaps you on your right cheek, turn the other to him also”
(Matthew 5:38-39). It’s easy to misuse directions for the courtroom and apply them to personal relationships.

We turn the Bible upside down. We are wishy-washy in the courtroom and harsh in individual relationships. It’s
the way of the world. The gospel of Christ upends the world (Acts 17:6). We learn lessons of love with friends and
enemies (Matthew 5:44).

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ing Operation Smile, told us of that
fine work and showed a video of the
recent work in the Philippines. Each
year a large team of volunteer doctors,
nurses, and other support personnel
travel to disparate parts of the globe
to provide their services to children
who have been born with cleft lips,
cleft palates, and other facial defor-
mities. It is estimated that one in 800
babies born in developing countries
has this problem. Each surgery takes
approximately 45 minutes, costs about
$750, and this volunteer medical team
does about 5,000 surgeries in a five-
week period of time. Last year TFWC
contributed $185,000 to the project in
the Philippines. This humanitarian
program not only enriches the lives of
countless children who would other-
wise be shunned in their societies but
builds bridges of friendship person to
person and nation to nation. Many lo-
cal clubs hold fund raisers to benefit
Operation Smile.

Diane Hensley of Legislative Li-
aison for Concerned Women of
America spoke of the importance of
women’s participation in our political
process and gave helpful insights on
how to be effective.

Marilyn Ammon of the
McLennan County (Waco) Absti-
nence Project spoke on their efforts
to prevent teen pregnancy.

Mary Nell Lovett of Volunteer
Services for M.D. Anderson Hospital
spoke about the need for early detec-
tion of cancer and the need for women
to press their doctors to order the nec-
essary tests (MRIs and CAT scan, for
example) to screen them for possible
cancers before it is too late.

Marvin Olasky, Ph.D., a nation-
ally renowned author and UT journal-
ism professor, spoke on The Tragedy
of American Compassion.

Marion Sokol spoke about keep-
ing children safe, especially babies.
She told of research on SIDS (Sud-
den Infant Death Syndrome), which
often occurs in babies between the age
of two months and one year. It is be-
lieved that, in many cases, it is the re-
sult of babies being placed on their
stomachs to sleep, which inhibits their
breathing. If babies are forced to in-
hale the air they have just exhaled, it
has a poisonous, effect: So, the cardi-
nalirule.is, place babies onitheir, backs
to-sleep.~The second-cardinal rule is}
don’t shake babies. Even one shake
can cause severe brain damage to a
baby because the baby’s neck is weak,
and the weight of the head can put
strain on the spinal cord. Also, the
brain can be damaged by jarring it
within the skull. Parents, grandpar-
ents, and all care givers of babies
should be made aware of this infor-
mation.

The sale of
TFWC goods as well as the silent and
oral auctions induced much merri-
ment. Through these activities,
$1,964.00 total was raised for the
TFWC Historical Foundation, which
supports our clubhouse in Austin.

Businesses in some Texas coun-
ties can now apply for low interest
economic injury disaster loans from
the U. S. Small Business Administra-
tion (SBA). These loans are available
to help businesses meet normal oper-
ating expenses that cannot be met due
to the effects of a disaster. Drought
that occurred from July 1, 1999, and
continuing caused many farmers and
ranchers to experience reduced in-
comes which may have had an adverse
economic effect on businesses de-
pending upon these producers. Farm-
ers and ranchers are not eligible for
this loan program, but may be eligible
for disaster assistance through other
Federal agencies. However, nurseries
that are victims of drought disaster can
apply.

Businesses in the following
Texas counties are eligible to apply:
Crockett, Edwards, Kenney, Sutton,
Terrell and Val Verde.

Fire caused by lightning that oc-
curred from May 4 through May 16,
2000, also caused many farmers and
ranchers to experience reduced in-
comes, causing an adverse economic
effect upon businesses depending on
these producers.

Counties in which businesses are
eligible to apply for fire-related disas-
ter loans are: Brewster, Crane,
Crockett, Jeff Davis, Pecos, Reeves,
Terrell and Ward.

To obtain an application or re-
ceive additional information, inter-
ested business owngrs may call the
SBA toll-free at 1-800-366-6303 or
TDD 817-267-4688 for the hearing
impaired. The deadline for filing an
application is April 30,2001.

Loans may be approved for up to
$1,500,000 for actual disaster-related
financial needs of the business. Inter-
est rates are four percent (4%) and
terms may extend to thirty (30) years,
depending upon the repayment abil-
ity of the individual applicant.
