Water District
accepts bids

Crockett County WC&ID #1
accepted bids on two projects
when they met April 15.

Latzell Drilling's lowest/best
bid of $434,476.00 was selected
for the rehabilitation of water
wells 1,2, 3, 5A and 7. This com-
pany completed the previous
phase of the district's well reha-
bilitation, which is part of the
bond issue improvements.

The lowest/best bid for the
water tank portion of the project
was by Darnell & Dickson, Inc.
in the amount of $362,457.00.

The project is "about half
through" according to Dee
Keilers, district manager. The first
four water wells have been com-
pleted as have the first pipeline
project and the first two
standpipes.

The west hill portion of the
pipeline is still under construction.
Once this is complete, the west
side booster stations will be re-
moved.

A sewer replacement project,
funded in part through a Texas
Community -Development Pro-
gram grant, is underway in south
Ozona. Sewer line is being re-
placed from Fierro Shell to the
Catholic Church.

Construction bid on this im-
provement was $153,657.88. Of
this $174,999.00 is grant funding,
the water district matches with.
$32,751.00, and the engineering
and administrator funds make up
the remainder of the amount.

New cemetery sprinkler

Benny Gibbs, care center ad-
ministrator, reported that his
board approved using a 16'x8' area
of the front porch to install an ad-
ministration office. Cost for the
complete project will be less than
$7,000.00, Gibbs said. :

He and the business office
manager have been using empty
resident rooms for offices, and
Gibbs gave his up when the space
was needed for a resident. The
facility is licensed for 56 Beds.

Gibbs said the board wants to

Gibbs commented on his
concerns about staffing and stated
that he wants to geta CNA school
started here.

A little bit about sports in the
early years of Crockett County.
Sports everyone or most everyone
loves. :

' In the early years before
1900, the people of the county got
together on the Fourth of July with
a celebration. It would be a bar-
becue and rodeo. This went on for
years.

From the early days in the
1900’s, the high school boys
played football. There was also a
town football team nearly every
year from 1927-1930.

We never found in the papers
through the spring of 1930 any-
thing about track meets. If there
was basketball, Mr. White, the
editor, did not follow the same.

I think citizens have played
baseball for years. Ozona High
School has a team and there are
two or three town teams. The old
Stockman mentioned the Giants,

Mike Couch’s team, and that the
Mertzon young people had a ball
club.

The paper had an interesting
story about baseball. The Ozona
Lions were in their third year and
real strong. (In later years it
failed.) The Lions Club members
wanted to play a team composed
of women. The ladies wore over-
alls and the men dresses. The girls
tamed the Lions 16-10.

All that is in the story was up

to May 1930. And now everyone :

takes part in sports from nearly
nothing in 70 years you can see
the difference.

At that time, the population
of Crockett County was 2600 and
Ozona was 2100. There was one
school and no basketball court un-
til 1932 when, the new building
was completed and is the present
high school.

casian race, having impaired cyc-
sight despite adequate correction
and having a history of alcohol-
ism

According to ACOG, BMD
testing may be useful for pre-or
postmenopausal women with cer-
tain discases or medical condi-
tions associated with an increased
risk of ostcoporosis. These in-
clude endometriosis, hemophilia,
lymphoma and lcukemia, cating
and nutritional disorders, rhcuma-
toid arthritis, and mulliplclsclcm-
sis. Individuals exposed to certain
drugs associated with an increased
risk of osteoporosis, such as to-
bacco in cigarettes, lithium and
heparin, may also benefit from
BMDutesting.

Women who meet these cri-
teria should undergo a bascline
screening for osteoporosis. In the
absence of new risk factors, sub-
sequent screening for osteoporosis
should not be performed more fre-
quently than cvery two years, says
ACOG. The uscfulness of re-
peated screening is more likely to
benefit older women, those with
lower bascline BMD, and those
with a greater number of risk fac-
tors.

When it comes to rodeo, Jim
and Koy Adcock of Readyville,
TN, can be found counting sec-
onds and marking time at an arena
on almost any weekend. Their
eyes and their concentration are
‘on their son, Jim Bowie Adcock,
a Cannon County High School
senior who’s roped up quite a
name for himself as a timed-event
cowboy.

As a freshman, Jim Bowie
was named 1999 Rookie Cowboy
of the Year by the Tennessee High
. School Rodeo Association. In
2002, he ranked fifth in state steer-

wrestling competitions and in the.

top 10 in calf and team roping. In
2001, he was named the Tennes-
see High School -Rodeo’
Association’s calf roping, steer
wrestling and cutting state cham-
pion and ranked fifth in steer
wrestling, according to the Na-
tional Cowboy Association.
Through the years, his composite
scores have also earned him sev-
eral All-Around Cowboy titles.

One-of-a-kind contender

"Jim Bowie is really a tough
contender and has represented
Tennessee well in national com-
petitions," says Diane McPeake,
state secretary for the. National
High School Rodeo Association.
"He’s a one-of-a-kind, four-event
contender in calf \roping, steer
wrestling, team roping and cutting
competitions. You just couldn’t
ask for a nicer contestant."

Though he’s a regular con-
tender throughout the Southeast as
well as Oklahoma and Texas, Jim
Bowie has competed all over the
‘nation in pro-rodeo ranks and in
high school rodeos. And he’s
looking to qualify for the 2002
National High School Finals Ro-
deo in Farmington, NM, in July.

"I qualified for the national
High School Finals Rodeo my
first three years of high school and
for the international Finals Youth
Rodeo in-Shawnee, OK, for two
years," says Jim Bowie. "Shawnee
is one of the top rodeo destinations
in the nation and pays out more
than $200,000.00 in prize money
to contestants. It was great just to
be there. I liked the competition

and the adrenaline. I’m looking
forward to competing in the na-
tionals and hope to get to the
internationals again this year."

The modest 17-year-old ath-
lete has been competing in rodeos
nearly all his life. He took part in
his first horse show when he was
15 months old, riding in a lead-
line class. In kindergarten, he be-
gan chute dogging, catching
young calves out of the chute and
wrestling them to the ground.

As a fourth-grader at
Westside Elementary School, he
single-handedly led Cannon
County to fourth in the district in
4-H horse show competitions. He
also calf roped, team roped, bar-
rel raced and competed in pole
bending, cutting and western plea-
sure classes.

Horses are family tradition

"Jim Bowie had to be a horse
person because both our families
worked with horses," Koy says
with a chuckle, nodding to her
husband, Jim. "I came from a
ranching family out West. My
granddaddy showed quarter
horses his entire life, and my late
father, Paul Hallcomb, later pro-
duced rodeos at Cowboys Incor-
porated in Warren County (Ten-
nessee) near Rock Island."

"I rode bareback broncs and
bulls in Koy’s dad’s rodeo," adds
Jim, "and that’s how Koy and I
met - at her dad’s rodeo."

Later, Jim moved into the
timed events. Alditionally, Jim
Bowie’s uncles from the Adcock
side - Bill, Jack and Joe - as well
as his cousins, Ty, Jesse and Clark
Adcock, have competed in rodeos
across the some young rodeo con-
tenders have only one or two
horses that are their favorite com-
petitive partners, Jim Bowie is
continually training several
horses. The number of events you
compete in also determines the
number of horses you ride.

"I normally take about three
horses to an.event," Jim Bowie
explains, " and which ones I take
depends on which ones do the best
in their latest workouts."

Jim Bowie says steer wres-
tling is his favorite competitive
event. He also enjoys working in
calf and team roping events, but
says roping a steer as a team is a
very difficult sport to master.

exemptions could lower
your property taxes!

A homestead exemption lowers the property taxes on your home
by lowering its taxable value. If your home Is valued at $50,000
and you receive a $15,000 homestead exemption, your home
will be taxed as if it were worth $35,000.

Who qualifies for an exemption?
Anyone who owned a home on January 1 (and used it as a
primary residence on that date) is entitted to a $715,000
homestead exemption to lower school taxes this year...and it
doesn't matter if your home is a house, condominium or mobile
home. (Counties, cities and special taxing districts may also offer
homestead exemptions.)

Are other exemptions available?

If you're disabled—or if you're 65 years old or older—you are
entitied to an additional $10,000 school tax exemption on your
home. And if you qualify for the over-65 exemption, you're also
entitied to a permanent, locked-in “ceiling” on the school property
taxes on your home. (The ceiling does not apply to county or city
property taxes, and those entities may offer other exemptions.)
The over-65 homeowner’'s exemptions and school tax ceiling
transfers to the surviving spouse, if the spouse is 55 years of age
or older at the time of death and lives in and owns the home.
Over-65 homeowners also may transfer the percentage of school
tax paid, based on their former home's over-65 school tax
ceiling, to a new home. ;

Do | have to apply each year?
No. If you had a homestead exemption on your home in 2001,
you won't need to reapply for 2002 unless your chief appraiser
requires it. However, if you haven’t received an exemption on
your present home—or if you've moved to a new home—you’ll
need to file for an exemption for 2002. if you are 65 this year,
you may file for the over-65 exemption up to one year after the
date you turned 65. And if you became disabled during 2001,

| you need to file for the disabled person’s. exemption.
