Advises Early 
Destruction Of 
Cotton Stalks

COLLEGE STATION, Sept. 1 — 
Need for early  stalk  destruction 
was urged upon Texas cotton 
growers this week.

Entomologists of the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service 
advise growers to viek their h a r­
vest as incom plete until all 
stalks either are  cut or shredded 
and plowed under. Their call a l ­
so went to central Texas, an area 
free of compulsory plow-up dead ­
lines but where an  increase in 
pink bollworms w as noted this 
year.

Stalk destruction soon after 
harvest is recognized as an  effec­
tive and cheap control of cotton 
insects, especially the boll weevil 
and pink bollworm. Cotton resi­
dues turned under add organic 
m atter and increase the  w ater 
holding capacity of the soil. Also, 
this early  land preparation read ­
ies the land for w inter legumes.

Entomologists and c o t t o n  
specialists alike agree th a t early 
stalk  destruction, carried out on 
a county or area basis, will re ­
duce m ateria lly  insect p e s t  
troubles next year. Insects are d e ­
prived of their food supply and 
forced into hibernation in a 
weakened condition. Thus, fewer 
insects w ill em erge next spring.

Several type shredders and cu t­
ters are available, but the im ­
portant step is to cut the stalks 
into sm all pieces so all residue 
is covered deeply by plowing.

er life for these billions. In addi- , 
tion, it should result in greatly  j
increased foreign trade for us 
all.

Today too m any fam i­
lies look upon children as liab ili­
ties or luxuries. If you, my read ­
er, come in th is  la tte r group, 
please th ink  of the  wonderful 
b ra ins y o u .can  create and n u r­
ture by raising  and tra in ing  more 
children. This m ay be your best 
opportunity for serving m ankind. 
Furtherm ore, the  brains of these 
children m ay be fa r better in ­
surance for your old age th an  any 
paper policy you can buy.

One more thought: If you are 
a wom an who loses your job 
during th is “push button” age 
which we are entering, do not 
be discouraged. Remember th a t a 
far g reater opportunity is aw a it­
ing you to stay  at home and help 
develop th  brains and souls of 
your fam ily  — or to teach, or 
even “baby sit". These also have 
great opportunities.
