How far can the truth be stretch 
ed and still resemble credibili­
ty? At w'hat point does the cus 
tomer lose his faith not just in 
some product, but in business­
men as a whole? All gasolines 
can’t be the best! All tobaccos 
can’t be the mildest! All cars 
can’t give the greatest number of 
miles per gallon. All detergents 
can’t wash the whitest. Or, is 
something happening to t h e  
English language — or to our 
ethics, maybe?

Take toothpaste, for example. 
First, it was ammonia ted; then 
it was chlorophyllated; tomorrow, 
it will be fluoridated! And. at 
this point the American Dental 
Association doesn’t think it at all 
funny. The doctors have been 
carrying on their own research 
with the claims of various manu­
facturers. Their findings were 
keynoted at their 94th Annual 
Convention when they said that 
any inference that ammoniated 
or chlorophyllated cleaners are 
effective against decay is pure 
speculation. Certain sales and 
advertising claims were branded 
as "ridiculous” and recommenda­
tions were made that they be 
considered by the Pure Food & 
Drug Administration.

CERTAIN AUTOMOBILE 
SALESMEN

Complaints about bait advertis­
ing are currently flooding Better 
Business Bureaus a c r o s s  the 
country. Only a short time ago 
our Secretary of the Interior made 
a blistering attack on the ethics 
of automobile salesmen in a de­
clining market. Boldly dishonest 
and searehead advertising has 
appeared in recent weeks from 
coast to coast.

Unfortunately, even a few 
large-city, thoroughly r e li a b 1 e 
newspapers have been used to 
promote questionable e t h i c a l  
practices. For instance, one elec­
trical appliance was recently ad­
vertised for sale. Salesmen were 
instructed to use the ‘‘on sale” 
merely as bait. The sales tech­
nique was to upgrade the custo­
mer to a more expensive model. 
If the salesman failed to do this, 
and was forced to sell the “on 
sale" model to his customer, he 
was fined. This fine was placed 
in a kitty and was given to the 
salesman who sold the greatest 
number of the more expensive 
models. The sales manager who 
conceives this kind of sales gim­
mick either has a hole in his 
head, or ought, maybe, to have 
one put there! There is nothing 
that will kill a customer’s faith 
faster in a company or a product 
than that kind of misrepresenta­
tion.

ETHICS AND DISCOUNTS
“Bootlegging" is not always a 

fair term. What is illegal about 
an honest laissez-faire policy? 
Free trade has always been held

to be both legal and beneficial, 
and the law of the land has here­
tofore protected this free enter­
prise. It strikes me that the kind 
of selling that some people are 
calling “bootlegging” or “dis­
counting" may be more in keep­
ing with American free enter­
prise than price-fixing and the 
legislation of profit margins. 
However, I may be wrong.

These are times to weigh ad­
vertising, to question certain 
salesmen, and to buy cautiously. 
A buyer’s market does not mean 
the end of good business or of 
good business ethics. It does 
mean, apparently, that the boys

in business will try the tricks of 
boys. The true businessmen will 
survive because they know »that 
a fair deal, courteous service, and 
honesty today are bound to re­
turn in the form of loyal custo­
mers and better sales tomorrow.

Ninety per cent of the news­
papers know this and are seek­
ing to help such honest business­
men. These newspapers turr\ 
down all advertising which they 
feel will not benefit their read­
ers. Yet, these newspapers like 
dollars as well as you do. I ap­
peal to you to help support these 
local papers in every possible 
way.

CHEF SALAD BOWL
Salad greens as: Lettuce, cel­

ery leaves, water cress, parsley. 
(Enough to make 2 quarts chop­
ped).

1 Clove Garlic.
T4 teaspoon Salt.
% teaspoon whole Black Pep 

per (peppercorns*.
1 tablespoon Tarragon or Malt 

Vinegar or Lemon Juice.
S4 cut Salad Oil.
Cut tiny checkerboard pattern 

across top of garlic clove. Cut in 
thin slices directly into salad 
bowl. Add salt and pepper. Mash 
seasonings together. Add vine­
gar or lemon juice and salad oil.

Proper Seeding 
Essential For Good 
Stand O f Alfalfa

Within the past few days 
farmers In the Blackwater Valley 
Soil Conservation District have 
begun land preparation and seed­
ing of alfalfa.

Experiences in this area has 
indicated that proper seed bed 
preparation is a pre requisite to 
betting a good stand established.
Alfalfa is a perennial crop and 
when planted normally remains 
on the land from four to six 
years. It is, therefore, desirable 
that areas' planted to alfalfa be 
as level as possible. Such prepar­
ation will usually result in a 
better and more effiieent distri­
bution of irrigation water.

Several methods have been 
successfully used in seeding a l­
falfa. but for this area drills and 
cultipackers seem to be the most 
popular. Seeding rates vary from 
fifteen to twenty-five pounds per 
acre depending on the Indivi­
duals desires. Seed should be 
planted >; to 3* inches deep and 
followd by an Irrigation where 
practicable.

A nurse crop such as oats is 
sometimes used to protect the 
young seedlings from blowing 
sand. This practice is particular­
ly desirable when the alfalfa is 
planted late in the season Aug­
ust 15 to September 15 has prov­
en to he the best time for seed­
ing alfalfa in this district.
