By using this method of plant-

ing legumes, farmers can include
a soil improving crop in their ro
tation, and have a cash crop at
the same time

When these legumes are used
as green manure, they should be
allowed to make as much growth
as possible before being plowed
under. Uually two to three weeks
is needed for decomposition be-
fore planting the next crop.

Vetch and winter peas will add
nitrogen and organic matter to
the soil, improve soil condition,
increase water holding capacity
of the soil, prevent wind and wa-
ter erosion, and increase yields
on following crops.
