The Texas Highway Commis­
sion has announced from Austin 
the first step which will set up a 
new program of work for the cal­
endar year of 1955. E. H. Thorn­
ton, Jr„ Chairman of the Texas 
Highway Commission, s t a t e d  
that funds for this program are 
being derived from state sources. 

r  S. C. McCarty, District Engineer 
of the Texas Highway Depart­
ment at Lubbock, Texas, has 
stated that the following State 
highways and roads in his area 
are scheduled for work under 
this program:

Reconditioning and Resurfac­
ing on 6.2 miles of State Highway 
214, extending from Muleshoe 
South 4.6 miles and from 11.3 
miles South of Muleshoe to Need- 

(  hore.
Widening and resurfacing on 

5.8 miles of FM 299, extending 
from Parmer County Line to 
Muleshoe.

Seal Coat on 16.6 miles of FM 
54, from New Mexico State Line 
to Enochs.

Mr. McCarty stated that the 
Highway Commission has auth­
orized the development of this 
program for the nurpose of pro­

jecting the investment of the 
public in the State Highway Sys­
tem.

It was annou nced  that work 
will begin on these projects just

as soon as final planning is com­
pleted and right of way secured. 
Resident Engineer W. H. Garrett, 
will be in charge of the work in 
this area.

County Judge Cecil Tate has 
been notified by District Engine­
er S. C. McCarty that the High­
way Commission has approved 
construction improvement of 
highways in Bailey County cost­
ing a total of $204,000.

None of these postal privileges 
are authorized at the third-class 
rates. Moreover, Christmas card 
envelopes smaller than 2}4x4” 
or larger than 9x12” require can­
cellation by hand, and must 
carry first-class postage.

Postmaster Gardner u r g e s  
everyone to tie their Christmas 
cards in two separate bundles, 
with each address facing the 
same way. Then attach the post­
al labels marked “All For Local 
Delivery” and “All For Out-of- 
Town Delivery” . These helpful 
tags arp available at the Post 
Office, without cost, and will 
shorten delivery time greatly.

Parcel post, of course, should 
be mailed even earlier. The Post­
master recommended December 5 
for out-of-state gifts, and Decem­
ber 10 for those with local ad­
dresses. But the sooner the better.

Size and weight limitations for 
parcel post vary according to 
place of mailing and destina­
tion. In some cases, packages 
cannot exceed 72 inches in length 
and girth combined, nor 20 
pounds in weight. In others, the 
limits are up to 100 inches com­
bined length and girth, and 70 
pounds in weight.

Farm Census Near 
Completion Here

The 1954 Census of Agriculture 
is In its final stages locally and 
can be completed within the 
next two weeks if farmers will 
fill out their questionnaires and 
have them ready for the enumer­
ator when he calls, according to 
Field Supervisor Joiner, of Ama­
rillo.

The farm census questionnair­
es were mailed In advance of the 
start of the field enumeration 
for the purpose of giving farm 
operators time to consult their 
records and fill out the forms be­
fore the enumerators began 
their rounds. This procedure was 
planned to insure greater accur­
acy and to save time for both 
the farmer.and the enumerator. 
Completion of the farm census 
on time will not only help in 
keeping costs down but will aid 
in prompt publications of the re­
sults.

Third RFD Route 
Is Authorized For 
Local Postoffice

Authority to establish another 
rural route out of Muleshoe has 
been given to A. J. Gardner, post­
master. It will be known as 
Route 3 and will supply service 
to some patrons of both Routes 
1 and 2. A map in the postmast­
er’s office shows it will run 
through a section north of Mule­
shoe.

Route 1 will be reduced from a 
length of 100.96 miles to 76.05. 
Route 2 will be cut from 85.96 
miles to 74.85 miles.

Quite a few new patrons are to 
be supplied by routes one and 
two and by the new route, which 
will be 61.85 miles. Date for be 
ginning of service on route 3 is 
Jan. 1, 1955.

ASC Details 
Referendum 
Vote For Dec. 14

The outcome of the cotton 
marketing quota referendum to 
be held throughout the Nation’s 
cotton-growing area on Decem­
ber 14 will determine the level 
of price support for cotton pro­
duced in 1955 and therefore is of 
vital concern to every cotton 
grower, says Lonnie M. Bass. O f­
fice Manager, of the Bailey Coun­
ty Agricultural Stabilization and I 
Conservation Committee.

The marketing quota program 
will be in operation for next 
year’s crop, if at least two-thirds 
of the votes cast in the referen­
dum are in favor of the program. 
In that case, price support will 
be available for the 1955 crop of 
upland cotton at a level between 
82% and 90 percent of parity. If 
more than one-third of the voters 
are against quotas, the price sup­
port level to eligible growers 
would drop to 50 percent of pari­
ty.

The choice before cotton grow­
ers, according to Mr. Bass, essen­
tially is whether or not they 
want to reduce acreage and price 
support between 82% and 90 per­
cent of parity. He explains that 
acreage allotments will be in ef­
fect even though quotas are dis­
approved; compliance with such 
cotton allotments and with any 
other crop allotments establish­
ed for the farm will be required 
for eligibility for price support, 
no matter what the level of sup­
port.

Mr. Bass urges all growers to i 
vote in the referendum. In his I 
opinion, the decision will have | 
far-reaching effects, and the 
question deserves the serious 
study and the carefully consider­
ed vote of all who grow cotton.

The referendum will be held 
between the hours of 8:00 am, 
and 6:00 pm, on December 14 at 
the following polling places: ASC 
Office in Muleshoe, Gardner- 
Hankins Gin Office in Enochs, 
and Co-op Gin Office in Maple.

In Grain Sorghum 
Variety Experiment

Result* have been released re­
cently in the off-station grain 
sorghum variety test conducted 
on the Doyle Turner farm in 
Pleasant Valley community in 
cooperation with the Texas Ag­
ricultural Experiment Station.

The purpose of the test, held 
last summer, was to find out if 
the newer types of grain sor­
ghums are better fn* *his area of 
Texas than some of ti e older va­
rieties that have been planted.

The grain sorghum varieties 
were planted the .sprie date on 
land that had 200 pounds of 16- 
20-0 and three tons of composted 
burrs applied per acre. The land 
was pre-irrigated once, and irri­
gated three times post planting.

Results of the test planting 
showed that Redbine 66 yield­
ed 6237.96 pounds per acre; 
Combine Kaffir 60 yielded 5.- 
788.50 pounds per acre; Red- 
bine 60 yielded 5.420.76 pounds 
per acre, and Martin maize 
yielded 5,270.94 pounds per

December 14 Date 
For Voting 
On Cotton

Cotton growers have a red let­
ter day Tuesday, December 14. 
That day will decide whether 
marketing quotas w ill continue 
in effect on the 1955 crop, Claude 
K. McCan, chairman of the state 
ASC committee, reminds farmers.

“The decision will affect every 
cotton growers and it’s important 
that each cast a ballot’, says Mc­
Can. All farmers who grew up­
land cotton this year wll be e l­
igible to vote in the referendum, 
which will be held in each up­
land cotton growing county in 
Texas. At least two-thirds of the 
growers voting in the nationwide 
noli must approve the quotas if 
they are to continue, he explains.

The vote follows the Secretary 
of Agriculture’s proclamation of 
a national marketing quota and 
acreage allotments for the ‘55 
crop. Such a proclamation must 
be made under the law when the 
prospective “ total supply" of cot­
ton exceeds the “normal supply” .

Under the marketing quota 
program, growers who do not ex­
ceed their acreage allotment may 
market free of penalty the en­
tire crop from the farm. Grow­
ers exceeding their allotments 
will be subject to penalties of 50 
percent of parity on the farm’s 
excess production.

If farmers approve the referen­
dum, the price support on cotton 
to eligible growers will be be­
tween 82.5 and 90 percent of pari­
ty.

Burr Cotton H a y  Be 
Stored In Field, 
Experiment Shows

Burr cotton can be stored suc­
cessfully in the field if the stor­
age area is well-drained, the cot­
ton is dry when put down and 
green bolls are at a minimum.

These are results of continuing 
studies of the Texas Agricultural 
Experiment Station at Lubbock.

Field storage of machine strip­
ped cotton will help eliminate 
the congestion around gins dur­
ing the p»ajr season and .allows 
taiAlters sma’iler Inventories of 
trailers and other temporary 
storage facilities.

In the latest tests reported by 
D. L. Jones, station superinten­
dent. five 500 pound piles of cot­
ton in the burr were put on the 
ground in November of 1951 and 
1952 and subjected to various 
weather conditions during the 
next six weeks. In test “ A”, the 
cotton pile had no fence and no 
cover. Other tests included com- 
binations of fencing, cover, and 
varying amounts of rain, applied 
artificially.

When ginned, the cotton was 
graded and other fiber tests 
were made. Each indcated the 
field stored cotton was not ma­
terially damaged.
Moisture content of cotton when 

put in storage was 12.6 per cent 
in 1951 and 8.6 per cent in *52. 
Both years the cotton had less 
than five per cent of green bolls.

Complete results of the studies 
are given in Progress Report

SAND HILLS PHILOSOPHER—

Claims Crashing Debt Limit Worse Than 
Crashing Through Sound Barrier

Editor’s note: The Sand Hills 
Philosopher on his Johnson 
grass farm is writing about 
something he may have an 
authoritative knowledge of this 
week, debts.

Dear editar:
Every once in a while somebody 

refers to me as non-progressive, 
and I guess if you want to judge 
a man’s thnkin ability by how 
clean his fields are there might 
be something to it, but that’s 
what comes of taking a superfi­
cial view.

I would like to report that for 
th e  p a s t  f e w  
y e a r s  I have 
been neck and 
neck with no 
less an enter­
prise than the 
aviation indus- 
t r y, w h i c h  
e v e r y  b o dy  
knows is pro­
gressive.

While the avi- 
a t i o n industry -j. A.“ 
has been hard
at work on faster and faster air­
planes, having now reached the 
point where it has broken thru 
the sound limit, I have not been 
asleep, figuratively speaking.

My experiment, which probab­
ly has more relation to the in­
dividual than aviation’s, has 
consisted of attempts to break

the debt limit.
I have read of pilots’ reports 

on their wrought-up feelings as 
they near the sound limit and 
then crashed through, and I can 
report that edging toward the 
debt limit and th$n crashing 
through is just as nerve-wrack­
ing and perilous.

Furthermore, mv experiments 
have been more independent, I 
didn’t have a government aonre 
priation of inexhaustible funds 
from a foundation behind me 
I’ve had to do mine on my own 
almost on a shoestring, with con 
siderable grumbling from the 
people in charge of the debt lim­
it, who have resisted scientific 
explorations at everv turn.

And also, while 1 understand 
when a nilot crashes through the 
sound barrier everything be­
comes peaceful and quiet, I car 
report I found nothing like that 
on the other side of the debt lim­
it. It gets noisier as you approach 
the limit, and then gets worse 
after you crash through. Some 
people do not appreciate scientif­
ic research.

I understand som e people arc 
contending the government, if it 
keeps on spending, will reach the 
debt limit, and I’ve heard of 
Congressmen trying to pass bills 
getting the limit extended, and 
if it can be done, if the limit can 
be extended every time the gov-

emment approaches It, it’ll be a 
fine thing, but I’ve got my 
doufts. For whatever it’s worth, 
I would like to let the govern­
ment know there is a debt limit 
and things are worse on the 
other side than this side. The 
sound barrier is a much safer 
thing to crash.

The supplies, price and de­
mand of food generally will re­
main about the same in 1955 as 
it has been in 1954 and 1938, pre­
dict food and nutrition specialists 
for the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service.

While seasonal shifts in food 
costs may increase at one time, 
a drop at other periods will tend 
to make the overall cost about 
the same as the previous years.

Meat as a group is lower in 
price than two years ago because 
of lower prices for beef, chicken 
and other items, in spite of high­
er pork prices. Production of beef 
is expected to remain high in 
1955. Demand is expected to re­
main strong with little change in 
prices.

Dairy products also are lower 
in price. Butter has a lower price 
and there has been a slight but 
steady decrease in average prices 
paid by consumers for both store 
and delivered milk.
Fruit and vegetable prices have 

been mixed. The demand for 
fruit and vegetable production 
and price should be about the 
same as in 1954.

The upward trend in per capi­
ta consumption of all foods has 
risen slightly in each of the past 
three years. Vegetables and 
fruits are near record high and 
have helped bring about this in­
crease. Meanwhile, the longtime 
downward trend In per capita 
consumption of potatoes has 
slowed slightly.

Bread, lard, and coffee have 
had fairly steady price increase 
the pas* two years.

Consumers are continuing to 
spend about a fourth of their in­
come for groceries. This includes 
marketing services that save 
transnortation costs and time 
and labor in the home. Families 
buy less of the farmer’s food 
crops in the rough form and 
more in the finished or partially 
finished form. For example, most 
of the wheat sold bv farmers 
formerly was purchased as flour 
but is now sold as bread and 
other bakerv products.
As more women combine wage- 

earning with doing their own 
housework, industry will contin­
ue to take over more food prepa­
ration. Markets now sell ready to 
cook poultry; vegetables that 
have been washed, trimmed and 
packaged; frozen precooked din­
ners; and mixes for baked pro­
ducts and puddings. The extra 
cost is largely for labor in per­
forming these services, and con­
sumers aDpear willing to pay ex­
tra for them.

Mass commercial' preparation 
can in some instances be cheap­
er than individual home prepa­
ration bv domestic heln. Food 
marketing services in the long 
run mav bring a higher total re­
turn for the farmer. Pronerlv- 
processed and attract'velv-pack­
aged foods create a wider market 
and better distribution.

That is the fond p'eture for 
1955. This information can help 
the homemaker t« make better 
use of her family food money. 
For instance the consumer can 
look forward to eating more eggs, 
chicken, frozen fruits and vege­
tables, oranges, rice, and lard.

Although a good choice of 
plentiful foods will be available, 
the homemaker is urged to com­
pare prices of foods that furnish 
similar nutritive value before she 
buvs.

Even though certain foods will 
be plentiful during the year, 
shoppers should check market 
prices from week to week for sea­
sonable foods. The best values 
are obtained when food is at its 
highest production.

Family meals in 1955 can be 
more interesting and economi­
cal as well as nutritious with 
this variety of foods on the mark­
ets and a good cook in the kitch­
en.

Alcoholism Topic 
For Talk Before 
Service Groups

“In my case, one drink was too 
many, a thousand not enough”, 
Gilbert Lamb said in a talk be- 
orc thp Lions Club and the Ro- 
ary Club at recent meetings. 

Lamb, who has moved here with 
bjs family to represent KICA ra­
dio station at Clovis, spoke at 
he Lions meeting last week and 

at the Rotary meeting Tuesday, 
discussing various phases of the 
growing problems of alcoholism 
in the U. S.

He said that while some 65 
million persons in the country 
probably drink in various and 
mostly moderate amounts, some
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4V4 million persons are alcohol­
ics.

“ I want to say in the begin­
ning”, the speaker declared, 
“that it is only by the grace of 
God and the help of tolerant 
people that I can be with you to- 
da>. An alcoholic stays sober one 
day at the time; he prays to God 
every morning that He will help 
him to refrain from faking a 
drink of alcoholic beverage.”

Alcoholism is a mental, phy­
sical and spiritual illness, he 
said, but for too long people have 
considered an alcoholic to be 
merely an immoral person or 
one who has no stability of char­
acter or who cares not for the 
better way of life. There has 
been too much intolerance, he 
said, too much hatred of the 
problem and not enough study 
and understanding.

Many persons could never be* 
come alcoholics and they do not 
understand how another person
can. “One man’s meat is an­
other man’s poison”, he quoted 
and he declared that what is 
moderaton to one person is death 
for another. Alcoholics are so 
constituted that the use of whis­
ky is devastating to them; they 
have no control over further 
drinking and once they take a 
drink they become an absolute 
slave to alcohol.

Mr. Lamb related that an 
alcoholic finally came to him 
and said, "I understand", and 
he declared those were the 
greatest words ever said to 
him. Since that time, he said, 
he “has found a way to stay 
sober—one day at the time."
He believes that education con­

cerning alcoholic drink is what is 
needed in this country. One con­
dition of his “deal” with the per­
sons who helped him when he 
needed help was that he would 
do his best to help others. There­
fore, he is wiling at any time to 
go before any group anywhere 
and give his talk or to discuss 
any other person’s problem with 
them if they express a desire for 
such a discussion.

Hatred of alcohol on the part 
of good people who are not sub­
ject to alcoholism will not an­
swer the need, he believes, nor 
will a self-righteous attitude on 
the part of “moderate” drinkers 
who feel no compulson to con­
tinue to drink to excess. Mr. 
Lamb feels that more thinking 
men and women everywhere 
should study the whole priblem 
with an inquiring mind and a 
tolerant attitude.

“ I was told when young that 
alcohol would cause stomach ul­
cers, heart disease, cyrosis of the 
liver, hardening of the arteries; 
I was never told that alcoholism 
itself is an illness.” He discover­
ed that persons who used alco­
hol were not necessarily afflict­
ed by one of those diseases; but 
he found that if he himself used 
alcohol he was headed for de­
struction. Mr. Lamb’s talk is rec­
ommended as good listening for 
any group.

Trouble lies ahead for the 
person who decides he is a little 
too good for his job.

Old Progress School Building Will Be 
Repaired By Church For Educational Use

The old school building which 
once housed the entire Progress 
School system is to have another 
lease on life. Sunday, Nov. 21, the 
Official Board of the Progress 
Methodist Church voted to save 
the diplapidated old landmark 
and put it back in service. The 
structure had recently been offer­
ed for sale by the church through 
sealed bids. The vote to repair 
and rebuild came in a dramatic 
moment when all bids had been 
rejected.

A building committee of Gor­
don Murrah. John Thomson, and 
James Wedel was elected to plan 
the project and iron out the de­
tails of the program. Tentative 
plans call for the actual work 
of repair to begin almost immed­
iately. Contributions for the work 
got under way at the board meet­
ing with an initial gift of 5 acres 
of bale-and-a-quarter cotton by 
Gordon Murrah. Other substan­
tial amounts have been promis­
ed, but no organized solicitation 
has yet begun.

The building when completely 
finished wall house a kitchen, a 
combination dining, hall recrea­
tion and assembly room, and ad­
ditional class rooms. At least one 
room will provide for social gath­
erings. All in all, the new unit 
will enable the church to offer 
a more complete progvm in the 
social and educational areas. It 
may also serve to some extent as 
a community gathering place.

The decision to fix up tne old 
building will give a new turn to

its history. It was at one time the 
educational unit of the Progress 
Independent Schol District. Thf 
school consolidated with Mule- 

jshoe in 1949. In the early fall of 
this year salvage operations by 
the Muleshoe School Authorities 
were begun. But before the basic 
structure was damaged the Prog 
ress Home Demonstration Club 
sponsored a movement to save 
the building for a community 
center.

The Progress Community Asso­
ciation was chartered in 1950 to 
carry out this purpose. Then in 
April of 1954 when it became ap­
parent that this project could not 
succeed the Progress Methodist 
Church purchased the property 
and offered it for sale in Octob­
er.

No one seemed to want the old 
skeleton very badly. But the 
tide has turned now. Its future 
may be more glorious than its 
past. It has a new lease on life.
