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Local teen killed
in vehicle accident

Coates was ‘on fire’
with a string of rodeo wins

“Live life to the fullest, it's the
only one you have,” quote from
Zane Coates’ myspace page.

Zane Coates loved life and
his family, but his passion be-
longed to the rodeo arena.

Whether it was roping or
competing in saddle bronc,
Coates gave his all to the sport.

Only 19-years-old, Coates
died tragically last week in a vehi-
cle accident in Stephenville on his
way to a rodeo in Jacksonville.

The accident occurred at the
intersection of FM 8 and U.S.
Highway 281 Thursday after-
noon. Coates was ejected from
his white Dodge pickup when

he crashed into a Milk Transport -

Service eighteen-wheeler. He was
pronounced dead at the scene.
According to Sgt. Robbie
Ruddger, trooper with the Texas
Department of Public Safety in
Stephenville, Coates apparently
failed to yield at the stop sign on
FM 8 before entering traffic on
the highway and did not appear
to be wearing a seatbelt.
The milk truck was travel-
ing southbound on the highway
and Rudder said it looked like
the driver took evasive action in
an attempt to avoid the accident.
Extensive black skid marks
could be seen on the pavement.

Still, the pickup plowed into

the two rear axles of the trailer
knocking the pickup’s toolbox

and tailgate completely off. The
impact was so severe that debris
was lying all over, including two
of the pickup’s air conditioning
vents that were seen lying sev-
eral yards away.

Officials at ‘Milk Transport
Service said the driver of the
milk truck was Shane Muth, 36,
and a resident of Millican.

Muth fractured his sternum
in three places as the impact
hurled him into the steering
wheel. He was transported to
Harris Methodist Erath County
Hospital for treatment.

For the Class of 2006, it
was the second time they gath-
ered together this year to morn
the passing of one of their class-
mates. D.L. Hensley died earlier
this year in a vehicle accident
on Pandale Road at the Crockett
County, Val Verde County line.

Coates’ lifelong = friend,
Dean Wadsworth, said he had
just spoken to Coates at nocn --
just a few hours before the acci-
dent. The two were making plans
to attend a rodeo in Mesquite this
weekend and the following week
planned to attend Cheyenne
Frontier days in Wyoming.

“We heard there was a white
dually pickup in a wreck and
heard it might be Zane,” Wad-
sworth said. “The whole way we
were holding our breath hoping
it wasn’t true.”

Stepping forward in assess-
ing the housing issue in Crockett

County, the Ozona Chamber of .

Commerce is appealing to the
community for their help.

The chamber is asking the
citizens of Crockett County to
help by completing a housing
survey.

The surveys stem from con-
cerns expressed by local resi-
dents and businesses and are a
result of meetings of the Region-
al Consortium for Economic De-
velopment and Business Support
formed by the Concho Valley
Workforce Development Board

out of San Angelo that includes
Crockett County.

All counties in the Concho
Valley, with the exception of
Tom Green County, are included
in the consortium.

Communities  within the

Concho Valley benefit by com-
ing together as a region to share
best practices and resources that
may not be available to them
separately.
Housing has become a serious
issue for a number of the rural
communities within the region
that are seeking a solution, said
Chamber Executive Director
Shanon Biggerstaff.

Biggerstaff said her office is
approached on a daily basis by

individuals and organizations
seeking housing.

A few of the questions that
will be asked on the Housing
Surveys will be:

* How many employees
within your organization com-
mute? If housing were available,
would they move to Ozona?
Would they rent or buy?

* How many employees rent,
but if available would purchase
an affordable home (1,200-1,500
square foot in the $80,000 to
$90,000 price)?

* How many employees are
currently renting? Are they hap-
py with their accommodations, if
not, what are they looking for?

Superintendent to discuss
school issues at luncheon

Superintendent Abe Gott
will answer the questions the
community has been raising at a
luncheon sponsored by the Ozo-
na Chamber of Commerce.

The luncheon will be held at
11:30 a.m. July 24 at the Visitor

_Center Conference Room.

The meal will be catered by
the Ozona Chatter Box and will
consist of King Ranch Chicken,
rice, refried beans, Mexican sal-
ad, banana pudding, hot sauce
and tea.

Gott plans on speaking of the
history of the schools, why the
district needs a new school and
how a bond with impact taxes.

During a June 7 meeting,
members of the School Facilities
Committee voted to build a new
primary school on the existing
primary school site.

With an estimated $130 per
square-foot, the total cost is esti-
mated at $5.2 million.

With the $250,000 estimated
for new windows in the Heritage
Building, and $300,000 for two
new buses, the total cost for the
district was estimated at around
$5.7 million.

Board of Trustees now takes the
committee’s recommendation
and gather information from ar-
chitects to get an exact figure.

At the June 20 board meet-
ing, the board approved Gott
sending out applications to sev-
eral architects.

He moved to Ozona from
Cherokee where he also served
as school superintendent.

He has three children: two at
the intermediate school and one
beginning in kindergarten.

His wife Laura will teach
eighth grade science next year at
the middle school.

Stories of Lady Bird Johnson
have been told in my family since
[ was a little girl.

They were so widely told
that when I was little 1 thought
the Former First Lady was a
member of my family.

In truth Mrs. Johnson was a
member of every Texas family.

When 1 learned of Mrs.
Johnson’s passing last week, the
world seemed to stop for just a
moment. It was hard for me to
realize that she was no longer
with us.

We have all seen the pic-
ture of Lyndon Baines Johnson
being sworn in as president on
Air Force One on the tragic day
in Dallas in 1963. We all notice
LBJ with his hand on the Bible
and Mrs. Jackie Kennedy stand-
ing to LBJ’s left looking shocked
and mournful.

If you look to LBJ’s right,
there stands a small figure who
would be the new president big-
gest support and advisor through
one of the hardest presidencies.

Mrs. Johnson was first lady
like any other.

I remember a college pro-
fessor telling me that his life
as a reporter changed when the
Johnson’s took over the White
House.

He told me that he went
from covering a First Lady that
standoffish with the press, to a
First Lady that kept every piece
of the media on their toes trying
to keep up with her next move.

Mrs. Johnson epitomized
what it means to be a “Texas
Lady.”

She was gracious, kind and
not afraid to stick her neck out in
campaigning for her husband.

However, it was the stories
of how she treated people that
she met that always intrigued
me.

When my grandmother’s
brother was in intensive care,
Mrs. Johnson walked into the
waiting room to sit with the fam-
ily of one her ranch hands that
was also in ICU.

My grandmother said that
when she walked in, everybody
knew who she was but that Mrs.
Johnson didn’t make a fuss. She
was dressed in cowboy boots,
jeans and work shirt.

My grandmother said Mrs.
Johnson stayed with that family
as if they were her own family.

Those are the stories that
really touch me about this great
lady.

While the world is remem-
bering her for her beautiful
works, it’s the stories of how she
touched lives that I enjoy read-
ing.

As I read all the tributes
posted on the Internet about Mrs.
Johnson, one that caught my eye
was from a woman in Austin
who told the story of how the
Former First Lady fed her and
her fellow bus drivers during a
dinner party at the LBJ Ranch.
The woman and her fellow bus
drivers were the ones who drove
Mrs. Johnson’s VIP guests to the
party that night.

Mrs. Johnson even pointed
out her favorite dishes to the
drivers, the woman posted.

The most famous story, how-
ever, comes from my father. This
is one that I have heard since I
was little girl.

While visiting the LBJ
Library one day in Austin, my
father goes to step on the eleva-
tor to go down stairs and stand-
ing in the elevator is Lady Bird
Johnson.

Mrs. Johnson then asks my
father if he will accompany her
downstairs in the elevator.

My father got to ride down

the elevator. .with . the. Formers

First Lady and also got to shake
her hand.

The way Lady Bird Johnson
was gracious, kind and caring to
all people shows the small town
Texas girl that always remained
inside her.

Memories of Mrs. Johnson
will never go away, as long as
there are those of us that will
keep on telling them.

As our state and country
mourns the passing of this re-

‘markable woman, we are re-

minded every spring and sum-
mer of the greatest legacy that
she left behind.

If Texas bluebonnets were
not in heaven before, they are
now.

Goodbye Claudia Alta
Taylor Johnson. You will always
be our Lady Bird.

USDA and Congress are
on track to initiate M-COOL
on or before September 2008
and Congressional leaders have
made it clear the law will be im-
plemented.

Recent mews releases by
longtime opponents of M-COOL
have attempted to erode producer
support for the program by con-
tinuing to reference the possible
extreme costs associated with
the requirements of the proposed
rules.

These rules are simply pro-
posed rules and are far from
being adopted. Criticism of the
proposed rules has become an
effort by some to muddy the wa-
ters and create chaos.

The M-COOL legislation,
which was passed by Congress
in 2002, remains the same as

originally written. The initial
proposed rules will still need to
be redrafted to insure clarifica-
tion and simplification.

ICA and other grassroots
producer groups will be work-
ing with the beef industry and
USDA to adopt workable rules
and reporting requirements.

All foreign live cattle trans-
ported into the United States are
currently permanently identified
as to country of origin. All do-
mestic cattle that are unmarked
would be cattle of U.S. origin.

Admittedly this is not a
“zero tolerance” system but it is
what we now have and will be of
no cost to the producer.

Persons who attempt to bla-
tantly circumvent this system
will be subject to penalties and
fines. The packing and the retail
industry is currently segregating
beef by quality and grade.

They should have little trou-
ble incorporating the new rules.

Whether you work: outdoors
in agriculture,
coaching, or same:other capaci-
ty, caution should be taken:when
temperatures rise. l

Asphalt and concrete store
heat longer and gradually release
heat at night, making road work
extremely hot. Strenuous activ-
ity in the heat causes the body to
sweat in an effort to cool itself.

When sweat evaporates, the
body begins to cool. A pea-sized
bead of sweat can cool nearly 1
liter (about 1 quart) of blood by
1-degree F.

In hot, humid conditions,
however, evaporation of sweat
becomes more  difficult, and
keeping the body’s temperature
regulated can become a problem
if precautions are not taken.

If you or your employees

work in the outdoor heat, take
these safety precautions: -
GET ACCLIMATED
TO THE HEAT

If you have just-begun sum-
mer work, returnedfrom avaca- -

tion, or had an extended illness,
it is important to begin work
gradually. It will take an adult

For work longer than 1 hour
in duration, an electrolyte-con-
taining sports drink may be pre-
ferred to replace lost nutrients.
To prevent dehydration, it is cru-
cial that the water intake during
the workday be about equal to
sweat loss. Do not rely on thirst
as a measure of the need for flu-
id. A worker may produce 2 to 3
gallons of sweat over the course
of-a day.

WEAR APPROPRIATE
CLOTHING

Clothing helps to prevent the
transfer of heat from the air to the
body. This advantage may be nul-
lified, however, if the clothes inter-
fere with the evaporation of sweat,
such as in humid environments. In
most :cases, the best choice is to
wear light-weight (like cotton),
loose-fitting, light-colored cloth-
ing and a hat with a wide brim to
protect the face and neck.

WORK IN PAIRS

Each person should have a
partner whose job is to check on
the other to watch for signs of
heat illness.

POSTPONE

- "NONESSENTIAL TASKS

* When" feasible, the most

time should be avoided when-
ever possible during high tem-
perature conditions.
EDUCATE EMPLOYERS
AND WORKERS

Both employers and work-
ers should know the hazards of
working in the heat, the ben-
efit of implementing the above
guidelines, as well as the signs
and symptoms of heat illness.

Heat exhaustion is the most
common heat illness and often
comes on suddenly. It is caused
by decreased blood volume due
to dehydration.

Symptoms may include
dizziness/feeling faint, head-
ache, nausea, profuse sweating,
clammy or cool skin, rapid/weak
pulse, body temperature at or
below normal, low grade fever,
low blood pressure and an- ash-
en/pale appearance.

If left unattended, heat ex-
haustion can result in the more
disabling and deadly heat stroke.

Heat stroke occurs when

the body is unable to regulate
its temperature and cool down.
Body temperature may rise to
106 degrees or higher within 10
to 15 minutes.

Warning signs vary, but
may include an extremely high
body temperature (above 103
degrees orally), red, hot, and dry
skin, no sweating, rapid, strong
pulse or heartbeat, rapid, shallow
breathing, elevated or lowered
breathing, throbbing headache,
dizziness, nausea, confusion, ir-
ritability and unconsciousness.

Clements.

Hill was elected chief jus-
tice of the Texas Supreme Court
in 1984 and resigned in 1988.

In 1997, then-Gov. George
W. Bush appointed Hill to a post
on the Texas Lottery Commis-
sion.
