Line Stakes Set
In Northern Area

Stakes for pole lines have
been set in the country north
and northwest of Muleshoe in
preparation for “outside plant”
construction by Five Area
Rural Telephone Cooperative,
D. B. Lancaster, manager re-
ports.

He said 90 per cent of right of

way easements have been se-
cured in that area. Preliminary
engineering has been done, in

cluding location of the exchange
for that part of the system; it
will be erected on the farm of
A. W. Black, 6 miles east and 5
north of Muleshoe.

Meantime four workers are in
the Needmore and Maple areas
securing right of way easements
there and stakes will be driven
in the ground there before long.

Therefore, it appears, said Mr.
Lancaster that the Cooperative
will be in position to let at least
some contracts in December of
this year.

Probably during this year con-
tracts will be awarded for the
five exchanges of the system and
for quite a lot of the outside
plant, which means poles and
lines, Contracts will be let as
parts of the system have engine-
ering completed.

Mr. Lancaster said that pros-
pective telephone users ought to
signify their intention to sub-
scribe for service at once. Circuits
will be formed as soon as pos-
sible, and additional phones may
not be added after the circuit

is filled. It is better for one to
sign up for the service, later
change his mind. than to fail to
sign up and then decide
wants the service.

All in all, have been
driven now for 35 miles of lines.
On some 50 per cent of the sys
tem lines, the poles of the Bail-
ey County Electric Co-op will be
used but this is not everywhere

Dee Warner, president of the
boartl, called the meeting after
receiving a petition of district
qualified voters, requesting the
election.

Date for the election was not
definitely set, the board await-
ing completion of necessary legal
steps; but it will be held on a
Saturday, either October 23 or
October 30.

At this meeting the bgard con-
ferred with bond buyers and re-

Contingent upon their being
voted, the board accepted the
bid of First of Texas Corpora-
tion, San Antonio, which offered
the lowest rate of interest on the
bonds. The lowest rate on the
bonds would be 225 percent and
the average over the 26 year
period would be 28244 percent,
which is considered a very favor-

fact that the gymnasium bonds,
issued last year average more
than three yer cent interest.

$7.000 on each production and
subsistence loan and the total
outstanding debt for these loans
cannot exceed $10,000.

In
no case may the loan run for
more than T years.

When the main purpose of the
production and subsistence loan
is to improve the farmer’s op-
erations, a limited amount of
funds may be included to refi-
nance debts secured by liens on
livestock and farm equipment.

Special livestock loans are
made to producers and feeders
of, cattle, sheep, and goats, ex-
cept commercial feed lot operat-
ors. These loans are made to
meet usual expenses necessary
to successful livetock operations

There is no limit set by law
n the arpount that a farmer or
rancher can borrow under the
special livestock and emergency
loan programs.

No loan is made unless it
appears that an applicant has
reasonable prospects for success.

For each loan made, the Gov-
ernment obtain the best security
available including a first lien
on all crops to be produced with
the loan and on all livestock and
farm machinery purchased with
the loan.

While special livestock and
emergency loans cannot be used
to refinance existing debts the
loans can include funds to pay
interest on existing chattel and
real estate debts and to pay cred-
itors for the annual depreciation
on chattels serving security
for their loans.

COTTON PRICE OUTLOOK

Cotton growing is always a
gamble, But if the Texas farmer
can afford to gamble a little
more than usual this fall, then
he may find the odds for getting
a good price are better now than
anytime since 1950

Drouth and limited cotton
acreages have cut 1954 product-
tion prospects down below the
amount expected to be used by
domestic and export consumers.
As a result, cotton farmers may
find they have a “sellers mark-
et” for the first time in four
years. This could be especially
true of better grade cotton.

Domestic and export demand
for cotton is expected to exceed

the predicted 1954 crop by nearly
2 million bales. Total U. S. pro-
duction is forecast at about 11,
832,000 bales. Consumption is
predicted at 13,700,000 bales. If
this holds true, then textile mills
may have to buy from Commodi-
ty Credit Corporation reserves to
meet their needs.

A farmer with a new crop of
cotton has a more desirable
product than this stored sur-
plus. Furthermore, the interest
and storage charges on CCC
reserves should tend to make
manufacturers seek out the
new crop first.

The spread between this year’s
crop and the expected demand
may become even wider. Texas
production on Sept. 1, was esti-
mated at 3,375,000 bales compar-
ed to 4317,000 last year. But the
drouth is deteriorating dry land
cotton rapidly and this figure is
already out of date. There is no
accurate way of estimating just
how much less the crop will be.

In such a situation, cotton
prices could ordinarily be expect
ed to firm up to between 38 and
10 cents before the year is out
The dollar wise farmer, then,
should seek out the very best
market for his cotton and not be
over anxious to sell too quickly
unless it is really necessary.

Q—What ‘sizo fuse is proper

r the lighting circuit in an aver-
| age home?

i A—A 15-ampere fuse, in most
| cases. Fuses larger than 15 am-
| peres will allow overloaded house
I lighting circuits to heat and cause
fire. A 20-ampere fuse is permis-
sible on specially wired circuits
for refrigerators, washers, etc
Keep an extra supply of fuses
on hand. Never use a fuse of more

than 15 amperes unless you are
positive the wiring 1s heavy
enough.

Q—We are finishing our base-
ment, What is the best way tc
make the furnace firesafe?

+

A—You can't make it complete-
ly firesafe, but you can prevent
basement fires from spreading by
concreting the ceiling, or plaster-
ing it with gypsum plaster on
metal lath, or othér plaster and
plaster base of approved type
Cut off the basement from the
first floor by a heavy door. Above
all, keep the furnace clean and
in good working order, and don't
pile trash or combustible material
near it,

Q—How large an oil reservoir
yes a portable oil heater need?
A—Not more than two gallons
For an oil-burning range, a
sallon tank may be used. Be sure

Protect the house
with asphalt shingles, asbestos,
or other fire-retardant roofing
material Fire-resistant roofing
necessary for best exposure
protection from nearby fires, too.

Q—What should you do if your
clothing catches fire?

A—Lie down and roll up in a
rug, blanket, cr any other ma-
terial that might smother the
flames. If nothing is available,
roll slowly on the floor and beat
out the flame with your hands
Do not run under any condition
—it fans the flames. See that
children know this rule. It's
wise not to dress little girls In
frilly clothes, which can catch
fire easily.
