During the June 17 regu-
lar board meeting, the board
met in executive/closed ses-
sion for around an hour and
a half for personnel matters.
No action was taken when
the board resumed in open
session.

As we listened to where
other people were from, I no-
ticed how easy it was for peo-
ple to describe their home-
town locations.

“Oh, we'’re located near the
Dallas/Fort Worth area,” “Up
in the Panhandle between Am-
arillo and Lubbock,” “Down by
the coast, near Galveston”

“Just 30 minutes down the
road.”

It seemed to be easy for
others to describe the location
of their towns. For Paul and I,
we've learned telling people
were Ozona is can be difficult
if they’ve never been here.

Our stock answer was of-
ten “between El Paso and San
Antonio on I-10.”

That doesn’t really narrow
it down for a person. A lot of
times, the person would give
us a mixed expression and
then follow up with “basical-
ly you all are in the middle of
nowhere.”

A few more times we just
told them that Ozona is locat-
ed 80 miles from San Angelo,
thinking most people know
where San Angelo is located.
Surprisingly, we met a cou-
ple of people who had no idea
where San Angelo was.

It was at that moment that
I wished I had a small map of
Texas so I could show them.

While doing some Internet
surfing, I searched the ques-

tion “where is
Ozona?”

Answers to
this question
were quite fa-
miliar:

mile-marker 556, so it’s about
195 miles. It would take less
than four hours to drive.”

- “WAAAY out west. Four
or five hours from San Anto-
nio.”

Of course, many people
know. where Ozona is. Last
year our Visitor Center re-
ceived 5,773 in visitors.

This year, they have re-
ceived 3,203 so far.

On our chamber’s website,
there are detailed directions,
mileage to other cities and a
map, a very detailed page to
describe our little town.

Luckily, at our convention,
there were a few people who
knew where Ozona is located.

A woman from Rockdale,
that’s near Austin, stops in
our town every time she trav-
els to El Paso to visit her par-
ents. Another person had car
trouble and had a tire fixed
and one just stopped because
they were too tired to go any
further.

It’s hard to explain to peo-
ple where our town of 3,500 is
located but once they find us,
many keep coming back. Once
you move here, however, it’s
really hard to leave as well.

So, next time you are
asked “where is Ozona?” give
some creative answer that
maybe will compel that per-
son to look up or drive to our
unique, little town.

“The bill’s provision regarding
physician liability was neither
debated nor discussed, but
rather amended onto this bill
late in the session.

“It risks unraveling the
progress we made in curtailing
excessive liability and ensuring
that patients who need physi-
cians will be able to find them,”
Perry said.

- &#8194;SB 1440, clarifying
guidelines on how the Depart-
ment of Family and Protective
Services takes children into
custody. Perry said he vetoed
the legislation because it could
infringe on the rights of par-
ents and guardians.

- &#8194;SB 2558, allowing
beer and malt beverage tastings
to be held in a branded vehicle
on the premises of a retailer
with a permit to sell alcohol,
therefore allowing alcohol con-
sumption in a vehicle.

“The Texas Alcoholic Bever-
age Commission would be
required to increase its on-
site inspections to ensure the
proper precautions are taken to
prevent serving to minors and
over-consumption,” Perry said,
in explaining his veto.
