" TRAFFIC LAW ENFORCEMENT

Law enforcement is at best an unpleasant job, both for
those whose duty it is to see that the laws are enforced, and
for those who get caught breaking them.

The enforcement of traffic laws is a peculiar example of
how the American mind works. We know the faws are de-
signed for our own protection and safety, and yet most of
us disregard this aspect entirely and are willing to take a
chance that we won't get caught. And when we are caught
breaking a traffic law, we become highly indignant that the
policeman was tricky and sneaky enough to catch us at it.

Over in our neighboring state of Louisiana, the State
highway patrol is sending out plain clothesmen in unmarked
cars to catch traffic violaters. The public over there is
screaming like a herd of wounded buffalo, and frankly, we
can see their point. No one likes to think he isn't being given
a sporting chance to break a traffic law, and most folks over
there think the law is taking unfair advantages of them
prowling around in unmarked police cars.

Our sympathy lies whoily with the law enforcement offi-
cers both in Louisiana and in our own great state of Texas.
Theirs is a thankless task, and they must get pretty tired of
being cursed for trying to save human lives and property.

They are not perfect, of course, being only human, most
of them, and frequently we hear of city patrolmen, in par-
tucular who attempt to bully motorists caught breaking laws.
This cannot be condoned, and we would like to see a little
more courtesy shown by law officers in the larger cities. But,
courtesy is a two edged sword, and perhaps the fault lies
not entirely with the police.

Motorists who take chances passing on hills and blind
roadways also take chances on being caught, if they live,
and in truth, should be grateful for being caught by a patrol-
man rather than by the grim reaper, to whom there is no ap-

eal.
. We live too much by the common fallacy that accidents
happen to the other fellow. This is a dangerous policy to

BABSON DISCUSSES—

OUR DOLLAR

Three specialists, just back
from Europe, discussed the effect
of our dollar-aid program abroad.
Since this was a small, closed
meeting, I shall not identify
these men. What they said was
that the millions of dollars spent
in Europe have not, as had been
hoped, won very many of our
European neighbors to our way
of thinking.

WHY AID EUROPEANS?

The thinking behind our multi-
billion-dollar aid program was
that we could raise the living
standards of Europeans by in-
creasing their productivity. This
means by showing them how to
develop mass markets for their
manufactures. We hoped to win
converts with refrigerators, shoes,
radios, and many other items.

What we seem to have over-
looked is the fundamental
European desire for security. The
American economy is dynamic.
Competitiveness is inbred; risk-
taking and venture capital are
common denominators of our
success. The European economy,
on the other hand, is a static,
protected economy. Production is
stabilized; prices are controlled;
the worker is protected; competi-
tion is discouraged; the common
denominator is security. People
are interested in working harder
for security, but not in selling
more units at less profit per unit.

A CYNIC'S REACTION
One cynic in the group said,

to' force the American ways on
Europe? These Europeans are
happy why should we unload a
dose of Americal wulcers on
them? A comment from another
went something like this, “Aus-
tria’s productive capacity has
been sharply increased since
World War II. We were not con-
cerned about them before the
war why should we be concerned
now?” A reputable economist in
the group raised another issue:
“Europe knew it had a threat
from the East, an enemy in Com-
munist Russia. Might not Europe-
ans now believe that they have
two enemies seeking to infilter-
|ate or absorb them—Russia and
America?”

My own belief is that we must

OUR SPIRITUAL VAILWE
BELOW PAR

I have a pet notion §vhich I
know will shock some of §ou, but“
think about it a while. Our dollar
bill is a good measure ‘of our
spiritual values! A paper dollar
isn’t worth anything of ' itself;
but, as a medium of exchange,
it is a measure of values, It re-
flects such spiritual values as
honsety, wisdom, courage, and
integrity. From 1939 to 1953, the
value of our dollar declined from
100 cents to about 55 cents. Does
this decline in dollar value mir-
ror our decline in character?

Dollar depreciation is largely
a result of war. But why? Instead
of paying as we went, we were
taught to borrow against the fu-
ture. This could be perfectly O.
K., because we owed nobody but
ourselves., But it gave us the il-
lusion of prosperity. It sidestep-
ped self-secrifice while increas-
ing our national debt fivefold ‘
during these war years.

IMPORTANCE OF
SACRIFICE

We have given young Ameri-
cans the notion that they can
charge their present happiness
against some future date of ac-
counting. We have developed the
materialistic belief that money
will buy everything, including
the way Europeans think! The
present value of the dollar re-"
flects this belief. Perhaps it will
take defeat in Europe to bring
us to realization that freedom
cannot be bought with dollars
without sacrifice. We should
have learned that lesson 175
years ago.

The practical cure for Commu-
nism is not material, it is spiritu-
al. It is not the amount of dollars
you pour into a situation; it is
the ideals. It is not security and
pensions and comfort; it is ideals
and ethics. It is those principles
that make our dollar worth some-
thing. Right now our dollar is be-
low par; I have faith, however,
that as more Americans come to
realize this great truth, we will
put our own house in order. Then
mavbe what we have to say will
make more sense to Europeans.
We must practice and teach sac-
rifice.

I forecast
little hope for improvement for
such property in the larger cities
during 1955. Business property in
the suburbs has not been so in-
flated, and herefore will not be
80 vulnerable to declines and
high taxes.

Industrial Building. The con-
struction of new industrial plants
glves every indication of contin-
wing to mark out a downward
course during 1955. 1 forecast
that the brightest spot on the
construction horizon for next
year is the prospect for increased
municipal construction,—schools,
hospitals, etc.

les will not be permitter to de-
cline as scheduled next spring.
I forecast that, unless business
slumps more than I anticipate
during late 1955, there wll be
no reduction in personal in-
come taxes next year, except to
correct some technical errors.
Any relief for the individual
“small” taxpayer will be saved
until the election year, 1956.

Politics. The really big political
news in 1955 will not be made by
the laws that will be enacted,
but by the tremendous prepara-
tions for the 1956 presidential
campagn.

World War III. In my opinion,
the initiative in internatonal
affairs still rests with Russia.

East, partcularly in India.

Foreign Competition. As Germ-
any rearms and the Brussels
Treaty Organization goes into
gear, I forecast further improve-
ments in Europe.
