Drivers Reliability Run Set For 
High School Drivers At Muleshoe

“Can you prove to yourself and 
the public that “speed” and 
“carelessness” is not an essential 
part of every day driving?” 

The “Ramblin Eight" Car Club 
of Muleshoe is planning a Re 
liability Run for all students, 
girls and boys, of M. H. S. that 
have valid Texas Operators li­
cense, and a car that will stand 
a Texas Vehicle Inspection.

The basic object of a Reliabili­
ty Run is to determine the re­
liability of drivers as well as of 
the cars and equipment.

Here is an idea of how such a 
run is carried on. A committee of 
the "Ramhlin Eipht” is to select 
the course, establish the check 
stations, and make distance and 
time surveys, all of which are 
kept sroret from the contestants 
until the day of the event. A 
route is selected which would 
afford the greatest variety of 
driving conditions. After the 
course is selected and speed av­
erages determined, a ipap of

route is drawn up which shows 
the locations of the check sta­
tions as well as specific average 
speeds, which arc not over the 
Texas speed limit at any time, to 
be maintained. These maps are 
then printed for presentation to 
the drivers at the starting line. 
The driver and assistant then 
proceed through the run as in- 
slrurtod by the map and try to 
have the closest time as the o ffi­
cial committee had. The winners 
will be the contestants having 
the closest time to the official 
committee.

There will be 1st, 2nd. nnd 3rd 
place trophies given winners.

There will be an entrance foe 
of 50c per car and the entrance 
blanks will be available at the 
starting line on the date of the 
run.

A site just across the street 
from the High school campus 
was purchased by the School 
Board Inst Spring. The site, con­
sisting of one and a half blocks 
will offer a convenient location 
for the proposed new structure, 
affording joint use of the High 
school auditorium shop build 
ing. vocational agriculture facil­
ities and gymnasium, by both 
Junior High and regular High 
school pupils.

The new building, if approved, 
will probably have 16 classrooms, 
sludy hall, library, offices and 
other necessary storage and 
heating facilities.

School superintendent Jerry 
Kirk states that a 10 per cent in­
crease was made in taxes this 
year which will retire the bonds 
voted for the recently c mpleted 
gymnasium, as well as the pro­
posed bonds for the Junior High 
building. Valuation of the dist­
rict for tax purposes was increas­
ed from a total of $9,500,000 to 
$11,2(XJ,000 at that time.

Designed to accomodate pre­
sent enrollment without over­
crowding and also to take care of 
anticipated growth, the new 
building will offer students one 
of the finest complete educa­
tional plants to be found any­
where in this area.

Osborn explained each of thr 
proposed amendments, and offer­
ed his thought on whether oi 
not the proposal was for the pub­
lic benefit.

Osborn said the amendment 
authorizing a State Building 
Commission using ft rids from 
the Confederate Veterans fund 
would go far to relieve conges 
tion of State offices in Austin, 
pointing out that State offices 
are now srVtcrcd over 102 blocks 
of that city.

The amendment to increase 
paymen. to certa'n "'ate officials 
to $2.1 per day for a maximum of 
120 days per year, would serve 
a good purpose for certain offi- 
cials. but would not go far to­
ward attracting more people to 
the office of State Representa­
tive. Osborn reported.
A discussion was held by mem­

bers of the club concerning the 
proposal of the club to sponsor 
a second Boy Scout troop in 
Muleshoe.

REASONS FOR DECLINING 
SALES

This means that certain pa­
rents have had more time to do 
needed work at homo.

People have been buy­
ing tools, paints, wallpaper, ply- 
board, etc., instead of spending 
the money on movies and enter­
tainment. Families are "cooking 
ft themselves” more, and going 
out to restaurants loss.

Some cities which have many 
parking motors have trained pa­
rents to visit the shopping cen­
ters together in couples, hut al­
ways leaving one person in the 
car to listen to the radio, or read 
a picture magazine, or eat a 
nickel candy bar.

POOR SALES DUE TO 
POOR PARKING

An analysis of sales shows 
that they have varied in accord­
ance with parking facilities.
Stores in which customers ran 
trade without any parking prob­
lems show increases. The other 
stores have shown decreases.
Since current high factory em­
ployment is impossible to main­
tain without high retail sales.
It will be seen that unemploy­
ment figures of the entire coun­
try may he considerably affected 
by the availability of adequate 
parking facilities .

The truly "self-service” stores 
have shown the greatest increas­
es. In these, the customers need 
not wait for change or wrapping.
They can shop quickly and pay 
at the check out door. Hence,
"self-service” Is also helping the 
employment situation for the en­
tire nation, as well as the well­
being of each city.

Difference In Food Dollar And 

Farmer Profits

Few consumers ever stop to 
think that what they pay for 
food and other farm products 
does not all go to the farmer. 
Rather, a very large part of the 
money goes to pay for marketing 
and transportation services.

The part which the farmer 
doesn’t get has been Increasing. 
This is true mainly because con­
sumers buy less and less of the 
farmer’s products in the rough 
form and buy more and more in 
a finished form. To put that food 
in the form the people want 
means extra work—an extension 
of marketing services—for which 
the buyer, of course, has to pay.

Extra work for processing, 
fox packaging, for handling, 
for the many different services 
that go into present-day mark­
eting all add to the food costs. 
An example of the way in 

which an extension of marketing 
services tends to increase the 
costs involved is found in the 
selling of wheat products. Most 
of the wheat sold by farmers 
used to be bought by consumers 
in the form of flour. Now most 
of it is sold to consumers in 
bread, cakes, pies and other

'la s t  Call" For 
Winter Legumes

COLLEGE STATION. Oct. 18 — 
A last call for planting winter 
legumes went to Texas farmers 
this week.

With improved moisture condi­
tions in many areas, farmers 
should have enough time to get 
legumes started before cold wea- 
ther sets in, says W. R. Coke, ex­
tension agronomist. They norm­
ally are planted in the state un­
til about November 1.

In addition to furnishing bad­
ly grazing and a protective cover 
of green, legumes can be turned 
into cash crops if the seed are 
harvested. Or they may be plow­
ed under next spring as green 
manure crops. Any way a farmer 
choses to go, legumes will con­
tribute to his soil building pro­
gram, Coke says.

Froperaly fertilized and inocu­
lated legumes literally are "on- 
the-farm” nitrogen f a c t o r i e s  
Coke advises the inoculation of 
Seed even if legumes were grown 
on the same land last year. Be 
sure to get the right inoeulant 
for the plant.

Legumes must make good 
growth if nitrogen-fixing bacteria 
in the nodules are to thrive. Here 
fertilizer come into play. Lime, 
phosphorus, potash and the trace 
elements must be supplied if 
they are lacking.

General rccommendationr call 
for 200 to 400 pounds of 0-14-7. 
0-12-12 or 3-12 12 to the acre on 
sandy soils and the same quan 
tlty of 20 per cent superphos­
phate on soils of other types.

Grown on depleted soils, le­
gumes will need a complete fert­
ilizer such as 5-10-5. Apply 300 
to 400 pounds per acre.

The plant food can be supplied 
as part of the seeding operation 
with a fertilizer attachment on 
the grain drill or row crop plant 
er. Such a joint onerntion cuts 
Cos's and puts the fertilizer 
where it is readily available to 
plants.
Local county agricultural agents 

can suggest hr t̂ adapted varie 
tics and make fertilizer recom 
mendations for a particular lo­
cality.

| bakery products.
The number of persons at work 

in preparing and marketing farm 
food products back in 1932 was 
estimated at over 3 million. Last 
year it had increased to nearly 
5 million workers. Included were 
persons engaged in assembling, 
processing, wholesaling, retail­
ing and transporting farm pro­
ducts.

In the past two years, we have 
seen farmer income gradually 
drop. Normally, the consumer 
would expect food costs to drop 
accordingly. However, in most 
cases, wages and costs of pro­
cessing foods has increased and 
this higher cost has been pass­
ed on to the purchaser while the 
farmer actually got less for his 
raw product.

If the housewife were to 
abandon “speciality” foods and 
pre-packaged goods, and depend 
upon her own kitchen skill to 
convert "raw” farm products in­
to family meals, .then she would 
find her costs would be lowered 
correspondingly with the farm­
er’s profit.
