The firs t section of a historic 
th ree -p a rt sound film , "Our Bible 
—How It Cam e To Us", will be 
show n in M uleshoe a t th e  High 
School aud ito rium  on June 13 a t 

.  8:30, it  w as announced today by
* th e  M uleshoe C ham ber of Com ­

m erce an d  Rev. Carrol Jones, d is ­
tric t director of F riendship  for 
Korea, jo in t sponsors.

"O ur Bible — How It Came To 
Us” traces  the  history  and dev e l­
opm ent of the Holy Bible from  
th e  first cen tu ry  A. D.. to th e  p re ­
sen t tim e. It w as produced by 
th e  A m erican Bible Society and  
ra n k s  as one of the m ost au then - 
tic  Bible film s ever m ade.

T here w ill be no adm ission, b u t 
an  offering w ill be m ade to help  
pay or feed for an im als  being  
sen t on th e  Friendship.

The first section of the  film  
ta k e s  one back to  the  very b e ­
g in n in g  of the  Bible. After a 
brief opening in th e  m odern day, 
th e  film  fla sh es  back to  N az­
a re th  in th e  tim e of th e  first cen- 
t"rv , and  show s Jesus in th e  

%  synagogue read ing  from the  
scroll <rf Isa iah . The film  then  u n ­
fu rls  th e  story of how the Old 
T estam en t w as form ed, and how 
tra n s la tio n s  of th e  Bible in to  
G reek spread throughou t the 
e a s te rn  M editerranean  world and 
form ed th e  Scrip tures of the  early  
C hristians.

The fo rm ation  of th e  New T es­
ta m e n t is d ram atica lly  portray  
ed, first by show ing how Paul 

(  w ork ing  a s  a ten tm ak er in Cor­
in th , d ic ta tes the first of the 
E pistles, and how the Gospels 
cam e to  be w ritten  by Luke, 
M atthew , and  John. It com es to 
a close by show ing how th is  col­
lection of w ritings about Jesus 
an d  his teach ings w as added to 
th e  Scrip tures of th e  Jews, 
m ak in g  the  Bible as it is know n 
today .

It is the  hope of the  American 
! „ B ible Society and  those who 

show  th ese  p ictures th a t the  
film s sh a ll s tim u la te  more w id e­
sp read  read ing  of the Word of 
God. T he o ther tw o sections are  
‘"The Bible Sureads Across E u ­
rope” and  "The M aking of the 
E ng lish  Bible”. The d ates they  
w ill be show n w ill be annuonced 
la te r. The public is invited to  see 
th e se  in te restin g  and  inspiration- 

„ a l film s.

The E x tension  Service and  the 
USD A w ill depend m ore than 
ever th is  y ear on inform ation 
from ind iv id u a ls  to  keep up  w ith  
th e  "Cotton Insect S ituation  in 
T exas”. Survey crew s as used 
last year to  inspect individual 
fields in  th e  principal cotton 
grow ing a re a s  w ill not be a v a il­
able, according to word sen t to 
The Journal.

Therefore, they  m ust have the 
help  of a ll  people in terested  in 
cotton production  over th e  S tate  
in order to  continue to m ake th e ir 
report efective.

This report w ill be released on 
T uesday of each w eek beg inn ing  
the  first w eek in M ay: eooperat- 
ors are urged  to  begin  m ailin g  
th e ir reports as soon as cotton is 
up  to a stan d . A report w ill be 
issued each  week from Lubbock 
for the  P la in s  area, and  cotton 
m en shou ld  w atch out for these 
s ta tem en ts  on infestation .

But th is  y ea r th ey ’re going in for 
vegetab le  grow ing in a  p re tty  big 
way.

Out th e re  th e  o ther day  I in ­
spected : More th a n  100 acres of 
Irish  po tatoes; abo u t 20 acres of 
young cabbage : 10 acres of o n ­
ions; 10 acres of sw eet potatoes.

They have poured th e  w ater 
to  the  potatoes. T heir ea rlies t 
p lan ted  spuds w ere in  fu ll 
bloom, h ad  lots of little  p o ta ­
toes around  th e  roots. It seem ­
ed there  w as w ater betw een 
every row. T ail w ate r w as 
being  used  to  w ater barley . I 
th ink .

We ta lk ed  to  Bill Elrod a 
little ; Bill in d  fam ily  live on the  
p lace an d  farm  som e of it. At th e  
sam e tim e  som e y ea rlin g  or two 
year old calves up th e re  in  the  
feed ing  pens looked like a lot 
of s teak s  and  roasts. T hey have 
a lw avs used barn y ard  fertilizer 
on th e ir fields and  w e h e a r it
certa in ly  pay s off.

N ext door lives our friend. Joe 

Sooter and  h is fa rm stead  and  
fields a re  just a s  n ea t a s  old Joe 
a lw ays looks. Does a fellow  good 
to  get ou t and  look an d  learn  
w hat m ak es M uleshoe and  other 
tow ns tick.

T here w a s  m igh ty  p re tty  co t­
ton, show ing up  c lea r across the  
fields. I noticed the  Ross Good­
win fa rm  and  th e  E rn est Locker | 
fa rm s in passing , b u t every th ing  
looks sh ip sh ap e  everyw here out 
in  th a t prosperous p a rt of th e  te r ­
ritory.

W illis 
Branscum  h as described for 
T he Jo u rn a l h is experience 
w ith  a dread  d isease. T he le tte r 
w as transcribed  by h is sister- 
in-law , Mrs. T hurlo  B ranscum . 
Mr. B ranscum  is now  recu p e r­
a tin g  from  recent tre a tm e n t in 
A m herst hosp ita l and  is re p o rt­
ed to  be resting  better. His le t ­
te r is a fran k  s ta te m e n t and  
should  serve to  m ak e  u s  a ll be 
on th e  a le r t  for sym ptom s. It 
is about th e  most u n u su a l doc­
um en t it h a s  ever been our 
priv ilege to  print.

For th e  p a s t several d ay s  I 
have  been th in k in g  ab o u t w r it­
ing  so m eth ing  to  m y hom e tow n 
new spaper. As m ost of you know  
cancer Ls th e  num ber tw o k ille r 
of th e  w hole country  a n d  from 
th e  am o u n t of visitors, flowers, 
cards an d  le tte rs  th a t I have  re ­
ceived. I am  su re  th a t m ost of 
you know  th a t  th is  happened  to 
h it me. All w in te r long I lay  
around  w ith  w hat I th o u g h t w as 
rh eu m atism  an d  th is  an d  th a t 
and  I v isited  th e  doctors, h ad  a 
few X -rays m ade and  not once 
did w e ever suspect cancer.

T hen  a ll a t  once it happened . 
It proved to  be .scattered a ll over 
m y body, w as  a  little  too  m uch 
for m y hom e town hosp ita l. N a ­
tu ra lly  w e don’t  like to  g ive up  
a figh t w ith o u t going a b it fur- 
Iher an d  see ing  w hat e lse  can  he 
done. So m y doctor recom m end­
ed th e  M. D. A nderson H ospital 
an d  T um or In s titu te  of Houston, 
Texas.

Now before th is  tim e  I had  no 
idea of w h a t th e  M. D. A nderson 
H ospital w as, how it w as  e s ta b ­
lished or how  it cam e in to  being. 
I h ad  supposed th a t it m ay  be 
subsid ized by som e big  oil m an  
or cap ita lis t, but a ll of you know  
th e  A m erican C layton Com pany, 
th e  g rea t cotton firm  th a t does 
m illions of do lla rs  w orth  of co t­
ton b u sin ess  cvcrv year, not o n ­
ly in th e  U nited S tates, b u t also  
South an d  C entral A m erica. In 
1939 M onroe D. A nderson of the  
A nderson and  C layton C om pany 
died  of cancer. A bache lo r m em ­
ber of th is  firm  an d  in h is w ill 
he created  a  foundation .

In 1941 th e  T exas S ta te  L egis­
la tu re  au thorized  th e  e s ta b lish ­
m en t of a cancer ho sp ita l an d  re ­
search  in stitu tion , an d  a p p ro p ria ­
ted  $500,000 for th is  purpose. 
The superv ision  w as  to  be under 
th e  board  of reg en ts  of th e  U ni­
versity  of Texas. How an d  w here 
to  s ta r t a n  in s titu tio n  of th is  
k ind on th is  am o u n t of m oney 
proved to  be q u ite  a h ead ach e  to  
th e  reg en ts  of th e  U niversity . The 
M. D. Anderson fo u nda tion  cam e 
to  its  rescue by offering  to  m atch  
th is  am o u n t of m oney, fu rn ish  a 
p lace for it to be first located, 
an d  o ther concessions provided it 
w ould be located  in Houston.

A fter m any  m ore a p p ro p ria ­
tions from  th e  T exas leg is la tu re  
and  m uch m ore m oney being 
app rop ria ted  by th e  foundation  
and  o ther civic m inded  people, 
they  have  a b u ild ing  here  now 
th a t is w orth ap p ro x im ate ly  ten

m illion  dollars. The ou tside  i s , 
m ade of p ink  T ennessee m arb le , | 
it is a beau tifu l th in g  to  behold 
an d  it is very, very’ up  to  da te  
an d  m odern inside also. About 
one h a lf  of it  is tak en  over and  
used exclusively  for th e  purpose 
of research , and  th e  cure  a n d  p re ­
vention  of cancer. The o th e r h a lf 
is used by patien ts .

It has 310 beds and  over 800 
em ployees counting  doctors, n u rs ­
es. etc. P a tien ts  are  a c tu a lly  a d ­
m itted  by s ta te  law. You canno t 
com e an d  en te r th is  in s titu tio n  on 
your own account, you have  to be 
referred  to  it by a doctor and  
th e n  g iven perm ission by  the  
head  doctor here as w hen  to e n ­
ter. P reference is given to  lo ­
ca litie s  w here the  fac ilities  for 
ta k in g  care  of cancer is not so 
good. You can  see a ll k in d s  of [ 
people here and  all s ta g e s  and j 
m ost of them  are p a tie n ts  th a t j 
w ere  given up  by o th e r h osp ita ls  ] 
an d  sen t here. The last few  day s 
I w as  in th e  M uleshoe hospita l,
I w as very, very anx io u s to  get 
dow n here because I believed 
w ith  a ll th e  la te  g ad g e ts  an d  a ll 
th e  th in g s  th ey  had  th a t m ost 
a n y  k ind  of d isease  w ith in  re a ­
son could be cured or a t  least 
stopped to  such a degree  th a t  it 
w o u ld n ’t g ive you m uch trouble. 
So I w as very anx ious to  get 
here.

We m ade p lan s w hich seem ed 
very  good, h ired an  am b u lan ce  
to  "take us to  th e  local a irport 
an d  a p lan e  from  Lubbock to 
ta k e  u s  to  Houston, bu t a t  th e  
la s t m in u te  th e  w e a th e r p rev en t­
ed th is. So w e got th e  am b u lan ce  
an d  w en t to Lubbock and  ag a in  
th e  w ea ther prevented  u s  from 
tak in g  a p lan e  to  Houston, so we 
m ade th e  600 m ile  tr ip  down 
th e re  by am bu lance , arrived  in 
pre tty  good .shape, fee ling  fair. 
T hen we en tered  th e  h o sp ita l; 
first th in g  th ey  did w as  to  tak e  
you in and  go th ro u g h  a ll the  
s ta tis tic s  and  h istory  of your 
fam ily  and a ll th a t, th en  they  
gave m e a very thorough e x a m ­
ination .

After th a t they  sent m e up  to 
m y room. W hen I got u p  there, 
it w as a four p a tien t room and  
I m ad e  th e  th ird  one in there. 
There w as one m an  th a t w as 
th e  yellow est m an  I believe 1 
ever saw  and  an o th e r m an in 
p re tty  bad condition; of course 
th is  d id n ’t  look too good to  m e 
an d  w hen m y b ro ther cam e in 
he couldn’t hard ly  ta k e  it, so we 
m anaged  around to  get th e  p re ­
sent room th a t  we have w hich 
is a sing le  room. It is  th e  la s t 
room on th e  east w ing  w hich is 
314 on th e  th ird  floor, an d  h as  a 
w indow  all the w ay across on 
the  eas t side.

B eautifu l scenery ou t there, 
trees and  p a rk in g  p laces and  
they  are  bu ild ing  an  ap a rtm en t 
bu ild ing  over to  my left. They 
have the  steel fram in g  n early  
a ll up  now and  those steel w ork ­
ers pull some p re tty  good look­
ing s tu n ts  up th ere  by w a lk ing  
around on it. So I spent q u ite  a 
b it of tim e looking a t th e  steel

His body w a s  ta k e n  to  
a M oun ta inair, N. M., fu n e ra l 
home.

Mr. D uncan w as  em ployed  by  
A dam s C onstruction  Co., an d  w as  
liv ing  a t A lgodones, N. M. He 
w as horn M ay 29, 1926, a t  T o l­
bert. Texas.

He is surv ived  by tw o ch ild ren , 
Neal Edw ard, an d  G w endolyn  Jo 
D uncan. Hobbs, N. M .; h is  p a ­
ren ts, Mr. an d  Mrs. W. E. D u n ­
can, M uleshoe; a s is te r, Mrs. I la h  
K ate T ubay, C hicago. 111.; and  
th ree  brothers, H ollis of Big 
Spring, Carl Fred, w ith  th e  A rm y 
in Korea, an d  Coly Irv in  of 
M uleshoe.

He w as a v e te ra n  of W orld 
W ar II, serv ing  in  th e  U. S. N avy
as  a  m ach in is t’s m ate .

I LIKE ALL CITIES
I like  sm all cities. T h is is n o th ­

ing  ag a in s t la rge  cities. Both 
h av e  th e ir  usefulness. In fact, 
la rge  cities u su a lly  h av e  som e 
g rea t na tional adv an tag e , such 
a s  nearness to  w aterpow er, like 
Buffalo or M inneapolis o r lo­
cated  a t th e  ju n c tio n  of tw o 
rivers, like St. Louis, or a t th e  
ou tlet o f a  river, like New O r­
leans; or hav ing  a  w onderful 
harbor, like New York. N othing 
can  prevent such fo rtu n a te ly  lo ­
cated  cities from  a lw ay s  being  
great, even if vu lnerab le . But to ­
d ay  I w ant to  te ll you w hy I like 
sm all cities.

The H Bomb and  guided m is­
siles will postpone W orld W ar 
III; but Scriptures teach  th a t 
th e re  w ill be a t  least one more 
w ar som edav; and  it w ill be th e  
worst o re  of all.

Civil Defense has 
never tak en  hold; and  it  is very 
d ifficu lt to  in terest people in it 
a t  present. It seem s to  m e th a t 
E ngland . France, and Russia are 
lu lling  us to  sleep  w ith  the ir 
“Big Four C onference”.

WHAT ABOUT URANIUM?
Now speculators a re  crazy 

about u ran ium  as an  agen t 
w-hich w ill be sw itched to  peace 
uses and  th u s  protect th e  United 
S ta tes  from th e  H-Bomb. W ithout 
doubt u ran ium  has m any  possi­
b ilities; but these  d iscussions 
w ill soor, h" forgotten  a s  th e  
Am erican people have very short 
qieinorics. However, th e  world 
S o ro lv  r f  u ran ium  Is very large  
I n d  is w ell scattered  th roughou t 
th e  lead in g  nations an d  th e ir  
possessions.

Certainly, m ost n a tio n s w ill he 
m ak in g  H-Bombs w hich can be 
’’sed for “b lack m ailin g ” p u r­
poses and  for a ttem p tin g  to get | 
w hat thev w an t w ithou t W orld I 
W ar III. All the  above will resu lt i 
in  fu rth er in fla tion  and  continued 
nigh taxes. Som eday one of these  
"b lack m ailin g ” th re a ts  m ay be

Will be bombed. Then several 
m illion  innocent citizens in these  
Cities could be killed.

SMALL CITIES TO GROW 
RAPIDLY

All th e  above could re su lt in a 
continued m ovem ent of fam ilies 
and in d ustries out of th e  large  
cities in to  sm alle r com m unities 
T hese sm all c ities—w hen located 
not too n ea r a big citv—should 
have a great fu ture . M any young 
People w ill p refer to  live in one 
of these  sm a lle r  com m unities, 
both from a sa fe ty  s tandpo in t 

<t!so to  profit by th e ir  grovrth.
D ecentralization  of industries 

is  a lso  u n d er wav. Few- m anufac  
tu r in g  p la n ts  in th e  big cities a re  
en la rg in g  w ith in  those cities: 
th e y  a re  b u ild in g  supp lem en ta l 
p la n ts  in sm alle r places. This 
factor of decen tra liza tion  w ill 
g rea tly  benefit sm a ll com m uni­
ties. T he b ig  c ities are  getting  
m ore vu ln erab le  to  w ar dangers 
labor troubles, and  high costs' 
C orporations a re  fin d in g  it easier 
to  ra ise  m oney for cap ita l ex 
p end itu res in th e  sm a ll cities, 
ra th e r  th a n  th e  la rg e  cities. In

the  end, bankers and  investors 
d e te rm in e  locations.

REAL ESTATE VALUES
I forecast th a t th e  prices of th e  

stocks of com panies w ith  a ll th e ir 
asse ts  in  big, v lu n erab le  c ities 
m ay  decline; w hile  those  w ith  
th e ir  a sse ts  in  sm all, safe cities 
m ay  not. My belief is th a t  dow n­
tow n real e s ta te  va lu es  in som e 
of th e  la rg e  cities m ay  be a t  th e ir  
peak, bu t th a t  in th e  sm alle r 
c ities such real e s ta te  is s till a 
purchase. In add ition  to  th e  fa c ­
tors above, le t m e rem ind re a d ­
ers of th e  curse of th e  au tom obile  
and  th e  dow ntow n p a rk in g  p rob ­
lem  in  large  cities. Good roads, 
however, a re  he lp ing  th e  sm all 
cities, w hich should  profit by 
P resident E isenhow er’s  proposal 
for expend ing  $101 billion  for 
good roads.

W orkers in th e  sm alle r cities 
have  a  b ig  character, a re  in te l­
ligent, and  m ay give m ore 
th o u g h t to  th e  u ltim a te  con. 
sum er. Ow ing to  the  lower cost 
of liv ing  in  th e  sm a lle r  cities, 
th e re  are  few er labor troub les 
w here m anagem en t is  reaso n ­
able. Labor h as  less tu rnover in 
these  sm alle r cities. To avoid the 
h an d icap s m entioned above, th e  
la rger cities should  bet so lid ly  
behind  th e  new  federa l “u rb an  
redevelopm ent p rogram ”.

The 
plug has three prongs, and, at first 
glance, one would think that he had 
received a three-wire, 220 volt plug. 
Actually, this is not the case. The 
plug is simply an ordinary 110-volt 
plug, but with this difference: the 
third prong is for a grounding con­
nection. Some power plugs instead 
of having a third prong, will have a 
green wire protruding.

With this third connection, the
This terminal, usually a green covered 
wire that protrudes from the plug, is 
another type of ground used on some 
electric equipment.This ground should be 
connected to a water pipe or the conduit 
of the wiring system, if it is properly 
grounded.

operator of the power tool is com* 
pletcly safe in the event of insula­
tion becoming worn or broken and 
the bare wire touching the frame of 
the motor. Current which might 
ordinarily energize the equipment 
will, instead, travel along the safety 
“ground” and be dispelled without 
harm. This will be so even if the 
ground or floor on which the oper­
ator is standing should be wet. If 
your present farm power tools do 
not have the third wire for ground­
ing, call in your electrician and 
have him run a grounding wire for 
you so that tools may be plugged in

Below is plug and outlet available for in­
stalling a grounding wire on your existing 
11 5 volt single phase electric powered 
tools. The third terminal carries the elec­
tricity to ground, if the equipment should 
become energized due to worn insulation 
on wires.

using the new three-prong plugs. 
(See accompanying photos).

While your electrician is install­
ing your grounding system, ask him 
to check overload protection for 
your motors. Electric motors, while 
relatively inexpensive, do cost money 
and they should also have their share 
of protection from overloading.

A good example of a farm work­
shop which provides both operator 
and motor protection is the Farm 
Shop of the Vocational Agriculture 
Department, Groom High School, 
Groom, Texas. Under the guidance 
of John Dwyer, the instructor, this 
shop has been adequately wired, the 
electrical powered tools have the 
proper overload protection, and 
proper |rounding convenience out­
lets af$%sed. All wiring is in metal 
conduit.

These and other safe practices 
mean that this shop is a safe place 
for the students of Vocational Agri­
culture to work and learn how to 
use the tools that make farming 
more profitable. Your farm shop 
can be just as safe.

This type of electrical plug is found on the 
new "Electric Farm Power Tools". The 
third terminal is for the grounding wire 
that connects the motor to the ground in 
the wiring system.

Two extrem ely  opposite  w e a ­
th e r  conditions have  posed a 
th rea t to the  cotton p ink  boll- 
worm  control progTam in Texas.

U nusual w ea ther is no th ing  
new  here — it is p rac tica lly  no r­
m a l for Texas a s  a m a tte r  of fact 
— bu t it can  seriously  d am age 
th e  S ta te  D epartm ent of A gricul­

t u r e ' s  efforts to  kpep insect pop ­
u la tio n s to a  m in im um .

Sixty-four cotton grow ing coun­
ties in th e  South an d  C entral por­
tions of T exas have  p lan tin g  and 
p low -up  d ead lin es  enforced on 
cotton crops. T h is is designed to 
cu t th e  b reeding  period of the  
p ink  bollw orm . In order to be e f­
fective. co tton  m ust be p lan ted

any  g rea t ex ten t th is  year due  
to th e  w eather. As a result, the  
control program  h inges on strict 
com pliance to th e  plow -up d e a d ­
line. No w in ter h i b e r n a t i n g  
p laces m ust be left in  Texas co t­
ton fields w hich w ould encourage 
a la rge  insect bu ild -up  next year.

As an  added precaution , fa rm ­
ers over th e  s ta te  a re  urged to 
follow a  practical program  of 
control over a ll types of insects 
th is season. C areful p lan n in g  of 
sp ray ing  or d u sting  keeps down 
cotton pests, and  gives added 
value  to  the crop.

County agents, th e  Extension 
Service and  the  T exas D ep art­
m ent of A gricu lture  a re  ready  to 
offer advice on th e  best tim e for 
control m easures.
