dream of perpetual peace would
be realized.

To assure peace
there was created a League of
Nations,

In far off - Russia a Czarist dic-
tator had been put to death by a
peoples’ revolution and a promis-
ing new democracy called the Un-
ijon of Soviet Socialist Republics
had been established.

But a blackmailer never. stops
with his first extortion, There
are gther demands, and the price
grows steepef ana - steeper  uhtil
there is complete and utter sur-
render, The ultimate price of
peace on Russian terms, could be
a surrender to communism

To any reasonable person war 1s
unthinkable. No nation with -an
iota of sanity would precipitate s
war., Death and destruction very
probably would exceed the com-
bined carnage of all previous wars

But if we are forced to make a
choice between defense of the free
world and communist slavery,
there can be no doubt of the de-
cision. The phrase “give me lib-
erty, or give me death” is not new
to Americans,

This week iIn
Washington some
200 of the Nation's
top farm econo-
mists are meeting
to make their an-
nual forecasts on what 1958 holds
for farmers

They have been doing that for
almost 20 years at the US. De-
partment of Agriculture’s annual
Outlook Conference, and their
forecasts have turned out to be
remarkably accurate.

The consensus of those who have
prepared advance reports for the
Conference is that next year will
be very little different from 1957.

Net farm income this year is
estimated at $12 billion, about
$200 million over 1856, and for
1858 the forecast is for another
small increase of about the same
size as this year.

The price trend generally is
expected to be downward dur-
ing the first half of the year, with
a recovery starting sometime dur-
ing the summer. This follows
rather closely the forecast for busi-
ness

As was the case this year, all
of the increase in net income is ex-
pected to result from increased
payment for idling land under the
Soil Bank program, Payments in
1958 may total about $800 million,

The forecaslers think the price
tag on things farmers buy, such
as machinery, fertilizer, gasoline
and building materials, will be
marked up agein in 1958, by an
average of 4 or 5 per cent,

o

Farm labor costs have more than
doubled since the end of World
War II, and the economists pre-
dict still another increase in 1958

“More money will be going into
farmers’ pockets, but they also will
be spending more to keep their
farms in operation,” says USDA
chief economist O, V. Wells

The principle “soft spots” which
the economists look for in farming

next year are feed grains and
hogs. Feed prices will be lower
throughout the year and hog

prices will drop sharply next fall,
they think

We have on hand the largest
supply of feed grains on record,
and farmers are expected to raise
a near-record number of hogs for
market in the latter part of 1958

Dairymen, the forecasters say,
probably will be better off in 1958
than they have been this year
Milk prices are expected to aver-
age at least as high as this year,

but feeding costs will be lower,

The recent upward trend In
poultry and egg prices is expected
to continue at least until next
pring. The higher prices, how-
ever, may induce poultrymen to
expand production and that would
bring on lower prices after next
June

The situation as it affects pro-
