.Adam emphasized, "but in the co­
operatives he not only gets a sub­
stantial advance at the time of ship­
ment, but is given further funds at 
the sea.oons of the year when most 
needed such as tax paying time, crop* 
preparation expenses, etc. and fur­
ther secures the entire season's aver­
age price for the particular quality 
of cotton produced, by him. He ia 
paid for his quality cotton on the ba­
sis of premiums paid by spinners in 
the markets of the world.”
