We can think of few thin^ more 
tragic t*«»n for a young man to come 
to bis death in the electric chair as 
aa expiation for crime. Unspeakably 
sad was the execution of. young Rob­
ert Blake last Friday morning on his 
twenty-fourth birthday, as a peitalty 
for the murder of Fred Conner of 
Tulia more than three years ago. The 
distracted pleadings of a mother and 
two brothers were unavailing and the 
proteets of the condemned man to 
the effect that his punishment was 
barbaric met with little sympathy 
f i ^  those familiar with the circum- 
sUnces of his crime. “ I hope my 
execution will be the last one in this 
penitentiary and the state of Texas. 
I hope the people will awaken and 
realise how barbaric and antique cap­
ital punishment is,” Blake is quoted

•t sUting shortly before going to the 
electric chair. To many of us cap­
ital punishment is utterly revolting; 
to many k seems barbaric. But 
what is Society to do in such a case 
as BlakeV? iHe showed no mercy  ̂
He was not restrained either by a 
sense of justice or by sentiments of 
merey.̂  He showed no regard for the 
rights of the man he killed. Utter­
ly mexcusable and brutal—barbaric 
—was his crime. Possibly there is 
a better way to punish crime than a 
resort to capital punishment. But 
protests against the cruelty of the 
d^th penalty from ‘men whose hands 

, arc dripping with blood of their un­
offending fellow men will not arouse 
much sympathy in this country. The 
old Mosiac law was, "An eye for an 
eye and a tooth for a tooth.” It may 
be that that law cannot be improved 
upon by the state in dealing with 
criminals.

Rebels in Mexico will blame, and 
rightly on the whok, the United 
States government for the failure of 
their movement. Their inability to 
secure recognition and the right to 
purchase arms, ammunition, and 
other war supplies handicapped them 
in their movements and prevented 
many Mexicans from joining their 
cause.

The attitude of the United States 
was clear enough from the start. 
We had hoped for continuation of an 
err. of peace. The Calles govern­
ment had proved friendly and the 
Morrow ambassadorship appeared to 
be a happy circumstance. To have 
recognized the rebels would have been 
to wreck the good wHr obtained ia 
official circles. Not to have recog­
nized the rebels would have been 
unfortunate had they won, but the 
best bet from the state had been with 
the federals. Can Mexicans learn to 
fight their internal battles through 
the ballot box? Rebel sympathisers 
will tell you that you cannot fight 
Calles with any weapon other than 
the sword. Rival presidential candi­
dates have been shot at Sunrise if 
they spoke too loundly and too much.

To remove the efficacy of the bal­
lot box is to incite to revolution, yet 
Mexico, as long as she looks to the 
military to solve her problems, must 
expect rivalries, banditry and revo­
lution. Banditry affords aa easy out­
let for men who find It difflcuH to 
obtain a living by ordinary work, and 
who may be plundered if they do not 
‘ hemselves take up the practice.

Truly, those who live by the sword 
perish by the sword.—Pampa News.

Uliat 
Texas needs is one supreme court, 
composed of one chief justice and 
five or seven associate justices. Trial 
courts should consist of district, 
county, justice and mayor’s courts.

County judges 
should be required to hold license as 
a lawyer, from the supreme court of 
the state and should be paid a salary 
conunensurate with the services to be 
performed, the minimum, not less 
than $2500 per annum.

A JOINT RESOLU'nON 

proposing an amendment to the Coa 
a‘Jtataoa of the State of Taxas pro- 
^jding for a Sopieme rsvurt of niae 
members, and for coatinnoos ^es^im 
of that Court.—

BB IT RESOLVED BY THU LEG­
ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF 
TEXAS:

Scctioa 1. .That Sections 2 and $ 
of Article 5 of the CoaatitutioQ of 
the State o f Texas be amended so as 
to hereafter read as foUowa:

” Article 5, Section 2. The So- 
prente Court shall consist of a Chief 
Justice and eight Associate Josticaa, 
any five of whom shall constitute a 
quorum, and the concurrence of five 
shall be necessary to a decision c l  a 
ease; ia other matters, until other­
wise provided by Law, the jurisdic­
tion of the Court shall be exercised 
under such regulations and orders as 
the Court by a majority vote may 
prescribe. No person shall be eligi­
ble to the office of Chief Justice or 
Associate Justice of the Supreme 
Court unless he be. at the time of kis 
election, a citisen of the United 
States and of this state and unless 
be shall have attained the age of $0 
years, and shall have been a practic­
ing lawyer or a judge of a court, or 
such lawyer and judge together at 
least seven years. Said Chief Jus­
tice and Aseociate Justices shall be 
elected by the qualified voters of the I 
State at a general elaction, shall j 
hold their offices she years, or until 
their successors are elected and qual­
ified, and shall receive suck eompen- 
'sation as may be provided by law. In ' 
case of a vacancy in the office of i 
Chief Justice of the Supreme Court, | 
the Governor shall fill the vacancy  ̂
until the next general election for 
State officers, and at such general, 
election the vacancy for the unexpir- j 
ed term ^lall be filled by election by 
the qualified veters of the State. The 
Judges of the Supreme Court who 
may be in offkc at the time this 
amendment takes effect shall eontin-' 
ue ia their office until the axpiratioa 
of their terra of office uwlcr the 
present Constitution, and until tkair 
suecaasors art alactad and qualified. 
When thia amendstent takes affect, 
the Governor shall immadiatriy ap­
point six additional Aasodata Jua- 
tieas of the Supreme Couit for terms 
of office so that the terms o f two of 
■ueh appoiatad Aasodata Justieas 
shall expire with the term of offlee 
of each of tha present miuihsrs of| 

SopreaM Court, sod, upoa tft

tioas
the said Court, and tho Justices i 
thereof may issue the write of asaa- 
damos, procedendo, certiorari and 
su^ other writs, as stay be necessary 
to enforce its jurisdiction. Tha lAgia- 
lature may confer original jurisdic­
tion on the Supreme Court to issue 
writs of quo wsrrantc and mandam­
us ia such eases as may be spaeifiad 
except as against the Governor of 
the State.

The Supreme Court shall have 
power, upon affidavit or otharwisa 
Sf by the Court may be determinad, 
to asccr.ain such matters of fact as 
may be naeasssry to the proper ex­
ercise of its jurisdiction. The Su­
preme Court shall be open at all 
times and shall sit at the State Cap­
itol for the transaction of bosinaas 
at such times as may be designated 
by the Court.

The Supreme Court shall appoint 
a clerk, who shaU give bond in such 
manner aa is now or may hcretfter, 
be required by law, and he may bold 
his office for four years and shall be 
subject to removal by said Court for 
good cause entered of reccord on the 
Minutes of said Court who shall re­
ceive such compensation as the Leg­
islature may provide.”

Scctioa 2. Sa'id proposed Constitu­
tional amendment shaU be submiUad 
to a vote of the qualified electors of 
this State at a special elactiou to ba 
held throughout the State on Tuea- 
day, July 16. 1929. at which elaction 
each voter ' opposing said propoaad 
amendment shall scratch o ff of the 
ballot with ^ n  or pencil the follow­
ing words printed on said bslloi: 
” Por the amendment to the State 
Constitution providing for a Sapreroe 
Court of nine members and for a 
continuous meamom of that Court.” 
and each voter favoring said pro­
poaad amendment shall scratch off 
tha ballot in the same manner the 
follosring words printed on said bal­
lot: **Against the amendment to the 
State Constitution providing for a 
Suprenm Court of nine members, and 
fer continuous session of that Court.” 
If it appears from the returns of 
said eicctioa that a majority of the 
votes cast arc in favor of said amend­
ment, the same shall become a part 
of the State Constitution.

Section $. The Governor shall is­
sue the necessary proclamation for
