Lone Star Gas Co. Laying Large
Deer hunters in the West Tex­

as a»-oa aren’t the only ones 
shooting these days. Lone Star 
Gas Company Is also doing a lot 
of “shooting” — not with deer 
rifles but with 1500 to 1800 
pounds of dynamite a day.

Pipellncrs working north of 
Ranger are having to blast 
through solid rock to lay the 
124 - mile, 16 - Inch pipeline 
stretching from Gordon to 
Sweetwater. Total cost of the 
line is more than $5 million.

The line is slowly snaking, at 
a rate of about one-half a mile 
a day. through the^ rocky hills 
to a half-way point* by the end 
of the year. The line started 
from Gordon on October 15 and 
by November 15, it had stretch­
ed 20 miles. It Is scheduled to 
connect with a tap line at Hill 
Lake Storage Project north of 
Cisco by mid-December.

"We will soon be out of the 
solid rock with only scattered 
rock to worry about the rest of 
the way,” according to J. W. 
Carpenter, superintendent of 
Lone Star’s Pipe Line Depart­
ment. "We will be hitting 35 to 
40 per cent of rock until we get

to Hill Lake and then about 10 
per cent the rest of the way to 
Sweetwater.

‘‘We are only making 3000 feet 
a day now but soon we will be 
able to make from 6000 to 8000 
a day," he said.

The line, which will strengthen 
natural gas service to and from 
the Dallas-Fort Worth area, will 
connect with a tap line at Hill 
Lake so that natural gas can be 
put into storage from the line 
or withdrawn from the project 
and put Into the line. The line 
also will connect with a 12-inch 
line north of Abilene which will 
strengthen the Abilene area 
and north to the Texas-Okla- 
homa border.

The line is under the super­
vision of G. M. Hargus, superin­
tendent of the Ranger Pipe Line 
District, and D. O. Welch, super­
intendent of Abilene Pipe Line 
District.

All construction Is in charge 
of J. T. Belknap of Irving, super­
intendent of Pipe Line Construc- 
toln.

The line Is due to be complet­
ed and ready for service by April 
1, 1964.

A part of every American died at 1 o’clock Friday 
afternoon. November 22nd, when John Fitzgerald 
Kennedy was pronounced dead by doctors in Dallas’ 
Parkland Hospital of wounds received at the hands of 
an assassin, a hate filled man who had no love for 
America, no love for his fellow man or no love even 
for himself.

His cowardly attack removed, in a split second, 
the world’s best loved and most highly respected in­
dividual. John Fitzgerald Kennedy is dead and in 
his place is a void which can never be filled. His deep 
concern for his fellow man, his great humanitarian 
spirit, his humble approach to the problems of people 
of all walks of life, made him a symbol to a world 
which Is groping for light.

He brought dignity to his high office, and through 
him and his wise leadership, America gained In 
stature. Great leaders from the countries of the 
world gathered in Washington to pay homage to this 
great man. It was a fittlr Imax to a life of service to 
mankind, a climax that tame all too soon.

The name of John Fitzgerald Kennedy will go 
down In history along with George Washington, Abra­
ham Lincoln and Franklin Delano Roosevelt as one 
of the truly great leaders of America. Washington 
fought for the freedom of his country: Jefferson 
fought for democracy and freedom from bigotry; 
Lincoln fought for freedom from slavery; Roosevelt 
fought for freedom from want. John Fitzgerald 
Kennedy fought for the dignity of mankind, regard­
less of race, color, nationality or status in life. He 
fought for freedom of country, freedom from bigotry, 
freedom from servitude and freedom from want, not 
only for Americans, but the peoples of all the world.

He was truly a great American and a devoted 
husband and father, and we express our deepest sym­
pathy, and that of our community, to those who will 
miss him most: his wife, Jacqueline, his children, 
Caroline and John and others of his immediate family. 
May God Imbue them with the courage of their slain 
loved one that that they may withstand the years 
ahead. They and America have a great heritage from 
this good man who gave his life that others might 
have a better life. That heritage will help them and 
America through troubled times ahead.

John F. Kennedy is dead. Time alone can heal 
the broken hearts of the world and America will move 
on. As one great leader falls, another will forge ahead 
to take his place. And so it is in this hour of dark­
ness. Lyndon Baines Johnson, a Texan who stands 
tall among men, has stepped forward to lead the 
people of America and the world to even greater 
heights, following In the footsteps of that good man 
who was sacrificed at the altar of hatred.

The forward steps of America need not falter. It 
behooves us to make certain that John F. Kennedy has 
not died In vain. Let us all put aside malice, hatred, 
bigotry and self esteem and follow the leadership of 
President Lyndon Johnson as he gives himself to the 
task. With the help of God, we will advance, and all 
peoples of the world will be free from bigotry, malice, 
hatred, servitude and want.

Postmaster Exam 
Scheduled Here

An .examination for Postmast­
er at Baird, $6,285 a year, will be 
open for acceptance of applica­
tions until December 10, 1963, 
the Commission announced to­
day. This examination has been 
announced under revised quali­
fications standards agreed upon 
between the Commission and 
Post Office Department.

Competitors for the postmast­
er vacancy in this city must have 
at least 3 years of experience 
(education above high school 
level may be substituted for iy2 
years of experience) showing 
that they have the ability to 
conduct and manage the com­
munity’s postal business effic­
iently and to supervise em­
ployees so that customers are 
satisfied with the service.

Competitors must also show 
that they are of good reputation 
and that they can deal with the 
public agreeably and effective­
ly-

Applicants must take a writ­
ten test. Those who pass will be 
assigned final ratings on the 
basis of this test and on their 
experience and fitness for the 
position. They must have resided 
within the delivery of the office 
for one year immediately pre­
ceding the closing date of the 
examination. In addition, they 
must have reached their 18th 
birthday on the closing date for 
acceptance of applications;

however, the age limit is waived 
for high school graduates. They 
may be appointed when they 
reach their sixteenth birthday 
provided local child labor laws 
permit. Persons over 70 years of 
age cannot be appointed.

Complete Information about 
the examination requirements 
and Instructions for filing ap­
plications may be obtained at 
the post office for which this 
examination is being announced. 
Application forms must be filed 
with the U. S. Civil Service Com­
mission, Washington, D. C., and 
must be received or postmarked 
not later than the closing date.

The 
Tax Assessor at Eastland had 
partially completed the assess­
ment of Callahan’s taxes before 
the organization of the county, 
in order to secure the release of 
the tax rolls, the representatives 
agreed to pay the Assessor at 
Eastland his pro rata rate for 
making the assessment out of 
the first five hundred dollars 
collected in the county.

Mention was also made that a 
letter was sent to Governor Hub­
bard recommending that Jasper 
McCoy. John Gilliland and 
James Tucker were nominated 

by the Court to appraise the al-
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ternate section of Railroad Land 
In the county for the common 
school. The Court also recom­
mended that Sam McCoy, Ben­
jamin Heath and Erasmus Paine, 
as disinterested parties, be al­
lowed to appraise the value of 
the Deaf, Dumb and Lunatic 
Asylum Lands situated in the 
county.

Nelson Warren and R. M. 
Black were appointed as Justices 
of the peace while John Hart, 
J. O. Oglesby and James Wind­
ham were deputized as con­
stables.

Though not stated In the 
minutes, a rivalry between the 
towns of Callahan City and 
Belle Plaine had developed, both 
factions wanted the county seat.

Callahan City at this time, had 
only the stores of Tucker, Terry, 
Merchant and McCoy, with the 
post office as the main attrac­
tion, while the Rice Brothers 
Hotel, the aroma of pork chops 
and hot biscuits that wafted 
from Hog Jackson’s recently 
established boarding house and 
the whiskey kegs at Cheatham’s 
and McCaferty’s Double O Sa­
loon were more inviting to the 
male contingent of the county 
than just stopping for mall and 
supplies at Callahan City.

John Merchant built a log 
house in the western part of 
the settlement where Professor 
W. J. Westmoreland and his 
wife would soon open the first 
school for the children of the 
community. Reverend Austin’s 
Sunday School was drawing 
more families of the county 
when they came to join him in 
worship outside his shop.

This time Clabe Merchant was 
not “pointing on a star”, his 
mind was set on having an 
honest to goodness town arise 
from this little settlement and 
become the county seat.

Nelson Smith had “filed” on 
land that comprised the settle­
ment and was persauded to give 
option for its purchase as a town 
site to the Merchants and Will­
iam Parvln, now the postmaster 
at Callahan City, who also shar­
ed their views, as agents for the 
county if the settlement were 
chosen as the county seat.

Parvln then set out to mark 
the boundaries of the town. Out 
of tho southwest quarter section 
of the land Nelson Smith had 
given option on, he surveyed 
and plotted the land Into sixty- 
four city blocks, three of these 
set aside for a public school, a 
square and a seminary.

The main street Callahan 
Avenue running east and west 
as well as Texas Avenue running 
north and south were to be one 
hundred fectwide, while Apple, 
Cherry, Tank and Sankle Streets 
which formed the city limits 
were to be a width of fifty feet.

Church, Olive, Oak, Professor, 
College and Brier running north 
and south as well as Belle, 
Hackberry, Buffalo, Mesquite, 
Rosebud and Antelope going east 
and west at sixty foot widths 
completed the thoroughfares.

The school block, public square 
and seminary blocks were locat­
ed in the east part of town start­
ing at Hackberry Street on the 
north, going east and west, with 
business blocks between the 
school and square were platted 
in a line to Rosebud on the south 
and bordered by Professor and 
College Streets on the east and 
west. Texas Avenue was placed 
one block west of Professor 
Street and Callahan Avenue in­
tersected It and divided the 
town.

Copies of the proposed town 
plat were made to be used as a 
persuading factor In swinging 
the selection of the county seat.

The Merchants, the Flores, 
Cutblrths, Campbell, Hill, Mc- 
Farlans, Strattons, as well as 
John Trent, and the Andersons 
of Eagle Cove, all the Windham 

^family at Tecumseh as well as 
their relatives the Gillilands, J. 
P. Brightwell and E. L. Huff­
man favored Belle Plaine. The 
people living in the settlement, 
Reverend Austin, his son-in-law 
John Blakley, Hog Jackson, Mc- 
Caftery, the Rice Brothers and 
Nelson Smith were also in ac­
cord with the plan.

No fools, these backers of 
Belle Plaine, they knew once 
copies of the town plat were 
passed out in the eastern part 
of the county where opposition 
was strong, they would make 
Callahan City look like a bleach­
ed buffalo bone in comparison 
to Belle Plaine.

Until an election could be 
held to settle the Issue -once and 
for all there was little* the Com­
missioner’s could do about car­
rying on business for the county, 
they had to have a building to 
put the records in and books for 
the records couldn’t be delivered 
until there was a court house to 
put them in.

The short-sighted backers of 
Callahan City didn’t have any­
thing to offer voters except the 
Post Office and a couple of mer­
cantile stores, while the oppos­
ing faction, though still on pa­
per had a well planned town to 
offer. The post office couldn't 
compete with the proposed city 
blocks and well planned streets.

They hemmed and hawed and 
didn’t even realize that they 
could have scheduled a celebra­
tion for election day at Calla­
han City until after word filter­
ed in that Belle Plaine was so 
cetrain of the vote that every­
body in the county was invited 
to a barbeque and all night 
dance to celebrate the occasion 
on election day.

Even the wives of the opposi­
tion were against them, they 
might have their conviction 
about where the county seat 
would be, and how they would 
vote, but they knew their wives 
would never tolerate missing the 
first big social event that was 
to take place in the county.

These usually quiet and docile 
women had been In this lonely 
land long enough to yearn for a 
bit of frivolity. A chance to put

on visiting clothes and socialize 
was not to be forgone no matter 
what decision their men might 
make on election day.

Prepositional Phrases
All prepositional phrases are 

used as either adjectival modi­
fiers of substantives (nouns or 
pronounsl or adverbial modifiers 
of verbs, adjectives, or other ad­
verbs. In unusual cases, they ap­
pear as nouns:

She said in the desk, not on 
the desk, (direct object) and 
After class will be satisfactory, 
(subject) These usages are idio­
matic and probably elliptical for 
something like "She said. ‘Put It 
in the desk, not on the desk,’ ” 
and “It will be satisfactory for 
you to hand it in after class"; 
in both of these examples the j 
prepositional phrases would 
then be standard adverbial. Reg­
ular examples of the preposi­
tional phrases used as an ad­
jective are as follows:

The box on the desk contains 
some stomps. (The phrase “on 
the desk" distinguishes or de­
scribes “box”; lienee, as a mod­

ifier of a noun, it acts as an ad­
jective).

This is a picture of me on 
horseback. (The phrase “on 
horseback” describes the pro­
noun (objective case' “me” and 
therefore acts as an adjective).

Sometimes the prepositional 
phrase appears with a linking 
verb to describe the subject In 
what may be an idiomatic usage 
but which is certainly common 
enough and good form:

He is under the weather.
The train was on time.
The parents were in favor of 

the rule.
I must be about my Father’s 

business.
Adverbially, the phrases ap­

pear as follows:
He worked during the morn­

ing on his car. (Here “during 
the morning" and "on his car" 
both tell something about work­
ed (verb' and hence are adverb­
ial).

This tapestry looks dark 
around the edges. (Here "dark” 
a predicate adjective acting with 
the linking verb "looks” to de­

scribe “tapestry," Is modified In 
turn by the prepositional phrase 
"around the edges”; and any­
thing modifying an adjective 
has to be an adverb).

JOHNSON ASSUMES PRESI­
DENCY — Within a few hours 
a f t e r  President Kennedy’s 
assassination, Lyndon B. John­
son was sworn in as President.

Swearing-in ceremonies were 
performed by Federal District 
Judge Sarah T. Hughes aboard 
the presidential plane just be­
fore the jet airliner bearing the 
deceased president’s body left 
Love Field for Washington.

WATER PROPOSAL — Gov­
ernor Connally, addressing the 
Texas Water Conservation As­
sociation’s annual meeting here, 
recommended a six-point pro­
gram for meeting future water 
needs.

To harness the state’s water 
resources the Governor recom­
mended full development of 
water supplies in the central 
and western basins: development 
in eastern river basins and di­
version from areas of excess to 
those of deficiency: proper use 
of underground water resources; 
safeguards to maintain quality 
of surface and ground water; 
planning for re-use of water; 
and a coordinated, systematic 
program “with an Immediate 
accelerated effort.”

Floyd E. Domlny, Federal Re­
clamation Commission, called 
for grass roots leadership to 
push the Texas Basins Project. 
Proposed is $3,000,000,000 in ex­
penditures for 83 dams and an 
elaborate conduit system to in­
clude a 419 mile canal along the 
coast. “Industry is not attracted 
by water plans,” stated Domlny, 
“Industry wants water supplies. 
Lacking them here, It will go 
where water is available."

EXPENDITURES APPROVED 
— Legislative Budget Board ap­
proved plans for a $1,000,000 con­
ference center at the University 
of Texas. Governor Connally had 
vetoed the appropriations item 
because they placed “bricks over 
brains.”

Board also authorized expend­
itures of $253,000 by the Parks 
and Wildlife Commission. Of 
this, $49,500 will go to: conver­
sion of Port Lavaca causeway 
into a fishing pier.

House Speaker Byron Tunnell, 
a member of the board, criticiz­
ed Sul Ross College President 
Bryant Wiidenthal for buying a 
$65,000 electronic computer after 
the legislature turned down the 
purchase. Tunnell asked the 
comptroller not to pay the bill 
and said he thought a legislative 
investigation is in order.

SEEKS IMPORT CURB — A

law to back up the State High­
way Commission Order (voided 
by the courts) to curb use of 
steel imports on state projects 
has been proposed by a legisla­
tive committee.

OGALLALA HEARINGS — 
Major oil and gas industry 
spokesmen told the Texas Water 
Pollution Control Board they are 
going all out to protect fresh 
water supplies of the Ogallala 
formation. The formation covers 
48 West Texas and Panhandle 
counties and extends 31.500 
square miles.

James L. Sewell, president of 
Texas Mid-Continent Oil & Gas 
Association said: “It Is our de­
sire to form an alliance with 
groups in the industry or out­
side . . . who wish to protect the 
waters of this state.” He pre­
dicted a flexible program can 
solve the problems without jeo­
pardizing extensive oil and gas 
operations.

Last September the board’s 
geologist recommended elimina­
tion of unlined surface pits used 
for disposal of oil field brines in 
the Ogallala area. Seepage of 
brine was contaminating under­
ground water.

TEXAS TAXES HIGH — Peo­
ple who think they are paying 
high state property and sales 
taxes will be interested to know 
they are! A study of state fin­
ancing by the Legislative Budget 
Board reveals that the state tax 
burden in Texas is heavier than 
the national average.

A 10-year view of tax burdens
— the term statisticians use to 
describe state taxes as a per­
centage of total personal income
— shows Texans’ “tax burden” 
has risen above the average for 
the first time.

Texans contributed only 3.7 
per cent of their total income 
to help run the state in 1952, 
when the average U. S. citizen 
chipped in 3.9 per cent to his 
state.

Last year, the average Texan 
paid 4.9 per cent of this income 
for state taxes, while the aver­
age in other states doled out
only 4.7 per cent.

State taxes are climbing up­
ward all over the country, but
in Texas the climb has been 
quicker than in other states.
This is due partly, because the 
average Texan’s income has not 
risen as fast as his taxes, or as 
fast as the average income.

In 1949, average per-person 
Income of Texans was 92.8 per 
cent of the national average. It

was only 85.2 per cent of the na­
tional average in 1962.

FREE FOOD GRANTS DE­
CLINE — Distribution of free 
federal surplus foods by the 
State Department of Public 
Welfare decreased by more than 
2,000 recipients between Septem­
ber, 1962 and September, 1963.

In September of last year 149,- 
694 recipients in 87 counties and 
five cities were receiving free 
farm surplus. This year, the 
September number had dwindled 
to 147,583 persons in 88 coun­
ties and three cities. Navarro 
County was dropped from the 
list during the 12 month period, 
but Bee and Cameron counties 
were added.

BORDER DISPUTE — Texas 
and Louisiana officials have 
agreed to work out the dispute 
over the boundary line in Sabine 
Lake soon, according to Land 
Commissioner Jerry Sadler. They 
hope to do it without a lawsuit.

Texas claims that the center 
line of the lake is the boundary, 
but Louisiana claims its land 
extends to the west bank. Oil 
companies are eying settlement 
measures closely.

SECURITIES PERMIIS UP — 
Granting of permits by the State 
Securities Board took a sharp 
upward turn in dollar value dur­
ing October, after a September 
lag.

Last month permits totaled a 
dollar worth of $21,814,814; a 
high jump over September’s 
value of $12,701,583. Forty com­
panies — including 11 Texas 
firms — were given permission 
to sell stocks in the state.

CAR - TAX SOLUTION SUG­
GESTED — Although county tax 
collectors have authority to levy 
and collect ad valorem taxes on 
automobiles, a study by the Tex­
as Commission on State and 
Local Tax Policy reveals that 
only about a fourth of the state's

Sen. George Parkhouse of Dal­
las County — one that does col­
lect — suggests that county tax 
collectors have their pay cut

when they fail to collect all the 
taxes which they levy. As a 
taxing units make any effort t»
collect them.
