As steted in these columns last
week, bids are to be received and
contract let on October 8 for the
laying of caliche base and asphalt
preservative on a stretch of 178
miles on highway No. 9 beginning
at the southern limits of Tahoka
and extending - southward toward
O'Donnell. The finishing touches
will be made early next spring.

An associated press dispatech from
Austin Monday announced that bids
would be received soon for the im-
provement of the remaining sector
of 62 miles of highway No. 9 ex-
tending northward: from the Daw-
son county line at O'Donnell toward
Tahoka. This project calls for 6.2
miles of caliche base and asphalt
topping.

The work of reshaping the road-
bed on a sector 3 1-2 miles long
from the Lubbock county Mne
southward toward Tahoka is pro-
ceeding rapidly and the topping on
this piece of road will probably be
placed next week,

By early next spring, highway No.
9 will have been paved all the way
from Big Spring to Amarillo.

The improvement of highway No.
84 Is/to be done as a WPA project,
or as & series of projects.

Crisis.Is Near in Geneva
Over Italy’s Adventure

ATTERS in Geneva were rapidly

approaching a crisis—a crisis for
Italy and Ethlopia, for European peace
and for the League of Nations Itself.
The Italian cabinet, In
which Mussolinl holds
eight portfolios, an
nounced In Rome that
Italy would accept no
compromise and would
not retreat from the

The councll alse will adop
as its own the report of the committee
of five, which has falled to find =
solution acceptable to ltaly. The par
ties to the dispute are obligated teo
keep the peace for three months In any
event, which would prevent an Iltallan
campaign before the rains set In agaln
in Ethiopia.

If In the next three months elther
side accepts the council's decision, the
other party Is sutomatically outlawed
If It starts a war at" any time In the
future.

Hitler also put through a third law
establishing the Nazl Swastika as the
national and trade flag of Germany.

arising from the depression, ‘scores of
new laws were enacted, new agencies
of government were created and bil
Hons of dollars were appropriated, the
bulk of it being spent without refer.
ence to the accounting act or the bu-
rean of the budget. Congress, under
White House direction, did not make
these new agencies or thelr spending
accountable to the comptroller general,
It was almost two years before ['res.
Ident Rookéyelt saw fit to make any
of the emergency agencies, the alpha
betical soup, amenable _to the general
accounting office. Consequently, mil
llons wpon millions of dollars were
spent and only the spending agencles
knew whether they were spent In ac
cordance with law., Now, however,
things have changed. Late last winter,
the President began extending the
broad wings of the general account-
ing office over emergency agencles and
has continued to do so until, only the
other day, the last of these were made
responsihle to the comptroller general
Thus an Independent governmental
unit—one with no axes to grind—again
Is in a position to say whether fed
eral money is being spent as congress
directed and In a manner which the
taxpayers have the right to demand.
This spéending of money In gigantie
umounts always hreeds suspicion. It
causes people to inquire, whatever the
form of government may be or what-
ever political party may be In contrel,
whether there is waste or graft, wheth.
er the then office holders are feather
ing their own nests, and many another
question of the Nke. ‘It was true In
the case of the New Deal. Obhservers
here In Washington constantly were
receiving Information alleging that
this Individual or that had been dis-
playing signs of unusual prosperity:
that rumors were afloat concerning
graft and crookedness In one agency
or another and that “soemebody ought
to expose” the goings-on with respect
to a named department of government.
It was not an unusual circumstance
because In every administration we
here In Washington who attempt to
see and to hear as much as we can,
get the same kind of reactiop. Only,
it seemed to have been waorse this time
and well it may have been because the
amount of money made avallable te
President Roosevelt and his subor.
dinates was so much larger. It Is my
belief, however, that there has not
been more of this Intangible thing
called graft o government In the pres-

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JELLY IC BETTER
WHEN PREPARED
IN SMALL LOTS

“Make jelly in small Jots. Use a
large, flat-bottomed saucepan. Carry
the entire process through promptly.”
These are tips on jelly-making from
women in the bureau of home eco-
aomics who for years hawve studied
the behavior of fruit Julces and sugar
when combined to make jellles,

An Meal jelly, they say, has a

bright ceplor, delicate flavor, and a’

translucent texture, It holds Its shape
when turned out on a plate, but
quivers when the plate is ‘moved.
Perfect jelly should be so tender that
it cuts easlly with a spoon, yet shows
& sharp face.

Such jellies cannot be produced In
wholesale amounts. When extracting
the juice, it is easiest t» prepare and
handle about 6 quarts of currants or
berrles or 8 pounds of apples or
grapes at a time. Large masses of
fruit’ pulp drip too long and the
bags are not handled easily.

In cooking the Julece and sugar to-
gether It is Important to reach as
rapidly as possible the point where
the sirup will’ Jell. This Is the rea-
son a large, flat bottomed saucepan
is best —'evaporation takes place
more rapidly from a broad surface.

When the Jelly stage Is rveached,
cooking must be stopped immediate-
ly, the sirup skimmed and. put

promptly into hot, sterilized glasses
to get. Prolonged cooking affects the
flavor and color and sometimes the
Jellying power of the juice.

It sometimes is hetter to use more
than one drip bag.  If there Is a
large amount of fruit on hand, a
fresh fot ean be prepared and cook-
ing started as soon as the first lot
has finished dripping. - Some frults
aré 8o rich In Jelly-making power
that two extractions of Julce can be
made from the same fruit. These

The common house fly Is a hiteh
hiker., However, the fly doesn't both-
er to Jerk a thumb and ask a ride;

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Of '_l'rench Silos

Approxamately twenty five men
attended the trench silo demonstra-
tion given at the W, H. May farm
last week by E. R. Eudaly and O, G.
Tumlinson of the Extension Service
from Texas A. $ M. Coliege, accord-
ing to V., F. Jones, County Agent.

Mr. Eudaly gave a short talk on

the advantages of storing a part
of our feed crop in the trench silo.
Some of the chief advantages of the
trench silo ‘as brought out by Mr.
Eudaly are: it provides a cheap
means of storing feed from plent'-
ful years where it will be safe from
the weather, fire, rodents, and
weevil until it is needed in years of
short crops. Feed properly put in a
trench silo will keep for many years,
and will come out with a greater
feeding value than when put in. All
forms of Grain Sorghums and Sweet
Sorghums make good silage, and is
a desirable feed for all kinds of|
livestock kept on the farm. Feed
may be placed in the silo in bundies
or c¢hopped, and the size of the silo
will depend on the -number of live-
stock kept on the farm.
Quite a few farmers are making
plans to “can” a part of their feed
arop this year in a silo. It is one of
the best forms of storage, and is
good insurance against a short feed
crop year. ¥

Mr. May has himself already stor-
ed away about two hundred tons of
feed in one silo, and on Tuesday he
began the donstruction of another
silo. Mr. Jones suggests that other
Lynn county farmers go out to the
May Farm and see this work
