me that this land was originally
oocupied by ignorant settlers that
had no title to the land and a-
bout all they knew was to make
moon shine whiskey; so, the Gov-
ernment burned thejr homes, |
took their land away from them,

Carolinas under some kind of a
National set-up,
After we left this fairyland, we
ascended a little higher and
there we fouond an old water-
wheel that had been built by
Elias Mabry many years ago and
had fallen into ruin but was re-
stored in 1042 by the State. This
old_wheel pulled grist and saw-
mills, wheelwright and black-
smith shops.

Exploding Salt Blasts
Scale from Steel Slabs

The casual visitor to a plate mifl
might be astonished and a little dis-
mayed by a sound similar to period-
fe cannonading. He would soon lo-
cate the sound as coming from the
vicinity of the first “‘roughing”
stand of rolls.

If he Investigated, the visitor
would discover a man throwing on
each white-hot slab of steel, just
before It enters the rolls, a large
shovelful of what closely resembles
ordinary rock salt. As a matter of
fact, it is rvick salt, which, on pass-
ing between' the rolls, explodes with
a reverberating bang.

The explosion takes place because
the salt tontains a relatively large
quantity of water. When thrown
upon the hot steel slab, the water
in the salt is immediately con-
verted into steam, and this transfer-
mation results In san actual explo-
sion, or “decrepitation™ as It b
termed.

This Fourth-of-July demonstra-
tion has a practical purpose. It
blasts off the “scale” which bas
formed on the slab while it is held
in the reheating furnace before be-
ing rolled into plates. While there
are several other processes used In
steel plants for “scale breaking™
