Any fanner end his wife engag­
ed in the production of cotton in 
1900 are both elgible to vote.

If quotas are approved for the 
1906 crop uidand cotton, price 
support will be available to eligi­
ble growers at a level between 70 
and 90 percent of parity, the exact 
level depending on the level of 
supidy at the time the support is 
determined.

If quotas-are disapproved, cot­
ton acreage allotments without 
marketing quotas will remain in 
^ e c t ,  but price support to eligi­
ble growers of upland coSon will 
be limited t o '80 percent of parity.

Total 78,063

Lynn county has ginned more 
than 78,000 bales of 1955 cotton, 
according to an accurate survey 
made Tuesday and Wednesday of 
the county’s gins by E. R. Ed­
wards, manager of Union Com­
press.

This is considerably higher 
than the rough estimate of 60,000 
bales made by The News last 
week.

Based on the ginningt to date, 
this year’s crop is almost certain 
to exceed 85,000 bales.

Of the total of 78,063 bales tabu­
lated by Mr. Edwards, in round 
numbers Tahoka. O'Donnell and 
New Home had each ginned a- 
bout 12,000 bales, and Wilson g- 
bout 10,500.

However, Mr. Edwards did not 
announce the figures by indivi­
dual gins, nor did he announce 
the exact figures for communities.

For the coming year, the allot­
ment will be 186JMl.

Farmers in 30 West Texas coun­
ties will lose 190,458 acres, absorb­
ing a major portion of the state’s 
201,886 reduction in the total state 
allotment for 1956. East and Cen­
tral Texas counties were given in­
creases.

The reduction in West Texas 
amounts almost exactly to 7 per 
cent.

West Texas farmers have filed 
an injunction suit in Federal 
Court at Houston seeking to set a- 
side the ASC cotton acreage aUot­
ments, but most observers seem 
to have little hopes of the action 
Stopping the acreage cut in this 
sres.

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White House Conference On 
Education Arouses Interest

(By Frank P. Hill)
The White House Conference on 

Education held in Washington, D. 
C., Monday through Thursday last 
week. Nov. 28 Dec. 1, was possi­
bly worth-while even if it does 
nothing more than focus atten­
tion of the nation on our school 
needs.

Personally, we were disappoint 
ed in some of the operations and 
reports o f the conference

In the first place, for the most ' 
part, the recommendations which ! 
evolved from the four days of 
discussion were the same that 
school people have been makin̂  ̂
for years and years, the same 
questions that have been discuss 
ed in professional education jour­
nals and at teachers and parent- 
teacher meetings. Few, if any, 
refreshing new ideas for the im­
provement of our. educational sys- 
tern came from the conference.

In the second place, the con­
ference was over loaded with pr<v 
fessioiul school people and em 
ployees of the State and Federal 
Kovemments, and we doubt that 
the President and Congress will 
get any new ideas for the better­
ment of the schools that had not 
already been given by school 
leaders To ^ y  the least, findings 
o f the conference do not n ^ ssa ri 
ly represent grass-roots thinking, 
as was the original purpose.

Qvestions Confusing 
Then, also, questions submitted 

the discussion groups were indefi 
nite or leading, and the ^es l̂lUng 
answers to them w"~-* 'stereotyped j 
or confused
. Take the TJe.t' :i • f proposed 
Federal aid to education, for in 
dance. On this subject the quea 
tions for discussion were so con 
fusing that when conferees at a 
given table went to formulate an 
answer, the angwer was also con­
fused and sometimes indefinite.

But. in the end, the Conference 
officials reported the 1,800 par- 
tkipants had voted two to one in

favor of Federal aid in the con­
struction-of new buildings in poor 
states and poor communities. 
However, a majority voted against 
unlimited Federal aid without 
Federal controls.

Now, those who want more 
money from the Federal govern­
ment and those who favor Federal 
control of our schools will prob­
ably use the vote as a club over 
the head of Congress to push 
through legislation to appropriate 
money to schools.

Votes Against Aid
This participant in the confer- 

snee voted against' any further 
Federal aid to our schools. Any 
Federal aid means more Federal 
control. One candidate for Presi­
dent has announced in favor of 
an $18 bdlion dollar appropria 
tion for Federal aid to schools 
This will mean more income taxes 
—and our-people are already pay­
ing about all the income taxes 
they can bear.

Texas, being one of the richer 
states, we were frankly told by a 
high official in the National Edu­
cation Asnociation, would get lit­
tle or nothing in return. But, he 
said, it was .Texas* obligation to 
help- such poor states as Missis­
sippi and North Carplina.

We drove through North-Caro­
lina last Friday - and through 
Mississippi on Saturday. In both 
we saw many fine new homes, 
both on farms and in towns. We 
saw many brand new industries. 
We saw'evidence of an improved 
farm economy, in spite of the 
down-grade of farm prices. We 
sawi just as many Cadillacs bear­
ing North Carolina and Missis­
sippi license plates as you will see 
in Texas. And. we do not believe 
in Texas being taxed to help these 
states until they do a little more 
themselves to help their own 
schools

Scaeels Per Negros
To tell the truth, such “poor” 

states arc faced with the neces­

sity of building more and better 
school rooms for Negroes, and 
they just can't stomach the idea 
of voting bonds for Negro schools 

But, more important, we are 
against Federal aid on the belief 
that this is the last step toward 
breaking down American democ 
racy. Once, the Federal Govern­
ment gets it s foot inside the 
schoolhouse door, the America we 
have known is gone, llie  same 
thing has happened in Germany, 
in Italy, in Russia, in Argentina, 
in Japan. Although our leaders 
may be honest and sincere, it's 
one more step in the process of 
“creeping socialism,”  and there 
may come a day when an unscra- 
pulus leader will b« able to break 
down and control the minds of 
our children.

Anyway, government closest to 
the people is best. Let the states 
and school districts continue to 
run their own schools!

Some Texans Bolt 
The 67-member Texas delega­

tion went to Washington vigorous­
ly opposed to Federal aid, and 
most ,of the delegates did their 
best to prevent the recommeda- 
tion in favor, of it. We are sorry 
to say that a number of Texas 
educators “ jumped the traces” 
and voted for Federal aid. Some 
of these weak-kneed sisters, we 
are also sad to relate, have visions 
that Federal aid may bring them 
an increase in salary.

One school superintendedt (not 
known in Tahoka) from a large 
East Texas town made the state­
ment; “ I am in favor of more 
money for better schools, even if 
it means wiping out dlMrict, coun­
ty and state lines.”  That ntan is 
either a poor American and lead­
er (or our children, or did not 
realise the implications of his 
statement.

Mailing Hints

The fo^owing MtggMtioiu per 
Uining to the nulling of Christ' 
BUS cards will greatly facilitate 
their prompt delivery, states W. 
E. Smith, postmaster. Clip these 
suggestions for further reference.

When over 10 cards are being 
mailed ,they should be separated 
in two bundles, one for out oi 
town delivery And the other for 
local delivery (both city and 
rural routes). The stamps should 
be placed in the uper right hand 
comer and all cards faced and 
bundled In such a manner that 
the stamps of all will be in upper 
right hand comer of the bundle. 
This enables the cards to be 
eaneelled * 'by the cancelling 
Buchine without further handling 
by the dispatching clerk. The 
cards should be handed to one of 
the window clerks instead of 
thrown through the letter drop 
one at a time. All cards and -par 
eels for out of town delivery 
should be mailed immediately to 
assure their '  delivery before 
Christmas.

The rate of postage on unsealed 
Christmas cards is 2 cents each, 
whether for local or out of town 
delivery, but must contain no 
message other than the names 
of the sender. Cards bearing per­
sonal notes, letters, or other writ­
ten messages are first class mail 
and 3 cent, postal is required on 
each. If there is doubt in the 
sender’s mind as to the correct 
present address of any ,person 
to whom a card is being sent, a 3 
rent stamp should be placed on 
the card. Cards bearing 3 cent 
stamps will be forwarded when 
the addressee has moved, where­
as, the unsealed 2 cent cards are 
not forwardable.

If Christmas gifts or^cards are 
sent to children they "should in 
all cases be addressed in care of 
the children*! parents, otherwise 
delivery probably will be delayed 
while the Identity of such child­
ren is being established.

I Many people thought the con­
ference was “stacked” with peo­
ple favoring Federal aid, and we 
were almost certain that it was.

“Observers" present
Conf^ence officials had an­

nounced that no one would be ad­
mitted to conference rooms who 
was not wearing “participant” 
badges. But, the conference was 
barely underway when people be- 

[gan to enter wearing “observer" 
badges— finally several hundred 
of them. Noticing the trend, Hanes 
and the writer sent our wives to 
the registration desk, and they 
were" given “observer" badges with 
no questions asked. The practice 
immediately became so bad, “ob­
servers”  were barred, but then 
scores of the same "observers" be­
gan to appear wearing “ press" 
badges.

Most of these' “ press" represen­
tatives were young folks, possi­
bly college students, and many of 
them were Negroes. Most of them 
positively did not represent the 
press. These “ press” representa­
tives harassed the conference con­
stantly, snooping on various ta­
bles, seemingly in an organized 
manner.

Some conferees thought the

“snoopers”  were repreaentiaf li- 
bor,'Communist front organlxa- 
tiona,‘ and the National Aaaoeia- 
tion for the Advancement of Colors 
ed People.-

Has Axe To Grind
Ail the conferees at our table 

except the country editor urere 
highly intelligent^ All had a ain; 
cere intereat in education and in 
bettering our achool. lyatema in 
every way possible, although we 
thought two or three were ex­
treme leftists, to say the least. 
Possibly only one had an axe to 
grind. All he wanted was for the 
Federal Government to build and 
operate acbools in his state, with 
no Federal control. Hit state has 
done little toward erecting school 
buildings for the Negroes, hie 
people oppose segregation to a 
passion, and he aajrt hia state is 
not able to bnild the 'scboola it 
must now build.

All in all this was n great ex­
perience for this country editor, 
but he found country boys like 
himself few and far between at 
the White House Conference on 
Education.

Next week, we hope to tell in 
fewer words about the trip to and 
from Washington, the Army-Navy 
game, End the national shrines of 
oUr capital city.

Bwned for the first President of 
the Repuhlic of Texas, David G. 
Barnet. This Texas patriot, it will 
he remembered, had a rather hu- 
milisting experience right in the 

of his official life in the 
Republic. Before Texans 

hod won their independence from 
Mexico by a long shot and when 
the future still looked dark and 
gloomy, the bull-headedi and op­
timistic Texans decided to wait 
■o longer to break loose from the 
grasp of the horde of Spanish tyr* 
nots and grafters and robbers htat 
niled on the other side of the Rio 
Grande; and they therefore called 
together at Washington on the 
Brazos a convention of delegates 
to be selected by the people to 
Mke some definite action with 
respect to their future relations 
with Mexico. On March 2, 1836,
the convention met, and George 
C. Childress presented to the 
body for adoption a Declaration 
o f Independance, whifh was 
promptly adopted, and soon theriv 
after David G. Burnet was select­
ed as President of the indepen­
dent Republic created by that 
convention.

But on March 6, and before he 
had time to oil up the new ma­
chine, an army of some 3,000 
Mexicans stormed and captured 
the Alamo in San Antonio, where 
about 187 Texans -who had taken 
refuge in that old' stone mission 
and fortification to make their h<̂  
rose defense, were murdered to V  
aaan by the invaders. Sam Houston

lected as coni- 
mander-in-chief of the Texans, 
but his" little army consisted of 
only a few hundred untrained and 
unorganised farmers, and be knew 
that it would be disasteroua for 
him to make a stand against Santa 
anna’s well-trained nrmy of 3,000 
soldiers. So he side-stepped the 
enemy and then followed them 
up, until he might find an oppor­
tune time to strike. But his sol­
diers, leaving their women and 
children at home unprotected a- 
gainst possible Indian ral^ , be­
came terror-stricken, and so did 
the colonists left behind, and the 
general flight of soldiers and civil­
ians with their families became 
known as the “ Run-away scrape.” 
But Houston managed to hold his 
army together and to follow Santa 
Anna to Harrisburg, and thence on 
to San Jacinto.

But in the meantime President 
David G. Burnet had fled to Har- 
ri.sburg ahead of Santa Anna, and 
for safety had hurried on down 
to Galveston. It was an agonizing 
humiliation that he suffered, and 
the patriots of Texas must have 
felt some humiliation also, for 
what IS more humiliating to a 
brave and free people than to find 
their chief officer in flight from 
their enemies?

But Burnet seems to have sur­
vived his humiliating experience 
and to have retained the respect 
of the Texans, who had been ter­
ribly frightened and distraught 
themselves. So when new counties 
were being organized in 1852, six­
teen years after Burnet's terrify- 
mg experience, the autherities at 
Austin named one of these rugged 
central Texas counties for him, 
Burnet county.

Burnet county ia situated ad­
jacent to, but south and west of 
my old home county of Bell, with 
the Colorado River as its west boun­
dary line. I can remember that 
when I was a school boy Burnet 
county and Bell county were in 
the same judicial district and 
Judge Blackburn of Burnet al­
ways came to Belton, county seat 
of Bell county, to hold court. I 
can remember too that the People 
of Bell codnty had a \wry high 
regard for Judge Blackburn. They 
seemed to think that Judge Black­
burn was about the greatest dia- 
tiict judge in the world I am sure 
they had good reason (or their 
high opinion of him But a few 
yean later. Burnet county was 
detached from the Bell count) 
distnet and placed in another dis­
trict further west, whereupon 
Judge Furman of Belton was elect­
ed dutrict judge at Bell county dis­
trict and soon the people of Bell 
county had just as high s regard for 
him as they had ever had for

Well, in the course <d Unae, 1 
grew up a little, went to achool 
a little, studied law a little, and 
finally stood the bar examination 
in Belton, and was granted Ucenae 
to practice law by Judge Furman. 
Then (or eight years, I practiced 
law a little in Bell county, serv­
ing for four years as county at­
torney, and then moved west, lo­
cating' among former Bell county 
(rienda at Roacoe. There 1 not 
only kept my law ahingle hanging 
out but a (allow there who owned 
a little newspaper that he wanted 
to get rid of finally uocceeded in 
unloading it on me, but the pub­
lication of a newspaper involves 
some work, so 1 hired a boy who 
bad come up to Roacoe from Bur­
net county to prist the ̂ p e r 'f o r  
me, and all-1 had to do was to 
fnniuh him something to print 
That young fellow't name was 
Wesley King, and as soon as be 
got the printing job down pat, be 
bought the paper at Loraine and 
tried his hand at getting rich 
quick on an income instead of a 
salary. I think be ia at Loraine 
yet still getting rich. The point 
I am making is that when I got 
to needing help right badly, Bur­
net county furnished it to me.

, Something, and were stationed at 
a fort wWeh had be<ea estabUsb-

Now I have learned that when 
Burnet county got itself named 
and got on the Texas map. three 
other distinguished gentlemen lo­
cated there themselves before I 
ever saw the town. The names of 
these three gentlemen as given to 
me were Robert t .  Lee, O orge 
B. Hood, and George B. McClellan 
They were Majors, or Colonels, or

ed near the town of Burnet ia 
1849 and continued to function un­
til 1856. Those three gentlemen 
left in that latter year, and I don-t 
think that they ever went back u> 
Burnet. I do not guess that they 
fought any while they were at 
Burnet, but I hear that they fought 
fearfully hard a few years later, 
after they left .Burnet, two of 
them on one side and one'of them 
on the other. Lee and Hood got 
licked, but it took McClellan ̂ nd 
a lot other fellera a mighty 
long time to do the Job. As I was 
saying, none of them ever got 
back down to Burnet, but I did. 
It was years and years latier. 
though; and when I got there 1 
found that a lo t 'o f Texas fellows 
had built a big long dam across 

c ;o lo m d o Rivef. c r ^ t id l '  ’a 
terribly big fishing pool and 
swinuning hole, which they called 
Buchanan Lake; and on down be­
low it were other dams which 
they called Inks,, Granite Shoals, 
and Marble Falls .Dams, creating 
smaller lakes. And there were 
great big granite boulders all a 
round; and they tell me that th«i\‘ 
ia a big granite mountain near 
Marble Falls from wrhich that big 
Chicago Syndicate got the granite 
with which it built the big state 
Capitol in Austin, and from Which 
other big contractors buRt the big 
granite seawall at Galveston.

No, I don't believe that either 
General Lee or General Hood or 
General McClellan ever, came back 
to Burnet county after that lit­
tle spat between the North and 
the South, for when I went down 
there once long afterward, that 
little old log fort a mile from town

had rotted down and the people 
of Rumet had erected one of tbc 
neatcat, apicieat-spanest, '^hioleat, 
atrutlngest, little court-houses you 
ever met up sritb anywhere. They 
were proud of it, and 1 think htat 
it. was just as proud of them, the 
little peacock. By 6»e way, folka, 
I have kin-folks in Burnet county 
but have not acen any of them 
in about ninety years.

O yes they also have a hole in 
I the ground near Burnet they call 
I the Longbom Cavern. The people 
idown there think that it is a won- 
Idcrful Miow place. A person can 
I go dowm into it and can make hit 
, way back from its mouth possi­
bly a half mile or mere, hut to 
a persoo who hga gone down into 
C^arisbad Canrem in New Mexico 
near the Texas line, this Barnet 
^wonder”  looks like a mere rat 
bole. Still, J ium ei county is aomr- 
thing to look at, all fight.

Llano county lies right across 

the (Colorado River west from Bur- 
bet county It is on the west shore 
of Buchanan and Marvin Wirtz 
Lalces and a short stretch of the 
flowing river itself and ia even 
more rugged and has a higher al­
titude then Burnet county. It is 
named for the Llano River, which 
flows through the county from the 
west sod empties into the Colo­
rado.

The word “ llano”  means a plain, 
but Llano county lies mostly in 
s mountainous region. The river 
possibly got its name from some 
plain - which it traverses some­
where along its course: The river

way out on the Edwards Plateau.

The elevaUon of 
Llano countjr la 860 t^ 1800 feet, 
while that of Kimble county i« 
1800 to 2300 feet, Sutton county 
1900 to 2300 feet, and Edwarda 
county 2000 to 2500 feet. Spring- 
fed streama that come out of all 
three of theae counUes converge 
to form the Llano River, I might 
add right here that the head 
streams of the San Saba River to 
the'north of the Llano also comes 
out of Sutton, Kimble, Menard, 
and Schleicher counUes, all of 
which lie on the slopes of the 
Edwards Plateau; and that the 
Nueces River, which flows into 
the Gulf of Mexico^ and 
streams which flow the 
Kio Grande,’ also have their 
rise in Edwards county. The Ed­
wards Plateau figures effectively 
indeed in the topography and 
the course of the rivers 
and streama of a large por­
tion of southwest Texas. Llano 
county is affected more fully p.>r- 
haps than any other county in all 
that region. Also it la a land of 
scenic beauty. Its mountains and 
valleys and table lands, its spring- 
fed streams and its leaping waters 
(i9wn some hillside here and there, 
its evergreen cedars and occasion­
al meadows, its crystal-clear lakes 
.md its numerous flocks of sheep 
and goats make it a land of syl­
van beauty rarely surpassed any­
where in Texas.

When I went into the news­
paper busineu in Tahoka in 1923,
1 found it was the custom of many 
newspaper publishers to buy a 
limited number of calendars for 
distribution among their advertia- 

' ' ,irs and other patrons at the be­
ginning of each new year. A cal­
endar salesman from Llano came 
to the office of the Lynn County 
.News one day with a sample of 
the calendars which he had for 
sale. His sample was one of the 
most beautiful I had ever seen, 
and 1 bought a hundred of them. 
We kept that up for several years 
because so nuny people wanted 
one of those calendars. The pic­
ture on the calendar was a Llano 
i-uunty mountain scene, a little 
cataract plunging over a sigh 
cliff on tne side of a limestone 
mountain wall, and as one gazed 
at the picture he could almost 
hear the gurgling of the water 
and the chattering of the birds 
that flitted about in the near-by 
trees. I wish yet that I had saved 
cne of those pictures.

• • •

Uano county holds much histor­
ic interest also for those- who are 
interested in. the history of Texas.

Down near the line of Gillespie 
county, which bounds Llano on 
the south, is a place which is call­
ed “The Elnchanted Rock.”  ,I do 
not know what gave rise to that 
appellation .but it was possibly 
some superstltkn of the Indiana, 
for Comanche Indiana were num­
erous in the border country for 
years following the Texas Revolu­
tion and often made murderous 
raids on the whites. They made 
such a raid at this so-called “En- 
ebanted Rock” in LUno county in 
1841 but were repulsed by Capt. 
John Hs)ra and a company of Tex­
as Rangers. The repulae must have 
been reaaonably effective, for we

read, of. no other Indian ralda in 
that immadUte section for more 
than thirty years.

But in 1878. at the Packsaddle 
Mountain near the town of Llano, 
the Indians and the whites had 
another fight, and again the In- 
dUni were repulsed. That was on 
August 4, 1873. sod was one of 
the very last fights between the 
Indiana and the whites in Texas. 
The last one. at is well known! 
waa the running fight that took 
pUce at the'mouth of Tule Creek 
lu .the Palo Duro Canyon in 1874, 
when under Presidential orders 
Genersl R. 5. MseKenzie waa 
rounding up the Indians still in 
Texas for the purpose of driving 
or conducUng them back onto their 
i-eservations in the Indian Terri- 
tory. In a surprise stuck. General 
MacKenzie sUmpeded the,horses

• l«rge band Cienunidi^ j___
Kiowa Indians in the Canyon, and 
killed or captured a Urge number 
of the Indians. That marked the 
end of Indian depredations in 
Texas.

Now let’s drop back to Llano 

county and to the year 1847 for 
a moment.

Did you know that there was 
onc'3̂  a settlement of German 
ComniunisU in Texas? Did you 
ever hear of the little town of Bet- 
tina? Can you figure out yet why 
■cmy little grc’.’p of Germans 108 
years ago should hand themselves 
together, leave the’ Fatherland, 
cross the stormy Atlantic and 
come to the far-away land of Tex­
as, hunt out ail obscure and unin­
habited location in the sterile 
mountains of Llano county, and 
there sit down to esUblish a 
communistic colony? Well, that 
is exactly what a band of Ger­
mans did.

They were not fighting Com- 
munisU, to be sure. They did not 
come loaded down with firearms 
intent on shooting down anybody 
that might throw stumbling blocks 
in their way. They did not come 
to lie and to decieve and to be­
tray Americana who believed in 
Democratic forma of government. 
No, they came to obey and sup­
port the lawful authorities that 
they might find in power over 
here. They came over here to 
make a living for themselves—to 
live and to let live. They came to 
try out the theory that all men 
should possess everything in com­
mon—contribute their all to a 
common {jind and eat out of a 
common food supply. So, they e- 
stablished their little coluiiy on 
a tract of land near the town of 
Llano in the county of , lat name. 
Texas was then Just in her swad­
dling clothes as a new state in the 
great American Union, J. Pinck­
ney Henderson Was just closing 
out S'* two-year tc“m as the first 
governor of Texas. Sara Houston 
and Mirabea'J B Lamar had serv­
ed as the last two Presidents of

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the Republic of Texas. James K. 
Polk of North Carolina waa Prati- 
dent of the United States. The 
Mexican War had added vast 
stretches of land to . the .United 
States and to Texas, Even in the 
new Communist Colony in LUno 
county there was plenty of grass 
and other provender for the sheep 
and the goats and such other live 
stock as the colonists might pos­
sess or acquire, and there was am­
ple spring water everywhere. If 
ever any calamity came upon the 
Communists to impoverish or de­
stroy them, neither history nor 
tradition has recorded it  Yet we 
are told that the colony did not 
live long. Unhampered and unop­
posed, they had tried out Commu­
nism and it had proved to be a 
failure. It always will be so, as 
long as human beings are human 
beings and have differing desires 
and aspirations. Bettina U no 
more, and no communUts, young 
or old, experienced or inexperienc­
ed, are to be found in all this Und 
of southwest Texas.
