War widows will be able to 
get pensions if the husband 
served at least 90 days and 
received an honorable dis 

j charge. They will be subject 
tu the new sliding-scale pay­
ments of the bill.

No veteran »r dependent 
now on the rolls will receive a 
cut in pension because of the 
bill. It is estimated that 
about TO per cent will get 
higher payments.

Thus the bill is estimated to 
boost thp (tension costs by 
about l 1* billion dollars in the 
first five years.

II iwever* some veterans and 
dependents applying for pen­
sions In the future will re 
ceive less than under present 
law.
There are now two basic vet­

erans pension rates. A veter­
an receives $78.75 a month if 
he has been on the pension 
rolls 10 years or has reached 
65, otherwise $66 15 a month. 
To be eligible, his income 
must he Ih'Iow SI.400 a year 
if single. $2,700 with one or 
more dependents.

The pension is based on the 
percentage of disability. But 
the requirement at age 65 is 
only 10 per cent, and it is gen­
erally assumed the veteran 
has this percentage disability 
at that age.

Present Rate Noted
The present rate for widows 

is $50.40 a month with no de­
pendents. S*>3 with one child, 
and $7 56 for each additional 
child. She also must have an 
income of less than $1,400 if 
alone, or $2,700 with depend­
ents. to get the pension.

Under continuous 
grazing two plots were clipped 
each week.

LY HANDICAPPED

Program chairman Jeff Peel­
er presented Bill McDonald, 
an employee of radio station 
KZOL at the Wednesday noon 
luncheon of the Lions Club.

Texas Taking Lead On Building 
Interstate Highway System

By Senator Ralph Yarbrough
While some states are now 

•lowing to a stop on their 
parts of the 41.000 mile Inter­
state Highway System, the 
Texas Highway Department— 
operating on a pay as-you go 
plan — Is continuing work In 
our state.

Texas Is eligible for help on 
prtmary. secondary, and ur­
ban highway systems — or 
farm-to-market roads — as 
well.

The Interstate Highway Pro­
gram. which started In 1956. 
is scheduled to continue at 
least through 1071 The fed 
eral government will provide 
90 per cent of the funds for 
building the highways and 
the state puts up only 10 per 
cent. The overall investment 
In the Interstate Highway Pro­
gram In Texas from 1956 thru 
1971 Is estimated at $1.7.53.851 
Some $190,057,000 had been 
put Into the program through 
the end of 1958 The estimate 
for this year through mid-July 
Is about $101,500.

The primary, secondary and 
urban highway systems are a 
continuing program in which 
the state and the federal gov­
ernment pay equal shares. Be 
twen 195*1 and 1958. $367 179. 
000 had been sjient by this 
partnership to provide better

roads in Texas on which to | 
travel and move goods t o ' 
market. Through mid July of 
this year another $1-I2,.50u,0n0 
was added by the state and j 
federal governments combin. . 
ed Texas has a fine highway 
program with the federal gov­
ernment putting in a good 
share of the money.

By Joining in these pro­
grams fur Improvement of 
roads in Texas, our state is 
taking advantage of the fed 
eral money which is being 
made available. Dut to Texas' 
cize, it has gotten far more 
money ou of the Federal Road 
Fund than we have paid It in 
taxes.

We have heard a great deal 
of talk w en tly  that this pro­
gram must be slowed down— 
and it has been in some states 
—unless a cent more tax is 
added to each gallon of gaso­
line we buy.
There are three ways of rais­

ing the money that is needed 
to continue this program 
Bonds can be issued, the gas­
oline tax could be raised, or 
the excise taxes on automo­
biles could be diverted to the
oad fund. So far. Texas has 

planned Its road work in line 
with the money at hand and 
nas never resorted to highway 
bond issues.

Elaborating on his call for 
university status. Dr Jones 
said. "Our Institution has had 
*lze thrust upon It. Increase in 
size obviously calls for in- 
creas- in organizational «*>m- 
plexity. Such increase does 
not come automatically. It 
must be planned In an order­
ly manner''

“ The surest guiding star in 
auch planning Is. I think, the 
attainment of university sta­
tus”, he continued .

" I believe that engineering, 
agriculture and home econom­
ics can achieve greater quali­
ty and attain more recogni­
tion a* schools in a university 
organization than under a 
dominating technological em ­
phasis” , Dr. Jones said.

He pointed out that Tech Is 
having difficulties in securing 
financial support from foun­
dations because of the narrow 
connotation of "college.”
