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C-C Seeking Better 
Telephone Service

Tahoka Chamber of Commerce, 
headed by E. L. Short as presi­
dent, launched a number of pro­
jects in a meeting Wednesday.

The C. of C. decided to employ a 
secretary as soon as possible and 
announced the first bale of cotton 
prem ium \ill be made by the body 
without soliciting ginners or mer­
chants for the fund, both of which 
are covered in other stories on 
this page.
. The business organization asked 

the City of Tahoka to join them in 
requesting that business office of 
General Telephone be established 
in Tahoka and that the company 
“render service to Tahoka custo­
mers commensurate with the 
charges made for such service." 
For months, Tahoka citizens have 
been incensed at indifference of 
General Telephone in providing 
better service.

Need of more street markers and 
numbers on residences was dis­
cussed, and Johnny Reasonover 
was named to confer with the City 
Council to see what can be done 
The snggestion was made that Boy 
Scouts, Girt Scouts or some other 
organization might raise seme 
needed funds by taking on a pro­
ject of selling house numbers.

The^body voted to assist the 
Texas Highway Department in se­
curing the site it desires for the 
proposed shop and headquarters 
building here, the location of which 
will add to the number of State 
employees in Tahoka.

Means of attracting more Mexi- 
 ̂can farm labor to Tahoka were dis-
* cussed in order to help farmers 

and also increase business, includ­
ing location of quarters for a Mexi­
can barber who wants to open a 
shop. Many such farm laborers are 
now going to other towns because 
Tahoka does not have this and 
other facilities. Business people 
are also encouraged to make every 
effort to lend encouragement and 
extend courtesies to such laborers.

The C. of C. asked City authori­
ties, to join them in requesting that 
removal of old cfrs, junk, and 
merchandise from the streets and 
sidewalks of the town and to tight 
en down on illegal loud mufflers, 
speeding, and irregular parking 
practices.

The board again discussed a pro­
posal to pave a loop through Ta 
hoka Cemetery, and offers its co­
operation to the Cemetery Associa­
tion, County and City in such a 
project. ’

In invitation, with City approval, 
was issued a Go-Cart Association 
to hold its half-day contests on the 
east side of the square in Tahoka.

Publication of a brochure on Ta- 
hoka and Lynn county was again 

'  authorized, and completion of this
* is expected in the next few weeks.

Several other projects were also 
discussed.

A cash premium ef $200.00 
is offered fo^ the first bole of 
IM l cotton weighing 450 
pounds or more, raised and 
ginned in Lynn county, and de­
posited en the First National 
Bank comer in Tahoka. the 
Chamber of Conunerce has an­
nounced.

The hale will net be soM at 
auction, but the fanncr'will he 
given the cash premium and al­
lowed to sell his cotton and 
seed where he desires.

For several yeeis in the past, 
seme glnnen have cooperated 
in raising a pcemlnm that 
would bring the farmer at least 
$1.00 per pnnnd for the first 
hale, hut C. of C. officials de­
cided this, was not fair to all 
gtnners. This will still he as 
mneh or more premium than is 
offered by many counties in 
the area.

It ■oiaatfann happens that your 
favorite deep^UMung hire doesn’t  
ooine equipped with a waadlesa rig. If 
this is the case taha reur e ^  away 
from the televisiaa sat for a nasuta and 
do a bit of rigging yourself.

Actually, th m  isn’t much to do to 
nsake a wa^lesa htre from your favor­
ite artihdal bait. Just oonnect a rubber 
band to the eye of the hook and slip the 
other end over the barb. If you nave 
n double book just slip the rubber 
band through the eye and slip the cneb 
of the rubber band to the barb of their 
respective hooks. It won’t keep the 
6ah from being hooked becaiine when 
thc^ strike the rubber band slips from 
the barb.

One thing you have to remember 
about hooks, says the Evinrude Boat­
ing Foundation. There is no m n ^  
book that suits all situations. Hooks 
come in dfHercnt siaea and shapes. 
Hooka with long shanks are usually 
used for' tying streamers and other 
artiBcial bait or for live bait when fish­
ing walleye er notibem. ghorhdiaiik^ 
books aiw naed for p a n ^  and eertain 
ahort-bbdied ties.

What type of hook a fisherman uses 
is a matter of preference. Some anglers 
feel that an ofiset hook—one with the 
point bent out of a flat plane, hooka 
fish beat. Others contend that the fist 
bend—one srith the whole hook in one 
plane, is the best.

The shape of the hook, the sine of the 
wire, and the type of barb to nae ta 
a matter for debate among all fisher­
men. Whatever hook you prefer be 
sure that it will hold’ up under the 
stress and strain of the fish for which 
it is intended and that it is secured 
to your line properly.
