Citlxens who~Tailsd to pay poll 
taxes may now secure a “condi­
tional voter registration certifi­
cate” fee at the office of George 
McCracken, Lynn county tax as­
sessor and collector.

The temporary regjstration per­
iod, hourever, n^ich began this 
Thursday. March S, extends only 
through March 17.

This is made possibla by the 
new voter regis^tlon law In 
Texas passed by the Texas Legia- 
lature in special aessian during 
Pebruary.-i

Those citlxens who paid poll 
taxes do not have to register. 
Those over 80 on Jmuary 1. 1085, 
do' not have to register, nor do 
they have to have a poll tax re­
ceipt in counties which have no 
dty of 10,000 or more popnlatioa. 
Underage citisens eligible to vote 
and have an exemption certificate 
do not have to register, and can 
get an exemption certificate any 
time 90 days prior to election.

Texas’ poll tax law was recently 
invalidated by a Pedcral District 
Court and has been appealed. If 
the Supreme Court upholds the 
lower court edict, registration will 
be necessary; if not, Texaa’ poll 
tax laws wttl remain In effect.

Mr. McCracken sayr he does 
not anticipate that there are a 
great number of people who will 
register here under the new law.

New York—^Residents .of Lynn 

county have returned to'smoking 
in a big way.

Despite the steady barrage of 
medical reports in-recent years 
linking cigarettes with cancer, 
heart disease and other ailments, 
they are puffing away at a record 
rate. « •

For a time, following the Sur 
geon General’s 1964 report on the 
hazards of smo\ing, thftre was a 
marked drop in cigarette con­
sumption, locally and elsewhere.

Some people swore off com­
pletely, some ciit down on.-toe 
number they smoked and some 
turned to cigars or pipes -as a 
substitute.

As a result, cigarette sales in 
the United States, which.were at 
an all-time high of 524 billion 
packs in 1963, dropped to 511 bil- 
Uon in 1964.

During the past year, however, 
most of toe couverts weakeand in 
their resolve and took up where 
they had left off. They helped 
boost cigarette output to a new 
record—532 billion.

In Lynn county, an estimated 
1,338,000 packs of cigarettes were 
smoked in 1965, on the basis of 
regional statistics compiled by the 
tobacco industry and national data 
from the Department of Agricul­
ture.

’This was at the rate of 193 
packs a year for every person in 
the local population over the age 
of 18.

As a comparison, the average 
In the United States as a whole 
was 216 packs. In the West South 
Central States, it was 182 packs.

Government health > officials 
hope that the new law that re­
quires a label on each pack of 
cigarettes warning that smoking 
may be hazardous will be effec­
tive.

However, they don't expect any 
sudden tapering off. It will take 
at least ten years to bring about 
a real change in consumption, 
they feel.

Their immediate objective Is to 
influence the youngsters betweM 
ages 13 and 18.

Not only does the farmer have 
to decide whether or not to par 
ticipate in the program, but at 
what level if the aawsrer la yes to 
particlpatloa Deciatoo making 
doe«*t and bera, explains Hutch 
Ison. There ere any number of 
row , patterns or combinations 
whicli' may be ulceted and yields 
and income must be considered, 
be adds.

’The fanner can, by- supplying 
certain basic infoniution, get help 
from the electronic computer in 
his decision making. He will have 
to supply data on auch things u  
the kind and amount of land, cot 
ton allotment, proddctlon costs 
and returns for each of the row 
pattema considered.

A form hu  been developed for 
fanner um in submitting the 
needed data, according to Cecil 
Parker, Extension farm manage­
ment specialist who heads up the 
new activity. The fee covers the 
programming of ona ABCS con­
tract. The farmer will receive from 
the analysis the income available 
from each level of participation, 
and the row pattern or combina­
tion selected.

The Afghan, somewhat smaller 
than the Chinese ring-neck pheae 
ant, lacks the white neck ring but 
has a pronounced white shoulder 
patch, which is lacking in the 
ring-neck apecies.

'They are. native to Afghanistan 
and Turkey and-thrive in *aemi- 
arid areas much like West Tens.

Sportsmen noted that if they 
are anything like as rugged ss 
their look-alikes, the Chinese 
ringnecks, they may add greatly 
to the Texas hupting opportuni­
ties.

The ringnecks first Introduced 
successfully in the north central 
states now have spread through­
out the mid-west and even into 
the aouthweat. They endiflre the 
worst of winter bliaxards and now 
are ' harvested by the countless 
thousands each fall.

The latest additions to Texas* 
varied upland game bird popula­
tion were releaaed in areas with 
ample food and cover. Habitat In­
cluded a field of maiie-atubble ad­
jacent to rolling paature Ignd 
covered with mesquite and ahin- 
nery. i

^logiata hope that the first 
consignment will survive and 
prove the desirability of obtaining 
additional ahipmenta of the swift, 
meaty birds. .< .

The release of these Afghan 
white-winged pheaianta is another 
attempt by the Department to pro­
vide additional hunting opportun­
ity in thoae parts of Texas where 
native game bird populations are 
low.
