~ There were "two or three real 
bad dusters, quite a fdw moderate 
dusters, and - a lot of ^ndstorms 
In^ the 1930’s. Sunefay afternooo, 
March 3, 1935, The P i t o t^  ass' 
wife and daughter welm^eil route 
to Lubbock when we saw the 
black dust storm rolling down 
from the north, from Southeast­
ern Colorado. At about the Sam 
Sanford place, the boiling, rolling 
black cloud sweeping down upon 
us became so frightening,that w  ̂
turned around and barely piade it 
to Wayside Store, then run by 
Mr. and Mrs. Poindexter.^ The 
wind was'not so high, but the air 
was so saturated with the fine 
dust that one could hardly tee 
his hand before his face at 3:00 
p, m. in the afternoon. Other 
motorists hid crowded into the 
store. Ehren inside the store, dust 
permeated the air to such.an ex­
tent that a light 10 feet away 
seemed dim and clouded. You 
new-comers may think this a 
“big windy," but it’s no .Texas 
tall tale. .

Lubbock—Dr. Morris Wallace. 
HMd*of Texas Tech’s SducatioB 
Department, believes Federal aid 
to education ia here to stay and 
v^ws that assistance—combined 
with other, factors—as brlngini 
about a reshapin( ‘of todsys pub­
lic achool system.

He predicts that tbe “K444-7' 
system will be used as a basis for 
the realifnraent Tbe system 
would reach downward to include 
kintergarten, and fo upward to 
add two jrears of junior coUeio— 
all under the public school sya 
tem. '

"The provision of kindergarten 
education at age„4-S^ and tbe 
addition of two years beyond high 
school is inevitable and will be­
come a reality in the 1970’t,’’ Dr. 
Wallace aaya. The 19th and 14Ui 
year at the junior college level 
will aid the nation’s economy by 
providing academic. ' vocational 
and technical programs for cap­
able students who have been un­
able to attend four year colleges 
tnd universities.

The need for increased range 
and pasture management is be­
coming -more prevalent each' year 
as the cost-return factor in ranch­
ing continues to be the dominat­
ing factor for survival of profit­
able ranching interpriaea in this 
area. - ^

Range Management, with its 
many phases of government, is 
essentially managing livestock in 
such a manner that the forage 
produced on the ranch ia ' har­
vested to tte  most benefiting uae 
of the grazing animali. Hgrvest- 
ing to the most benefiting uae of 
the grazing animals, does not 
mean that the grated plants are 
to be graaed so heavily that the 
plants are not able to survive, 
and reproduce new growth and 
new plants whidi baa been the 
practice on much of the range­
land in tha past periods of uae.

"It is also ctcar,** Wallace'com­
ments. “that many public school 
districts too small and too limited 
in resources to provide an ade­
quate program at reasonable coat 
will be eliminated.

He thinks the length of both 
thu srhobl day and year win be 
extended. . 1

"The original Juatification for a 
five-to-aix hour achool day for 
three-quarters oT a calendar year 
no longer exista,” Dr. WaUace 
says. He explains that while e 
■even-to-eight hour school day for 
11 months will tncreaae the na­
tion’s inveatmeht in schools, the 
result wiU be more econhmical 
both in terms of educational out­
comes and greater uae .of faeflitiea 
■nd personnel. •
