AVAILABLE TO HOMEOWNERS
rhe(;amantyTuAppraaIDuna acting for Post
Independent School District and Southiand Independent
School district office is currently accepting applications for
residence homestead ions. The deadline for filing is
April 30, 1981. Applications should be filed as carly as

possible to avoid inconvenience to the homeowner.

Two types of homestead exemptions from school taxes are
available to taxpayers who owned their residence homesteads
in this school district on January 1 of this year. First, the
general homestead exemption is available to all homeowners
and exempts 35,000 from the market value of the homestead.
Second, any person who is 65 years of age or older or who is
disabled can be cxempted an additional $10,000 from the
market value of the homestead. Proof of age or disability may

DAMPING-OFF CONTROL
IN GARDENS:

Each spring, 1 get several
inquiries on what's causing
bean seedlings to . die
suddenly. This is a common
problem in all areas of the
coupty and ‘is brought about
by a group of soil-borne
fungi.

These fungi are present in
soil throughout the year but
are especially damaging
during a cool, wet spring.
Once the condition begins to
appear, there is little that can
be done to correct the
problem. However, there are
several steps that should be
taken to reduce losses from
daming-off where this dis-
ease has become a problem.

“‘Rotation’’ is one of the
most important steps to
preventing losses from this
disease. Never follow vege-
tables from one group with
another vegetable from the
same group. Vegetables
from the same group have
similar diseases which build
up in the soil and increase
losses each year.

Following is a grouping of
plants based on their
soil-borne diseases.

GROUP A: Watermelon,
Cucumber, Squash, Cante-
lope, Honey Dew Melon,
Pumpkin; GROUP B: cab-
age, Cauliflower, Brussels
Sprouts, Turnip, Mustard,
Radish, Collards, Lettuce,
Swiss Chard, Spinach
GROUP C: Pepper, Tomato
Potato, Eggplant, Okra.
GROUP D: Carrots, Sweet
Potatoes, Beets. GROUP E;

““Use of Vapam fungicide’’
will reduce losses due to
seedling disease, but this
practice is expensive and
recommended only as a side
benefit from ‘nematode
control. Captan is a fungicide
that can be used on select
vegetables. When using
Captan refer to the label for
vegetables on which it can be
used and the rate per 100
feet of row.

Damping-off is a serious
problem in vegetables in this
area, but losses from it can
be reduced significantly by
following the above steps. -

RABIES A CONSTANT
THREAT:

Rabies remain a constant
threat in Lynn County, so
pet owners should make sure
their animals get yearly
vaggcinations.

Cases of rabies usually
increase with the advent of
warm weather, so current
vaccinations are especially
important in the battle
against the dreaded disease,
points out Stanley Young,
county agent with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice.

Young recommends annual
rabies vaccinations for all
dogs and cats three months
of age and older.

Last year was a generally
light year statewide for
rabies cases in dogs and cats,
with 46 and 34 'confirmed
cases, respectively. However
of the total number of 945
confirmed rabies cases in
[exas, 643 were skunks. So
skunk- transmitted rabies is
an ever-present menace,
points out Young.

Other confirmed rabies
cases during 1980 were as
follows: fox, 46; bat, 95;
raccoon, 8; cattle, 32; horse,
21; and other (goat, sheep,
bobcat, coyote, squirrel and
opossum, (20)

Young reports that there
confirmed rabies
case in Lynn County last
year, according to the
following categories of ani-
mals: Skunk, One.

While little can be done
about rabies in wild animals,
pet owners can take a
step in protecting
their animals with annual
vaccinations, emphasizes
Young.

Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., Lubbock, April 2 sub-
mitted to Washington a ‘logical, well-documented”
case against the methods USDA has under considera-
tion for calculating quality discounts in Commodity
Credit Corporation’s (CCC) 1981 cotton loan schedule,
according to PCG President Gary Ivey of Ralls.

PCG’s written comment followed a face-to-face
meeting with USDA officials in Washington on the
same subject. Ivey and PCG Executive Vice President
Donald Johnson met March 30 with USDA’s
Agricultural Stabilization and Conservation Service
(ASCS) Administrator Bud Rank and Deputy ASCS
Administrator Hoke Leggett. Rank, who also serves as
President of CCC, has the responsibility for determin-
ing quality differentials in the loan schedule.

“The attempt on President Reagan’s life less than
two hours before our meeting made it somewhat more
difficult to gain the full attention of Mr. Rank and Mr.
Leggett,”” Johnson commented, ‘‘but I know we made
an impression and our written comment should make
up for anything that might have been missed.”

The final decision, USDA says, will not be made
before May 1, and PCG officials are not ruling out
another meeting later this month.

USDA’'s proposals for calculating this year's
micronaire, grade and staple discounts call for averag-
ing the August-March discount quotations from the
nine U.S. spot markets with the discounts used in the
1980 loan program.

Under consideration, according to a February 4
notice in the Federal Register, are three possibilities.
One, the most costly to High Plains cotton growers,
would use a simple average of the two; another would
give last year’'s discounts three times as much weight
as market quotations, and the third would be on a five-
to-one ratio.

Should USDA figure discounts on a simple average
of spot market quotations and last year’s loan dif-
ferences, the 1981 loan value of so-called average High
Plains cotton quality (31/32 inch, SLM Light Spot, 3.3
to 3.4 micronaire) would be reduced by about $10.00
per bale more than should the ﬁve-toone formula be
used.

PCG's written comment stated bluntly that “pro-
ducers in this organization find even the most ‘lenient’
of the three proposed formulas totally unacceptable.”

PCG, after documenting that almost all cotton
heavily discounted for low micronaire and short staple
is grown on the Texas Plains and in Oklahoma, is
recommending (a) that only quotations from the Lub-
bock and Dallas markets where such cotton is traded
be used in the discount calculations, and (b) that the
average quotes from these two markets be given one-

fifth the weight of last year's discounts.

The most favorable of USDA’s proposals would
result in low micronaire discount increases over 1980
discounts of from 35 to 185 points, PCG figures, while
PCG’s recommendation would yield increases of from
156 to a maximum of 40 points.

Similar savings, though not so pronounced, also
would be realized by High Plains producers on grade
staple discounts under the PCG plan.

“It is impossible to predict the outcome of our ef-
forts,” Ivey states, ‘“‘but the least we hope to get is use
of the least costly of the three formulas announced by
USDA as possibilities for this year, plus an improve-
ment of our chances to get future discounts for our cot-
ton based only on markets where our cotton is exten-
sively traded.”

COTTON BILL REPORT-
ED: A House agriculture
subcommittee has reported a
bill covering the cotton
portion of the 1981 farm bill.
It generally includes recom-
mendations approved by
National Cotton Council
delegates. -

Two major amendments
were adopted. One would
make the set-aside specific to
cotton.

Other provisions of the bill
would: (1) continue the
present loan formula with a
S5 cent floor; (2) extend the
disaster program for one
year in counties where
federal crop insurance is
offered and for four years in
counties where it is not
availablé; (3) continue the
acreage reduction and paid
diversion features of the 1977
act; (4) continue the
extended loan/import quota
formula; (5) remove any duty
on cotton imported under the
speical import quota; (6
create a revolving export
credit fund for cotton;(7)
require reimbursement to
_growers when cotton em-
“bargoes are imposed; (8)
eliminate the Normal Crop
Acreage (NCA) and cross-
compllance/offscttmg comp-
liance provisions of the 1977
