"People who get SSI are 
responsible tor reporting cer­
tain events, and ignorance of 
the law is no excuse." a 
social security spokesman 
said.
The aged and disabled 

people with low incomes who 
colled supplemental security 
income (SSI) must report any 
changes in their earnings 
and in their family makeup. 
The size of their SSI checks 
depends on how much in­
come the family has and on 
several '• other factors. SSI 
clients are required to call 
the social security office if 
there are any changes in 
their pay. in the salaries o f a 
spouse, or the wages of 
parents of a disabled child.
“ Failure to report could 

cause the SSI check to be 
made out for the wrxmg 
amount, causing inoonven- 
ience and hardship," the 
spokesman said. If the

office whenever there is any 
change in their family status 
or family income. Reporting 
changes will prevent future 
checks from being cut due to 
overpayment colledions.
"Excess payments may be 

held out o f future SSI checks 
even if the overpaid persons 
claim they did not know they 
were supposed to report. It is 

- their responsibility to 
know." the spokesman said. 
The reporting rules are very 
carefully explained to every­
one applying for SSI.

Any one with any questions 
about SSI should call their 
nearest social security office.

Blood Drive 
Set April 17
The Lynn County Hospital 

Auxiliary will sponsor a 
blood drive on April 17 from 
•4 to 9 p.m. in the livestock 
show barn in Jahoka. Kor 
appointment tall 998-4873.

Donors give blixMl in one of 
two ways. They either go to a 
bliMKl center, or the blood 
center staff comes to them 
through a mobile blood 
drive.

Blood donors' at either lo­
cation receive speciali/ed at­
tention so that.the experi­
ence is as pleasant, safe and 
briel as possible. First, the 
prospective donor is regis­
tered and asked some simple 
questions about current heal­
th and medical history. A 
mini-physical examination is 
conducted to check the vol­
unteer's temperature, blood 
pressure, iron level, and 
pulse. For the protcctK>n of 
both donor and patient the 
volunteer must meet basic 
qualifications to donate.
If all checks show the 

volunteer to be healthy, he or 
she IS escorted to the do­
nation area. While relaxing 
on a lounge, the donor's arm 
IS cleaned and a unit of blood 
I approximately one pint) is 
collected. The blood flows 
into a bag and is immediately 
mixed with an antK~oagulant 
and preservative. The do- 
natH>n itself only takes about 
5 minutes. The donor then 
rv'sts a few minutes, has a 
light snack and beverage and 
returns to normal adivities.

The donation of blood is 4hc 
first and most important step 
in the lifeline to the patient. 
However it is only the first 
step in preparing a unit for 
transfusKin to the patient. It 
must now undergo a scries of 
tests and processing steps 
belorv it may be used.
In a cumpticated. time-con­

suming process the blood 
must be typed, tested for 
antibodies and hepatitis, and 
in some cases divided into 
components. It is then care- 
lully labelled and distributed 
to the hospitals. The entire 
pnxx-ssing routine takes 
about SIX hours. For this 
reason, an ample supply 
must be ready at all tiroes, 
before it is needed. It is too 
late, onec an emergency 
ixvurs. to begin the process.

Blood is living tissue which 
literally is the "river of life ." 
It carries food, oxygen, waste 
products, water, and in­
fection fighting bodies to all 
parts of the hunun body. 
Without this lifegiving river, 
the human, organism could 
iHM survive.

Thanks to the Agricultural Council o f Arkansas 

(A C A ), USDA has reversed itself on a ruling that 
would have required producers to plant at least one 
acre o f  a given crop in 1982 in order to protect their 
acreage base for that crop in 1983.

Now USDA has agreed that it will be possible for 
farmers to protect their bases for cotton, feed grains 
and wheat without planting in 1982. All that is 
required is that the zero planting be “ properly 
reported”  to the county Agricultural Stabilization 
and Conservation Service office. And, as before, 
1982 crop bases will be protected if  a fanner plants 
only a part o f his 1982 base, provided he devotes the 
required acreage to conservation uses and complies 
with other program provisions.

The change in the way zero plantings will be treat­
ed came as a result o f complaints from producers in 
the Arkansas Delta where the planting date is much 
nearer than on the High Plains. Producer objections 
to being required to plant a single acre were relayed 
to Washington along with a request for relief by ACA 
Executive Vice President Cecil Williams, Jr.

On the Plains, says Donald Johnson, Executive 
Vice President o f Lubbock-based Plains Cotton 
Growers, Inc., the important thing at this point is 
that producers sign up to participate in the acreage 
reduction program before the deadline on April 16.

“ I can’t imagine a situation which would make it 
unwise for a cotton producer to sign up in the pro­
gram,”  Johnson Continued, “ since sign up is not a 
firm commitment and the actual decision-to reduce 
or not to reduce acreage can be delayed until the 
final date for certifying acreage, probably around 
August 1.”
• In answer to another question on the acreage 
reduction program, Johnson replied, “ Yes, it is 
possible to create a farm acreage base or expand an 
existing base.”

The Agriculture and Food Act o f 1981 states that 
the acreage base shall be the acreage planted to 
cotton, feed grains, wheat or rice for harvest in the 
crop year immediately preceding the year for which 
the deteimiiuktion is made, or at the discretion o f  the 
Secretary, the average acreage planted to such crops 
for harvest in the two crop years immediately pre­
ceding the year for which the determination is made.

According to Williams, iiKlicatioiu from top 
officials in Washington are that for 1983 the Secretary 
will choose to use the average acreage planted for 
harvest in 1981 and 1982.

Johnson, however, cautions that it may be too 
early to speculate on the regulations that may or may 
not be used to set 1983 acreage bases. And, he adds, 
farmers as always should rely on the county ASCS 
offices for the last word on how various provisions 
o f the law and administrative rulings will affect 
their individual farms.

Wine usage and grape pro­
duction were topics discus­
sed last Thursday by Dr. 
Richard Wright at the Rotary 
meeting.
Dr. Wright last year planted 

a 100-acre vinyard on his 
farm east of New- Home. He 
said the vines should reach 
full production in their fourth 
year, two years from this fall. 
Grapes require minimum 
irrigation water and are said 
to do very well in this area. 
He plants cotton between the 
vine rows.
He explained the various 

types of wine produced from 
grape juice. White wines are 
pure grape juice fermented, 
and require minimum aging.

Red wines are made from 
the juice, pulp, skin and 
seeds, and must be aged for 
a considerable time.
Wines are intended prin­

cipally for drinking in moder­
ate amount with foods, but 
are "swigged down by some 
alcoholics." ^
He has eight varieties 

planted here, with the hope 
they will not all mature at the 
same time.
He and Bobby Stone went to

Roses can be enjoyable for 
many homeowners but 
special care is required to 
keep foliage diseases under 
control.

Blackspot and powdery mil­
dew are the two most pre­
valent diseases affecting 
roses. Powdery mildew can 
be found on new growth 
while blackspot normally be­
gins development on lower 
leaves. Blackspot infccTions 
cause the leaves to turn 
yellow and shed.
For both blackspot and pow­

dery mildew diseases, ben- 
omyl. triforine and phalton 
will help control the infec­
tions. Captan. maneb and 
chlorothalonil will help exm- 
trol blackspot only.

Sue Simon and Cindy Rea­
ves of the South Plains 
Community Action Assn, in 
Levciland explained that the 
program will provide “ mean­
