The 
count in Texas is now 051,into 
elderly citizens and national­
ly the number of citizens over 
bl years of age Is Increasing 
by some 400,000 per year.

There are many ways to end

you may say that the offer ex­
pires at a given time, or you 
may die, or the other party 
may turn it down directly or 
by making a counter offer.

Here Smith had failed to 
accept Brown's offer within 
a reasonable time, which end­
ed it just as though it had 
been withdrawn.

What is a reasonable time? 
It varies. This offer could ex­
pire in a few minutes in the 
stock market or last for quite 
a while, dcjrending upon what 
a court would think is a rea­
sonable time.

But in Smith's case six 
months was unreasonable.

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Witnesses Claim 
Rights Denied 
In Argentina
The Muleshoe congregation 

of Jehovah's Witnesses learn­
ed June 25 that Jehovah’s 
Witnesses in" Argentina have 
been denied their constitu­
tional rights of free assemb­
ly and worship. A vote of pro­
test was taken and plans dis­
cussed to petition the Argen­
tine Republic to correct the re­
strictions laid on the Christian 
groups activities.

Boyd Lowery, the local con­
gregation's presiding minister, 
said that in spite of many lib­
eral advancements made by 
the present Argentine govern­
ment that ousted the dictator­
ial Peron regime, a few non- 
Catholic religious groups that 
were declared illegal by Pe­
ron have yet to be recognized 
by Argentina's constitutional 
president. Arturo Frondizi.

According to Lowery, two 
different applications for rec­
ognition were denied by the 
Ministry of Worship, a de­
partment of the government 
formed by Peron to control 

I the registry of all non-Catho- 
I lie religions in the country.
I Furthermore, two futile ap- 
j peals have bpen made to the 
j present government to rescind 
I the order denying Jehovah’s 
Witnesses the right to register. 
The latest appeal was made 
following a new decree signed 
by Frondizi on February 6. 
1959, giving non-Catholio re­
ligions full right to worship 
God as guaranteed by Article 
14 of the Argentine Constitu­
tion.

Lowery said the more than 
6.000 Jehovah's Witnesses in 
the Argentine began circula­
tion of a petition addressed 
to the president of the Argen­
tine Republic requesting rec­
ognition undpr the new. liber­
al provision of his govern­
ment. The neighboring coun­
tries of Bolivia. Chile. Parag­
uay and Uruguay are circu­
lating similar jierklons to ac­
quaint the people of those 
countries, as well as Frondizi, 
with the condition that exists 
in Argentina.

Highways 70-84

A hearing has been called 
in Farwell for July 13 to dis­
cuss the routing of U. S. High­
ways 70-84 from the Bailey 
County line into Farwell. It 
will be at 2 p.m.

This hearing is required, be­
cause there has been a change 
in the proposed routing, which 
would veer south around 
Lariat.

State Highway department 
officials have said that the de­
cision to run the four-lane 
road from the Bailey line to 
the city limits of Farwell has 
now been made firm.

__Investors, like most of us,
are getting lazier and lazier.
This is partly due to our poor 
eyesight and the fine type 
used on the financial pages. 
Instead of hunting the quota­
tions for a few stocks in which 
we are especially interested, 
we look at the average stock 
change, noting whether this is 
up or down, and then conclude 
that our own special stocks 
have acted likewise. If the 
Stock Average has shown no 
appreciable change from the 
previous day, most investors 
assume that his special stocks 
have not made any change 
either.

The Four Main
Daily Averages

The most popular Indexes 
are the Dow-Jones Averages. 
These stocks are divided into 
three groups— < 1 > The average 
of 30 Industrial S t oc ks ;  
t2> the average of 20 Rail­
road Stocks; t3i the average 
of 15 Utility Stocks; then a 
general average of all of these 
65 stocks. Another popular 
Average is that of the Asso­
ciated Press, which consists 
of 60 stocks mixed and  
weighted into one Average. 
There is a fairly constant re­
lationship between these two 
Averages.

Personally, I like the New 
York Times Average over a 
period of years. It covers 50 
well-diversified stocks, and is 
compiled for the investor ra­
ther than for the speculator. A 
fourth Average is Standard & 
Poor's, w h i c h  covers 500 
stocks. I am proud to say that 
this is operated by my local 
and able cousin. Paul T. Bab­
son, who controls the Stand­
ard & Poor’s Corporation.

What About Volume?
These Averages also give 

the volume traded during the 
day. This the trained invest­
or watches quite closely. He 
keeps in mind a normal vol­
ume figure, which today is 
about 3.000,000 shares, it is 
usually safe to assume that 
the change in volume of the 
specific stocks in which an in­
vestor is interested varies 
more or less proportionately 
with the Average volume. The

Law of Average is a very won- 
derftil law and it Is a great 
time-saver for investors who 
use it intelligently in study- 
ing the stock market.

How The Dow-Jones 
Averages Are Compiled 

To provide for the numer­
ous splits, stock dividends, 
etc., through the years, it is 
necessary to add the quota­
tions together and then divide 
the total by an arbitrary di­
visor. which amounted to 4.13 
on the last day that Telephone 
stock was quoted on its old 
basis, namely, at $250 a share. 
When this was replaced by 
the new Telephone stock, it 
was necessary to use a differ­
ent divisor. The change to 
Telephone's new quotation 
(around $84», plus four sub­
stitutions in the Industrial 
list which were marie at the 
sj»me time, brought the divisor 
dotyn from 4.13 to 3.964. This 
lYttdt figure will be used until 
there is another split in Tele­

phone or In some other stock
in the list, or until another 
substitution Is made. Then 
the divisor must be revised 
again.

Other stock averages are 
changed more or less on the 
same principle. The system 
may not be perfect, but It 
makes the Averages very use­
ful to those who understand 
them and follow them as fair­
ly accurate conservative time­
table. Another reason why 
these Averages have hereto­
fore been important is because 
trustees have been allowed by 
probate courts to consider the 
stocks making up these Aver­
ages as safe for the ‘ prudent 
investor” to use. If one of 
these should suffer In price, 
the trustees would not be 
criticized for having bought 
the stock. This fact, however, 
has resulted in these stocks 
being quoted abnormally high, 
due to their demand for Pen­
sion Funds. Mutual Funds, 
and other funds operated by 
trustees. This eottld mean 
that the time may come when 
it will be wise for readers of 
this column to avoid these so- 
called “gilt-edge” stocks as a 
“ businessman’s investment.”

when If eould have been done
in three, It’s true the govern­
ment loses thiee months of 
taxes, but on the other hand,
you’ve got to remember, the 
tax payers gain three months.

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Although adult chiggers— 
large, rod and velvety—are 
probably harmless to humans, 
their wayward offspring can 
be serious as well as annoy­
ing. Not that they spread any 
specific disease—at least not 
in this country—but their bites 
demand scratching which fre­
quently causes secondary In­
fections in the form of sores 
and boils.

To learn where chiggers are 
harbaring. stand a piece of 
black cardboard on end where 
you suspect their presence. If 
after a few moments you see 
tiny yellowish of pinkish mites 
accumulating <>n the upper 
elge, you know it's time to 
check your supply of insecti­
cide.
Chiggers attack lizards. birds, 

snakes, and rodents with the 
same vigor and resourceful­
ness they display in attacking 
humans. No distinction is 
drawn between man and less­
er animal species, which is

hardly complimentar yto us
Homo sapiens.

Light applications of sul­
phur dust on lawns and low
branches of shrubs have been 
used successfully for years to 
control chiggers. Nowadays, 
the new Insecticides such as 
chlorodane and lindane give 
better results. Just follow the 
directions on the label.

A quick word of caution: Be 
sure to avoid unnecessary ex­
posure to the insi-cticide. If 
you spill the concentrated ma­
terial on your skin, wash it off 
immediately. And bp sure to 
keep children and pets out of 
tlte yard until the spray dries.
