The Tahoka Bulldogs, having a 

tough time getting anything going on 
offense, were b a ttled  49-0 by 
Coahoma last week for their third 
straight loss (although they were 
awarded a win when Plains later for­
feited the first game of the season).

IT  T O O K  M E M O R E  than 40 years to get around to it. but 
last week I finally made m y first visit to Knox City, a town 
I once claimed (in desperation) as home.

Last week I made a trip to Seym our and on the w ay back 
I decided to go through Knox City. I don’t realiy know 
anybody in Knox City, except David Counts, our state 
representative, and I didn’t see him out walking around 
town during the 30 minutes or so I was there.

O nce, in 1946, as a freshman in North Texas State 
University at Denton, I stood up in a crowd of about 75 
people and announced that I was from Knox City, although 
I only had a vague idea of the geographical location of that 
city.

In those days, N T  freshmen were required to attend, for 
one hour each week, a class in lib ra ry  service* which was 
supposed to teach dum b freshmen how to use the library. 
Since the d a ss met just for that one hour esK:h week, and 
since there were about 100 freshmen in the dass, the 
te a ch e rd id n ikn ow a n y of the students. Roll was taken by 
turning in a white filing card with your name on it. Many 
freshmen, therefore, not liking to spend even an hour in 
such a boring dass, decided to team up with som eone else 
and take turns attending. I was sHghtly acquainted with a 
fellow student nam ed Dale Graham , and I knew he was 
from Knox CHy. and we took turns going to the d a ss and 
turning in each other's attendance cards.

Th e  teacher realized she was getting about a  hundred 
cards turned In and there were only about 75 persons in 
each d a ss session. So  on a  day when it was m y time to 
attend, she took up the cards, then announced that *maybe 
we aM ought to take a few minutes to get acquainted-! will 
c a l a  few nam es from som e of these cards, and when I call 
your nam e, you stand up and tell us where you are from.”

She called out three or four, and one of them didn’t 
answer, so she just pul that card aside. Then, sure enough, 
she o aled out "Dale G raham ,” and I stood up amid the 
snickers of som e of m y friends, and said *Knox City.” 
Hearing a  few snickers, she asked, ‘Vfhere is Knox City, 
Mr. G ra h a m r and Itokf her it was ”up near W ichita FaUs.” 
Fortunately she dkfnl know the area, and I got away with 
It, and even more fortunately, she didn't call m y real name 
after that. Th e  next week w e both attended dass.

Graham  now lives in the Houston area. It has been so long 
ago that I w ouidnl know him if I saw him. Anyw ay, I dkf a  
goad Job of using facts to ognkise the public on that 
a « M M  but I d o h l want to haar from any of you saying 
thaie  probably what got me started in journalism .

County Residents 
To Pay More Taxes

Lynn County sherifTs officers 
this week recovered more than 
$8,0(X) worth of goods stolen last 
August from a storage house owned 
by Wayne Haichel, north of Tahoka, 
last August 4. Investigation led offi­
cers to a location m Slaton where the 
items were found, and a dqwty said 
seven Slaton juveniles were involved 
in the burglary.

The case will be turned over to 
juvenile authorities, he said, and the 
stolen goods will be returned to the 
owner. Among the items recovered 
werea9-inch Panasonic TV monitor, 
two power amps, police lights, ten 
speakers, including some up to 18 
inches in diameter, and other elec­
tronic equipment.

More irrigation pipe thefts were 
reported, plus other burglaries in 
rural areas during the last week. 
Valton Stephens of Tahoka reported 
that sometinte within the last week or 
so a bam 10 miles northwest of 
Tahoka was burglarized, with stolen 
items including a red Lincoln welder, 
Rego cutting torch and bottles.

BoU>y Joe Smith of R t 4, Lub­
bock. r^o rted  theft of 7(X) feet of 
p ^  from a trailer at a location about 
six miles northwest of New Home 
within the last month. The pipe was 
valued at $1860. The owner reported 
he had located some of the pipe and 
that it had been cut up inao - iioa 
pieces.

Lynn County taxpayers will pay 
increased property taxes this yev  
due to state mandated programs and 
loss of rax base, officials said, ex­
plaining that eight of the 11 taxing 
entities in the county have raised 
property tax rates.

“The increase in eight o f the 
county's taxing entities is due to the 
loss of oil values, no new properties 
in the v ea  and the cost of mandated 
programs that must be met,” said 
Dovie Miller, chief appraisal officer 
of the Lynn County lax appraisal 
districL

In Tahoka a person whose home 
is valued at $40,000 paid $615.43 in 
raxes last year and win pay $643.57 
this year, a  difference of $28.14 to 
achooL d ty , county, hospiral and 
water districta.

the elected offtcuils held accountable 
to the public for the spending of these 
rax dollars. I believe an evaluation of 
our tax rate relative to the surround­
ing community show Tahoka to be 
very efficient in our operations,” 
Solomon said.

The rrrayor cited as the primary 
reasons for the city tax hike in 
Tahoka increased health insurance 
rates for city employees, woikers’

compensation and general operation 
expenses.

City taxes go into the general 
fund which pays for city operations, 
including police and fire protection, 
he said.

City and school districts at 
Wilson also have a tax increase this 
year. According to Mrs. Miller the 
city tax rate rose from 79 cents per 
$1(X) valuation to 83 cents and the 
school district rate climbed from 80 
cents per $1(X) to 85 cenra, causing 
the tax fra an average home, which is 
valuedat$19,l(X). to increase$28.43

O’Doonell’s city tax remained

the same at the rate of 86 cents per 
SKX), but its school rax increased 
from 79 cents to 80 cents,causing a 
home valued $28,000, to increase 
$11.45 this year.

The New Home school district 
tax increased this year from 98 cents 
to $1.05 cents per $100, she added, 
while the city rax remained constant 
at 45 cents. The average valuation of 
a home in New Home is $32,600, and 
the property tax on those homes will 
rise $29.97.

Tax statements will be sent out 
from the county appraisal office in 
the first part of October.
