' I GOT TO THINKING about those purple potatoes from 
down in the Rio Grande Valley and about Father’s Day 
being Sunday, and if there were any way I could relate 
those two topics.

People have been buying potatoes in some Texas 
supermarkets only to discover that under the skin these 
potatoes are purple. The natural reaction is that “this thing 
is no good to eat," and “I ‘m marching right back down to the 
store and throw a big fit."

Personally, I haven’t seen any purple potatoes (and my 
wife does allow me to peel potatoes fairly often), but I might 
be a little leery of one if I sliced into it. However, a vegetable 
specialist with the Texas Agricultural Extension Service 
says they won’t hurt you.

Nugget, which was developed by another Aggie potato 
breeder, the story said.

Grid Coach Resigns; 
Kirkland Named AD

Tahoka ISD Board of Trustees 

accepted the resignation of head foot­
ball coach Joe Paradis Tuesday night 
at its regular board meeting, and voted 
to name head basketball coach Hu Ion 
Kirkland Athletic Director for the 
1991-92 school year. In a full slate of 
agenda, the board also accepted the 
resignation of board trustee Gary 
McCord, hired several new teachers, 
and discussed the new County Edu­
cation District taxing entity and a 
modified block schedule* for junior/ 
senior high school students next year.

The first order of business for the 
board was the swearing in of new 
board member Greg Henley, who 
won the runoff election in June. A 
letter of it^signation was received from 
trustee Gary McCord, which the board 
accepted with regret.

The resignation of Paradis leaves 
the position of head football coach 
open, and Superintendent Dr. Duane 
Carter says Tahoka ISD is in the 
process of seeking someone to fill 
that position. The board voted to name 
Kirkland ^Athletic Director for the 
next school year.

Trustees accepted the resignations 
of high school teachers Lana Daniel 
and Lela Scott, and were informed 
that a teaching contract which was 
approved at last month ’ s board meet­
ing was declined by Sharilyn Ann 
Vemon at the elementary school.

New high school teacher contracts 
approved by the board included Julie 
Cypert for Reading Chapter I, Angie 
Ehlers for typing and computer sci­
ence, and Barbara Foster for English. 
In the elementary school, trustees 
approved teaching contracts for Jana 
Nafzger and Kendra Alison Kericy.

In other business, the board ap­
proved a two-year depository bid 
contract with First National Bank of 
Tahoka. Bookkeeper Loretta Tekell 
reported a balance in all funds of 
$1,256,451 with a 94.5% collection 
of the total tax roll at the endTjf May. 
Trustees approved the paying oi bills, 
with Mike Huffaker, Clint Gardner, 
Delbert McCIeskcy, Brad 
Hammonds, and Greg Henley in fa­
vor, and Juanell Jones abstaining.

The school calendar was dis­
cussed, and the board approved the 
calendar which must support the new

180-day school year as stated by Sen­
ate Bill 351. The first day of school 
for the 1991-92tcrm will be Wednes­
day, Aug. 21, with students and tcac h- 
ers receiving a holiday on Labor Day, 
Sept. 2. The last day of school will be 
May 28, and Homecoming has been 
scheduled for Sept. 22.

Trustees congratulated High 
School Principal Charles Cate for his 
achievements in being awarded the 
TASSPOutstanding Principal Award 
for District 17. He will be presented 
a piaqucat the TASSP Summer Work­
shop in Austin on June 12. Board 
members also heard a report from 
Minnie Lou Ash on Chapter II and 
the Gifted/Talented program.

County Education Districts 
To Set Tax Rates

Dr. Carter informed the board that 
Texas Gov. Ann Richards signed a 
bill into effect Tuesday afternoon 
which approved the organizing of 
County Education Districts (CED) in 
the stale, and requiring each indepen­
dent school district to nominate a 
representative to serve on the CED 
board of trustees.

According to Dr. Carter, the state 
was divided into CEDs by looking at 
the taxable property, and making dis­
tricts large enough so that each County 
Education District would have 
$280,(XX) worth of taxable income. 
Tahoka is in County Education Dis­
trict 6, which includes seven counties 
(Borden, Dawson, Gaines, Lynn, 
Lubbock, Terry and Yoakum) and, 
the 26 independent school districts 
which operate in those counties.

One representative from each of 
these 26 school districts will be named 
to serve on the County Education 
Disuict #6 board of trustees. This 
means that Lubbock ISD, which rep­
resents many schools and a large num­
ber of students, will only be allowed 
one representative and one vote, as 
wilITahokaiSD,Wilson,0’Donnell. 
New Home, and all the other school 
distticts in the CED.

Tahoka ttustces nominated board 
member Clint Gardner to scpresenl 
Tahoka ISD on the 26-mcmbcr CED 
board. He will serve a two-year term 
on that board, which will meet in the 
offices of Lubbock ISD.

Each County Education District

board of urustces will have the au­
thority to set a lax rate for that dis­
trict, collect those funds, and redis- 
unbutc those funds back to the local 
school districts, proportionate to the ir 
Average Daily Attendance count. 
This lax rate must ensure that they 
will collect acenain amountof moiKy 
in each district. The suie is recom­
mending that tax rate to be about 72 
cents.

What this means, for local tax­
payers, is that there will be one more 
taxing entity listed on their tax state­
ment, with the County Education 
Disttict and Tahoka ISD both listed 
as separate entities. However, be­
cause the current lax rate is 80 cents. 
Dr. Carter pointed out that theoreti­
cally the Tahoka ISD lax rale will be 
reduced accordingly, and that tax­
payers will essentially be paying the 
same amount of taxes next year, ex­
cept that it will be split between two 
separate entities.

County Education Districts 
throughout the state will receive a 
notice from the Texas Education 
Agency of how much money must be 
collected from each CED, and then 
each local ISD will supply a property 
tax roll to the CED so that they will 
know how much taxable property is 
in each district.

The CED tax rate will go into 
effect on Sept. 1, 1991. After each 
local school district has named a rep­
resentative to CED 6 (Tahoka’s dis­
trict), then that board will meet and 
set a tax rate. Afu r̂ that rate has been 
determined, then local school dis­
tricts will set their tax rates accord­
ingly.

“If we keep the same lax rate we 
have now (72c CED + 8 0  TiSD= 80c 
total tax rate) then Tahoka should 
receive about SI40,000 more total 
money than we did last year," ex­
plained Dr. Carter. “It is p^siblc that 
wc will not have the tax raised this 
year. According to our Average Daily 
Attendance, which is how the CEDs 
will disuibute funds back to local 
ISDs, wc will be getting more money 
for our school disuict,” he added.

The current tax rates in the other 
Lynn County school districts arc: New 
Home ISD $1.05, O’Donnell ISD

82c, and Wilson ISD 85c.
New Block Schedule 
Set For Hl<h School

High School Principal Charles 
Cate announced a new modif ed block 
schedule will go into effect next year 
for Tahoka J unior/Senior High School 
grades 7-12. All classroom periods 
will be 1-1/2 hours long, with four 
periods a day schcdjiled, and stu­
dents taking eight periods of study on 
alternate days. This is similar to col­
lege course scheduling, where a stu­
dent has a Monday-Wednesday-Fri- 
day schedule and Tuesday-Thursday 
schedule.

As explained by Cate, there will 
be an alternating weekly schedule, 
where a student attends, for example, 
an Englishclass on Monday-Wednes- 
day-Friday the first week, and alter­
nates the second week to attend the 
English class on Tuesday-Thursday. 
These schedules will be categorized 
as A-wcek and B-week, and each 
student will receive a weekly calen­
dar plan showing which classes are 
M-W-F for that week, and which are 
T-Th classes.

In a six-weeks period, each class 
will meet 15 limes in a 1-1/2 hour 
session, which is the same amount of 
lime students spend in class with the 
seven-period class day which was in 
effect this school year. “One of the 
things this scheduling w ill do is al­
low us to spend more lime with the 
 ̂slower students to make sure they are 
keeping up with what the class is 
doing,” says Cate.

“Also, there have been times in 
the past when a student must choose 
between certain courses, because with 
only seven class periods their sched­
uling is limited. With this npw block 
scheduling, we will have eight class 
periods which will give students a 
little more lee-way in selling up their 
schedules,” explained Cate. “We’re 
doing this because I think it is educa­
tionally sound,” he added.
‘ All class periods, including ath­
letic periods, will have a 1-1/2 hour 
lime period. After-school athletic 
activities will not be affected by the 
new block schedule.'

Board members present for the 
meeting were Henley, Jones, 
McCleskey, Hammonds, (Gardner and 
Huffaker, Also present were Super­
intendent Carter, and school person­
nel LofeiiaTckelLCaic, Mike Smith, 
Mrs. Ash, and Molly' Hclmlinger;

The Tahoka Volunteer Fire De­

partment has begun training in a cer­
tification program sponsored by the 
stale, with the objective of raising the 
level of competence of volunteer fire 
fighting personnel by establishing 
minimum standards. Members be­
gan training last week at their regu­
larly scheduled Monday night meet­
ing.

The cerpficalion program for vol­
unteer firemen is not required by the 
state, and members of the Tahoka 
Fire Dept, are participating solely on 
a volunteer basis, according to Clint 
Gardner, member of the department.

Gardner is the Certifying Coordina­
tor for the department, in charge of 
setting up and maintaining all of the 
certification records.

Planning, materials, instnictional 
guides and training manuals are pur­
chased through the Stale Firemen’s 
and Marshals’ Association of Texas, 
and the local fire department must 
have a set of International Fire Safety 
Training Association training manu­
als and maintain current editions as 
they become available.

The Tahoka Fire Dept, is cur­
rently participating in the basic certi­
fication program, which consists of 
162 hours of training. According to

Most of the Company's residence customers in Texas who 
subscribe to one or more of the Custom Calling Service features will 
be affected by theproposed rate restructuring. It is expected that 
the proposed rate restructuring of Custom Calling Services will in­
crease the Company's annual revenues by $15.9 million, which is an 
increase of approximately one half of 1 percent in the Company's 
adjusted revenue for the twelve-month period ending December 
1990. Th e  restructuring will result in an increase in the Custom 
Calling Services rates for approximately 2.5 million residence cus­
tomers and rate decreases for approximately 15,000 residence 
customers. Also, the obsolesence of the optional feature Speed 
Calling 30 will affect approximately 156,000 residence customers.

Gardner, certification in the basic 
program will lake about three years 
for the Tahoka departmenL.

In last week’s training, the group 
gained three hours in fire department 
organization/management, taught by 
Jimmy Woodard. The classes will be 
taught by instructors approved by the 
State Firemen’s and Fire Marshals’ 
Association of Texas, many of whom 
will be local firemen, according to 
Gardner,

“For each training session, we 
will find the best qualified person to 
teach that particular session, and sub­
mit that person’s name for approval 
by the State Association. There are 
also training manuals and other paper 
work which we will send in for certi­
fication approval,” Gardner ex­
plained.

There are 20 members of the 
Tahoka Fire Dept., headed by fire 
chief Steve Miller. According to 
Gardner, the department feels the 
certification program will be an edu­
cational process for the group which 
will raise competency levclsand edu­
cate the men about the many diverse 
areas of fire safely.

The first training session included 
information on departmental history, 
traditions, development and organi­
zation, and operations and policies of 
the fire department. Other areas which 
will be covered include forcible en­
try, rope and portable extinguishers, 
fire service ladder practices, fire hose 
practices, salvage and overhaul, fire 
stream practices, fire apparatus prac­
tices, ventilation practices, rescue 
operations, inspection practices, and 
more.

There are 162 hours of training 
required for basic certification, and 
an additional 122 hours required for 
intermediate. To be certified in the 
advanced program, a fireman must 
have 471 total hours of training.

Funds to purchase the training 
manuals and other required items for 
the certification process will come 
from several sources, such as money 
raised from the annual firemen’s fish 
fry held in Tahoka and donations to 
the fire department. The department 
operates on funds from the city and 
county, and a portion of those funds 
may be designated for the certifica­
tion program.

In an effort to provide a more 
suitable environment for the training 
of its members, the Tahoka Fire Dept, 
is currently accepting offers on a pool 
table and snooker table which be­
longs to the department, and will use 
the money raised from the sale of 
these items to purchase a meeting 
table and chairs for the department’s 
use.

“We need a large table and chairs 
for the firemen to use, especially in 
these training sessions,” said Gardner. 
“ As this certif ̂ cation program wi 11 be 
an on-going process, we feel that this 
would be money well-spent,” he 
added.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS
SP EC IA L E L E C TIO N  

A U G U S T  10. 1991

PROPOSITION NO. 1 ON THE BALLOT
Senate Joint Resolution 42 proposes a constitutional amendment 

that would authorize the newly created county education districts to 
hold elections to exempt from ad valorem taxation a percentage 
of the market value of the residence homestead of a married or un­
married adult. The percentage exempted could not exceed 20% of 
such market value, and the amount exempted could not be less than 
$5,0(X). The amendment would also authorize county education dis­
tricts to hold elections to exempt from ad valorem taxation not less 
than $3,000 of the market value of the residence homestead of a 
disabled person or a person sixty-five years of age or older. Finally, 
the amendment would authorize elections in county education districts 
for the taxation of certain tangible personal property exempted from 
ad valorem taxation by the legislature.

, The proposed amendment will appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment to allow the voters of a 
county education district to adopt certain exemptions from 
the district’s ad valorem taxation for residence homesteads 
and to provide for the taxation of certain tangible personal 
property.’’

PROPOSITION NO. 2 ON THE BALLOT
Senate Joint Rcsolut'on 5 proposes a constitutional amendment 

that would allow the legislature to pass general laws authorizing Texas 
Higher Education Coordinating Board or its successor to issue and 
sell up to $3(X) m llion of general obligation bonds'to finance educa­
tional loans to students. The maximum net effective interest rate to 
be borne by the bonds wou'd be set by law. The amendment would 
also authorize the legislature to p ov de for the investment of bond 
proceeds and to establish an interest and sinking fund to pay the 
bonds and provide for the investment of such Tfund. Bonds authorized 
under this amendment would be paid from the first money coming 
into the treasury in each fiscal year that is not otherwise appropriated 
by the constitution, less any amount in an interest and sinking fund 
established at the end of the preceding year that is pledged to the 
payment of the bonds 6r interest.

The proposed amendment will apjjear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment providing for the issuance 
of general obligation bonds to provide educational loans to 
students.”
