How much does it cost resi-
dents of the county in taxes for
every dollar that comes back in
the form of Federal aid?

On the basis of data gathered
from the Tax Foundation, from
the Treasury Department and
other agencies, the cost locally
is less than the grants-in-aid
that are provided.

Of the total collected in taxes
in Bailey County in the past fis-
cal year, approximately $386,000
went to Washington for the Fed-
eral aid program. What came
back in the way of grants was
an estimated $444,000.

The figures are a breakdown
of national data on a state-by-
state basis. They show tax pay-
ments of $361,700,000 going to
