Several assault incidenti, mostly 
involving family members, and a traf- 
He accident jn the city of Tahoka 
were investigated by Tahoka Police 
Dept, during the last week. The 
sketchy wreck report was the first 
received by The Lynn County News 
uader a new state law which prohib­
its law officers from giving out names 
of persons involved in traffic acci­
dents.

(In the last legislative session, a 
bill was passed which prohibits offic­
ers from giving out names and spe­
cific addresses in traffic accidents to 
newspapers or other media. The bill 
by a Houston legislator supposedly 
was intended to prevent “ambulance- 
chasing lawyers and chiropractors'' 
from getting information on persons 
involved in accidents and then con­
tacting them and offering their ser­
vices.

(In effecL the law blocks newspa­
pers from reporting the news in re­
gard to traffic accidents. The Texas 
Press Assn, and some of the Slate's 
larger newspapers are seeking to get 
the law overturned.)

Ha says the program IS fiee! with 
all materials provided,' and is an 
organized, structured, informative 
program which gives a good basic 
orientation to citizens, of what police 
departments can and cannot do. He 
organized three Citizens Academy 
classes whik in the Pampa Police 
Dapaitmem prior to  taking the«hkf 
position in Tahtdca. and says the 
program worked well there.

The police c h k f will instruct 
some of the class sessions, he says, 
but there will also be guest 
instructors. Certificates will be 
presented to those who complete the 
course, and they will then be known 
as Citizens Academy Alumni.

“The Alumni group works 
d irectly  with the local police 
department in acconqilishing things 
that need to be done, such as a 
neighborhood watch and park watch 

. and o ther crim e prevention 
program s. We want citizen 
involvement -  we are your police 
department, and we are working for 
you,” Chalice said.

”1110  right person in this 
positioa caaprovide a  major input in 
de ie iring  juven ile  delinquent 
activity, and we are hopefiil that this 
grant win be approved soon. The 
school superintendent has been very 
cooperative, the city council hs» 
been very supportive, and we are 
excited about such an opportunity,” 
said the chkf.

Within the local department. 
Chance said, all police officers have 
now completed additional training 
on “juvenik sueet law” in orxkr to 
help address the problem of juvenik 
delinquency here.

Also, a program which has been 
implemented during the last two 
months is one that lets the parents of 
juveniles know when their child is 
involved in law enforcem ent 
situations.

“Any time our officers deal with 
juveniles m any maimer other than 
positive situations, we document that 
on a department form and send that 
form to their parents,” said Chance. 
He added that because of citizen 
input, the department will change 
that policy somewhat, by not only 
sending the form to the parents, but 
also keeping one copy of the form on 
fik  at the local police department as 
well as sending a copy to juvenik 
probation authorities and school 
authorities.

“We are working on the problem 
... just give us a chance to implement 
these program s,” Chance said. 
“Every member of this community 
should demand the highest standards 
of professionalism from this police 
department, and we are striving to 
provide that,” added the chkf.

He added, however, that t b ^  is 
more to stopping the problem of 
juvenile delinquency than just the 
police efforts, such as recreational 
program s offering  alternative 
activ itks for youth, supervisory 
after-school program s which 
provide safe places for childien to 
loun and play while parenu are at 
work, and menloring programs.

In other business at the city 
council meeting, two citizens were 
present to acknowledge the progress 
made on traffic control signs being
placed within the city. Philip and 
Dana Barnett, who at a previous 
meeting expressed concern over the 
lack of stop signs and other traffic 
control signs in the city, told the 
council they did see progress, and 
appreciated the efforts of the city in 
placing the new signs.

Council members awarded a bid 
to Plains Roofing in Lubbock for 
repairing the roof at city hall. No 
lo(»l bids were submitted for the 
project, according to City 
Administrator Jerry Webster.

The wildlife habitat cover benefit 
factor has been revised since the last 
sign-up to recognize the improved 
benefits of certain covers. The air 
quality factor has also been changed, 
and to encourage C R P’s cost 
competitiveness.an additional 
factor was added to the cost factor.

ParticipaiMs must establish a cover 
on the land that is accepted into CRP. 
They receive cost-share assistance 
for establishing the cover, as vvell as.
