No Citizens 
Attend School 
Tax Rate Hearing
;• The public hearing for citizen input 
cioied without so much as a whisper last 
iTiursday evening, as no citizens attended 
the meeting of the Tahoka Independent 
School District Board of Trustees as they 
convened to hear local concerns about 
the tax rate. Trustees have proposed leav­
ing the tax rate at the same level-for this 
year, at$1.32per$100of property value. 
Because the revenue raised from local tax 
funds will be higher than last year due to 
a hike in property values by the Lyim 
County Appraisal District, the hearing 
was required by law.

Following the hearing, trustees met 
in regular session for routine business. In 
a 6-1 motion, U SD  trustees set a meeting 
for Tuesday, Aug. 25 at 7:30 a.m. in the 
Harvick Educational Center to adopt the 
1998 tax rate. Trustee Joe Calvillo voted 
against the motion.

Monthly bills were approved, a text­
book custodian was appointed, and a re­
vised teacher appraisal calendar was ap­
proved as presented. Business Manager 
Ken Eudy reported thait as of July 31, the 
1997 tax collection totaled $989,464.98 
which is 96.68 percent complete.

The next regular meeting of the board 
was scheduled forThursday, Sept. 10 at 8 
p.m.

All seven trustees were present for 
the hearing and meeting, irxluding Greg 
Henley, Carmen Chapa, Brad Hammonds, 
Ginger Henry, Ty Askew, Leighton Knox 
Jr., and Calvillo, as well as district ad­
ministrative staff.

Beer/Wine Issue Brings High 
Turnout For Early Voting

Early voting num bers were high 
in the Local Option Election for the 
City o f  W ilson, with 44 voters cast­
ing their ballots, according to elec­
tion officials. At the time o f the count, 
only one hour remained in the early 
voting period, which closed at 3 p.m. 
Tuesday.

Polls will be open from 7 a.m. 
until 7 p.m. on election day, Satur­
day, Aug. 22 at W ilson City M ercan­
tile for registered voters residing 
within the city o f W ilson to decide 
whether to legalize the sale o f  beer 
and wine within the city.

Approxim ately 200 registered 
voters live in the city of Wilson, 
according to voter registration rolls, 
92 o f whom signed a petition to bold 
the election. If  approved by majority 
vote in the election, beer and wine 
may be sold within W ilson city limits

by anyone with the proper permits, 
both packaged beer for consumption 
off-premises and by-the-drink ser­
vice to be consumed on the premises.

According to election rules, a 
majority vote means that just one 
vote can make a difference in the 
outcome of the election. Election 
Judge Robert Abbe noted that no 
ballots will be counted until the polls 
close at 7 p.m., and the results will be 
posted as soon as possible on the door 
o f  the Wilson Mercantile building.

If the election passes, it will be 
the first time beer and wine may be 
sold legally within Lynn County since 
prohibition was passed in a 1915 
county election. This is the first local 
option election to be held in the county 
to offer voters the opportunity to le­
galize the sale o f alcoholic bever­
ages.

Week’long IVaining School

Local fire fighter? anended the 69th 
Annual Texas Municipal Training School 
held at the Brayton Fire Training F i ^ d ^  
the Texas AAM University Campus in 
College Station. The week long training 
was attended by Shoo Overton and Jimmy 
Woodard of the Tahoka Volunteer Fire 
Depaitment and Kelly Livingston of the 
Wilson Volunteer Fire Depaitment.
This year the municipal session had over 
2000 students and 300 instructors, all 
volunteer firefighters, in attendance.

“They came from all over the state. 
It doesn’t matter how large or small the 
department." stated Billy Parker, Pro­
gram Manager for Urban Search and 
Rescue at the school. He went on to state. 
“This school is the largest firefighter train­
ing in the world. These students and in­
structors take vacation time to spend this 
week learning and practicing the skills 
that will be used back in the firefighters’ 
hometowns. They can have the skills to 
safely do their jobs. Their neighbors re­
ceive the benefit of a better trained de­
partment.’’

“This was my first time there.” said 
Overton. “It’s fun and really educational. 
The SCBA (self-contained breathing ap­
paratus) is good training, along with the 
field operations.”

Instructors are experienced 
firefighters with most having attended 
the school as students prior to being asked

to begin instructing. Most have been in­
structing for several yean. *The technol- 
ogy of fire suppression continues to im­
prove. “The instructors are some of the 
best at what they do,” Parker said.

“This training helps a firefighter 
understand the capabilities aixi limita­
tions of his skills and equipment," stated 
Livingston. *The training iii tactics and 
actual practice helps us maximize the 
equipment available in our departments. 
Safety of the firefighter is stressed at all 
times.”

On July 1,1997 the Insurance Ser­
vice Organization was assigned by the 
Texas Legislators to maintain the classi­
fication of MunicipaUties and Fire De­
partments in Texas. “This classification 
is the determining factor for setting the 
cost of fire protection part of home and 
commercial building owners insurance. 
The classification is calculated at 5S% of 
the points from the local fire department’s 
equipment, training, and record of sup­
pressing fire losses. A city’s classifica­
tion is improved each time firefighters 
attend training schools,” stated Woodard. 
“The cost of fire insurance is reduced 
each time a city’s classification is im­
proved. We just need more firemen to 
attend this training.”

The training field is used through 
the year with about 28,000 students a 
year in attendance. Parker said he ex­
pected that number to increase soon. The 
field recently was selected by the U.S. 
Congress to serve as the site for the Na­
tional Emergency Resixmse and Rescue 
Training Center. The center is charged 
with preparing first responders to handle 
situations involving weapons of mass 
destruction. The Texas Engineering Ex­
tension Service has responsibility for run­
ning the school. Other smaller special­
ized schools are held for fire fighters 
throughout Texas.

Census Workers Needled ' , • 
To Canvass County Addresses

II i

The regional office of the U.S. Cen­
sus Bureau is gearing up for an “address 
listing” project throughout West Texas 
— and it means lots of jobs will be 
available for local residents. Scheduled 
to begin in late September, the project 
will send out census field workers into 
every county in West Texas, including 
Lynn, to physically list all household 
addresses and thereby update Census 
Bureau maps.

"The work will mainly be on week­
ends and evenings, so we’re looking not 
only for people who are unemployed or 
who are retirees, we’re also looking for 
people who want to schedule census work 
around their current employment.” ex­
plains regional recruiter Donna Stovall.

Full-time and part-time jobs are 
available in two categories of work; (I) 
Census Field Workers, earning $5.73 per 
hour, who will develop address lists; and 
(2) Crew Leaden, earning $8.50 and up 
per hour, who will manage teams of Cen­
sus Field Worken.

As local people know theirowncom- 
munities better than anyone else, the Cen­
sus Bureau especially hopes to find work­
e n  who reside in the communities where 
the fieldwork will be conducted. More­
over, the Bureau it seeking individuals

who are not afraid to contact people and 
ask them questions. “This is not an office 
job, it’s out in the field locating addresses 
and conducti ng door-to-door interviews." 
Stovall emphasizes.

Applicants must pass a written exam 
of basic skills. The testing has started in 
Lubbock and will be conducted in other 
areas and other locations throughout West 
Texas. Work begins in late September 
and continues through mid-November. 
Employees will be paid to attend a train­
ing session and will be reimbursed 31 
cents per mile for using their own vehicle 
for fieldwork.

To qualify, applicants must be at 
least 18 year old and U.S. citizens. They 
should not have a conviction other than 
for a minor traffic violation; and they 
should not be currently employed as a tax 
collector/assessor or law enforcement 
official. Men bom before 12/31/59 must 
be registered with the Selective Service. 
Employees must pass a security and em­
ployment reference check.

Dear Editor
I am writing this letter because I am 

concerned about the .upcoming alcohol 
dection here in Wilson. I am not writing 
to condemn the use (^alcohol, the people 
who have chosen to consume alcohol, nor 
tile people who make their living with the 
sale of alcoholic beverages. I am only 
writing this out of concern for this com­
munity as a whole and its most important 
resource, our youth.

I have lived here all of my life and 
have always been proud to be from Wil­
son. But our community has undergone 
many changes in the last few years, and 
those make me a little more leery of 
bragging these days. Our school has been 
through more that its share of turmoil in 
the last few years. Only a few months 
have passed since the tragic murder of 
one of our own young people in our city 
park. Take a walk in the city park and see 
the beer cans and bottles that litter the 
grass and read the graffiti that has de­
faced the picnic tables our Lion’s Q ub 
worked so hard to build. Remember the 
one night of vandalism hat occurred sev­
eral mqnths ago that took some people 
days to clean up? Drive up and down the 
back streets and see the trash and junk 
piled up around almost everywhere. Drive 
around during school hours and see young 
people walking the streets instead of tak­
ing the opportunity to get an education to 
better themselves. Does anybody care? 
Does anybody care enough to do some­
thing about it?

I do care but have been as guilty as 
anyone about not doing more about it. 
But as tbe issue of legalizing the sale of 
alcohol in this community is being brought 
to a vote, I feel that I should no longer be 

- silent. I have seen copies of the petition 
and must admit that I was a little taken 
back as to some of the names that ap­
peared on it. But just as those citizens 
have a right to their say and vote in this 
election, so do the citizens whose views 
and opinions differ from theirs. That is 
what makes living in a democracy so 
great.

My concern with this issue is the 
fact that the alcohol will find its way into 
the hands of too many minors in this 
community.That is another temptation 
that does not need to be dangled in front 
of our youth as many arc already strag­
gling with the often harsh realities of life. 
The legal drinking age in this state is 21 
andmost21 yearoldshavea validdriver’s 
license that allows them to drive the few 
short miles to an already established busi­
ness where they can purchase whatever

beverage thy choose. jHow many citizens 
in tills community do w>t at least drive on 
Highway 87 or to Slaton at some point 
during the wreck?

One of the most in^witant lessons 
that I always triad to impress upon my 
kids it  that they always have a choioe. But 
along ̂ t h  the choices they make, comes 
the responsibility and consequence. So 
they best be prqwred to accqM the re­
sponsibilities and be ready to suffer the 
consequences of their choices. What I 
basically want to do is to urge the citizens 
of Wilson to go vote on August 22. You 
will be making achoice with the way you 
cast your vote. Are you ready to accept 
the responsibility and suffer the conse­
quences????
