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field* to m ake longer rows and thus
reduce tu rn-around tim e at the ends 
of the rows. C leaner farming, which 
m eans better fanning, w il l  be neces­
sary. This will In* accomplished by 
m ore thorough tillage and more 
careful and more frequent cu ltiva­
tion so that at the tim e or harvest 
there  w on't be any weeds or grass to 
bring down the grade of cotton ”

Mechanical pickers operate most 
efficiently in cotton w ith few open 
bolls near the ground; bolls higher 
up the stalk are more desirable. 
P lan t breeders are at w ork now in 
developing cotton Jhat will have 
these desirable qualities. Experts 
also are at w ork to develop ways for 
controlling growth of weeds and 
grass after the final cultivation, such 
as Johnson grass, w ater grass pnd 
o ther vegetation that comes up after 
the last plowing. These not only 
reduce harvesting efficiency, but 
they entangle the lin t and p roduct 
grassy bales which are penalized at 
tim e of sale.

That the m echanical cotton picker 
is necessary if the cotton-growing 
industry of this country is to survive 
is the opinion expressed by Ray P ro­
vost, field m anager for the Produc­
ers Oil Company, operating onp of 
the largest cotton farms in Cali­
fornia. Says Provost:

“ It is my opinion that m echaniza­
tion of our cotton crop is not only 
desirable from an economic point 
of view, but it is necessary if we 
wish to survive In our industry. The 
fu ture of cotton is in the hands of 
the cotton grower, and I am certain  
the growers will be able to meet the 
challenge of foreign growth and 
syifthetic com petition.”

U nder the  new school law, 
com m only known as th e  G llm er- 
Alken Law, and  know n offic ia l­
ly as the  M inimum Foundation  
School Law, all school d istric ts 
lxy C allahan  county will be re ­
quired to con tribu te more th a n  
they  have in the  past for m a in ­
ten an ce  of schools In th e  local 
d istric ts.

U nder the  old S ta te  Aid E qual­
ization  Law, each d is tric t was 
charged  w ith fifty cen ts of the 
local tax  for m ain tenance and 
fifty  cen ts was allowed for 
sink ing  fund requirem ent U n­
der the  new law. each school 
d is tr ic t Is charged w ith a fixed 
am o u n t as its con tribu tion  for 
th e  m ain tenance of schools In 
the  d istric t.

All schools of the  s ta te  will 
be required to raise forty  five 
m illion dollars for school m a in ­
tenance.

In  determ in ing  the  tax  paying 
ab ility  of each county In order 
to  arrive a t th e  sum each  coun ­
ty m ust raise, the  S ta te  C om ­
m issioner of Education shall 
consider the  county valuation, 
scholastic population, value of 
m an u fac tu red  products, m in ­
erals, ag ricu ltu ra l products, pay ­
rolls of both  re ta il and  whole­
sale estab lishm ents and  o ther 
service establishm ents.

The economic Index figure a s ­
signed to C allahan  county by 
th e  S ta te  Com m issioner of Edu­
ca tion  Is 103 T his index figure 
Is m ultip lied  by 45 million, the 
am o u n t to be charged  to the 
s ta te , and  will result In am ount 
charged  aga in st the  county, 
w hich is $46,350.

To determ ine the  am ount 
each  d istric t Is required to con ­
tr ib u te  the  following m ethod Is 
used: Divide the  to ta l s ta te  and 
coun ty  valuations of each school 
d is tric t by the  com bined s ta te  
and  county valuations of all 
school d istric ts  In the  county, 
th e  resu lt being the  school d is­
tr ic ts ’ percentage of th e  coun­
ty  valuations. T his percentage 
is m ultiplied by the $46,350, the 
am o u n t to be raised by the 
county , and  giving the  am ount 
to  be raised by each school d is­
tr ic t.

By d istricts, th e  following 
am oun ts over th a t  w hich was 
required under the old law will 
be charged to  each d istric t by 
th e  S ta te  Com m issioner of Edu­
cation.

Donations From Callahan County Helps 
To Give Financial Assistance to Polio Patie

J L. Farm er, ch a irm an  of the 
C allahan  County C hap ter of the 
N ational Foundation  for In fa n ­
tile Paralysis, said today th a t 
while no polio cases had  been 
reported  here th is  year, a few 
p a tien ts  are being assisted fln- 
anfclally by the  local M arch of 
Dimes C hapter.

' Polio is a long-term  disease," 
he declared. "Long a fte r Out­
breaks have subsided a certa in  
num ber of p a tien ts  require m edi­
cal trea tm en t. The local C hapter 
h as  provided financial assistance 
am ounting  to $257.52 In the last 
year to  underw rite continuing 
care for those who needed It.

"W hat we are try ing to do here 
is p a rt of a nation-w ide s tru g ­
gle ag a in s t In fan tile  paralysis. 
The Incidence th is  year following 
the  h igh  Incidence of 1948 is u n ­
precedented in the history of the 
disease in the  U nited Statea. 
Never before have we had two 
such bad polio years in a row."

Judge Farm er said national 
headquarte rs dt the Foundation 
reports th is  sum m er's polio case 
ra te  and  M arch of Dimes expen­
d itu res for polio care are for 
ahead of last sum m er’s n e a r -re ­
cord to ta ls  for th is tim e of the 
year.

"The situation  Is certain ly  a 
serious one." he declared, but 
the  N ational Foundation will 
take w hatever steps may be re ­
quired to insure th a t no sufferer 
form  in fan tile  paralysis need go 
w ithout proper medical care for
lack of funds."

Mr. F arm er said the  local

c h a p te r’s carry -over case 
from o th er years Illustrated 
of the m ost serious prob 
facing the  N ational Founda 

" I t looks,” he said, "as If 
y ea r’s epidem ic will be as c 
as last y ea r’s when $17.00 
was spen t for m edical 
alone. The cost of tak ing  cai 
1948 p a tien ts  still needing 
in 1949 will cost add itional 
lions. W hat will the carry - 
of 1949 Into 1950 be?"

Locally, he added, the C01 
C hap ter pledged Itself to 
everything w ith in  Its pow’e 
lessen the  im pact of the b 
if polio should strike th is a 

"T here 's no way of previ 
ing an  epidem ic,” he said, 
least no scientifically  prt 
way. But we can do m uch to 
duce crippling  and fatalities 
being properly prepared 4 
personnel and  facilities 
prom pt m odern care. We i 
can observe simple h ea lth  i 
cau tions recom m ended by 
h ea lth  au tho rities and  the P 
tonal Foundation ."

C hap ter officers are work 
In close cooperation w ith ho; 
tal and  public h ea lth  offlc 
to Insure th a t adequate eqi 
m ent and  specially tra ined  p 
sonnet were im m ediately av 
able in rase  of a crisis, he s:
