around the hospital, where he 
has had lots of visitors.

"He is feeling good," his 
mother said. "He has a good 
outlook. I won't permit him to 
feel sorry for himself."

His mother always told him 
not to be sad but instead to use 
his brain. "School is his hobby," 
she said. "He loves it. He only 
needed three classes to com­
plete his senior year, but he 
took seven."

Jonathan likes to read and 
go to movies, and it doesn't 
seem surprising that his fa­
vorite recent film is "Forest 
Gump."

But unlike Forrest, who had 
to run for safety from some of 
his classm ates, Jonathan's 
friends helped watch out for 
him all those years he went to 
school in Muleshoe, his mother 
said. And his teachers also were 
supportive.

Like Forrest, Jonathan is 
going to college, but not on an 
athletic scholarship. He has 
never been able to participate 
in sports.

He plans to major in psy­
chology at the University of 
Houston, where he has been 
accepted for admission August 
10. "He'll be well by then," his 
mother said with determina­
tion.

Both mother and son recog­
nize the obvious and subtle 
disadvantages of Johathan's

handicap, but both agree that it 
has its positive aspects.

"He stays in more. He's not 
in trouble. I know where he is," 
his mother said. "He grew up 
handicapped and he has ac­
cepted it. It doesn’t get him 
down."

How does Jonathan view 
what has happened to him? "I 
am a Christian," he said. "God 
has given me this so I can prove

I can go through life with it."
Jonathan, who is a member 

of the Calvary Baptist Church, 
has lived in Muleshoe all his 
life.

His father is Freddie Flores, 
and he has a sister, Becky, age 
14, and a brother, Gabe, age 
11.

His grandmother is LaVeme 
Adrian and his great-grand­
mother is Virginia Merrell.

Rohypol an inexpensive drug is moving into Texas quickly
AUSTIN —  A drug which 

had previously only been seen 
along the Mexican border has 
now spread northw ard in 
Texas.
; According to a news re­
lease from the Texas Commis­
sion on Alcohol and Drug 
Abuse, youth are "getting 
roached," —  using Rohypnol 
(flunitrazepam), an inexpen­
sive sedative purchased in 
Mexico, to heighten the effect 
of alcohol and to drug girls for 
gang rape initiations.

Disinhibition is the intended 
effect when women are given 
the drug without their consent 
by adding it to their drinks.

M anufactured by H off­
mann-LaRoche and a member 
of the benzodiazepine family, 
Rohypnol is moving northward 
in Texas very quickly. It is a 
legal drug in much of the world, 
but it is illegal in the United 
States.

A lthough chem ically  
Rohypnol is a "downer" ( used 
for the short-term treatment of 
insomnia), it has a paradoxical 
effect, and users can become 
aggressive and do things like 
slam dancing, which can be 
physically damaging since 
participants do not know when 
they are hurt.

It produces amnesia and is 
sometimes known as "The 
Forget Pill." Rohypnol also is 
called Rophynol, Rophies, 
Ruffies and Roche or, in Texas, 
R-2, Mexican Valium, Rib or 
Rope.

Rohypnol is sold for $2.50 
to $5 per pill.The number of 
cases reported by the state 
police lab on the lower border 
involving Rohypnol has gone 
from 31 in 1991, to 53 in 1992, 
124 in 1993 and 197 in 1994.

This year, through March 
24, there were 64 reported 
cases. In February, more than 
57,000 tablets of Rohypnol, 
packaged in bubble packs, were 
seized in McAllen, along with 
53 pounds of marijuana.

The drugs were obtained in 
Mexico and were destined for 
Florida. Also that month, more 
than 52,000 tablets, packaged 
loosely in plastic bags and lo­
cated inside a car door, were 
seized in Louisiana.

The drug has now become 
popular in the Houston area, 
and an Austin area school dis­
trict reported recently that it 
was "all over" the schools.

Reports of Rohypnol abuse 
in the United States were first 
documented in June 1993. At 
that time, Roypnol was seen

only in South Florida, where it 
has now become the fastest 
growing drug problem.

Its use has spread through 
Florida and west in Alabama 
and Mississippi. Although use 
of the drug is relatively new to 
the United States, it was in­
troduced in Europe in the 
1970s.

Use is almost always in 
combination with beer and 
other drugs. Experts warn that 
it could be a gateway to use of 
harder drugs and other combi­
nations of drugs. Many of the 
users are involved in gangs.

Once physical dependence 
has developed, abrupt termi­
nation of the drug will result in 
withdrawal symptoms, such as 
headache, muscle pain, ex­
treme anxiety, tension rest­
lessn ess , con fusion  and 
irritablitity.

Higher doses may induce 
amnesia. Adverse behavioral 
effects indbde restlessness, 
agitation, irritability, aggres­
siveness and, more rarely, 
deslusion, rages, nightmares, 
hallucinations, psychoses and 
inappropriate behavior.

W ithdrawal seizures can 
take place seven or more days 
after use ceases. Clients in 
treatment require medical de­

toxification. Withdrawal con­
sists of tapering off while us­
ing other benzodiazephines.

One of the objectives of the 
Texas Commission on Alco­
hol and Drug Abuse is to pro­
vide information on the inci­
dence and prevalence of sub­
stance use, problems and unmet 
needs across the state.

AUSTIN -  When Charlotte 
Travis of San Antonio became 
the Texas PTA president in 
November 1994, she knew her 
two-year administration would 
be one of the most challenging 
in recent history.

She knew that within the first 
six months she held office, the 
entire Texas Education Code 
would be rewritten, and the 
800,000-member Texas PTA 
had made it quite clear that 
parents must become more in­
volved in the education pro­
cess.

Now that the 74th Legisla­
ture has completed its business, 
Travis reflects on the PTA's 
impact on the Ratliff-Sadler 
Education Reform Act as 
signed by Gov. George Bush.
: "The Texas PTA provided a 
great deal of information to 
legislators regarding parental 
rights as they relate to their 
children's education," Travis 
said.

"We also tried to provide 
substantial information prov­
ing thatchildren whose parents 
play an active role in their 
education are more likely to be 
successful."

In order to get parents to 
become more involved, PTA 
had several goals.

First, it wanted parents to be 
included on the school district 
decision-making committee to 
help plan for student success.

This goal was accomplished, 
and assurance was given that

parents will continue to have 
an active role on site-based de­
cision-making committees.

A second victory came with 
the requiring of an organized 
parent-teacher organization on 
every campus.

Texas PTA believes that in 
order for parents to be repre­
sented on site based decision­
making com m ittees, there 
should be an organized parent- 
teacher organization on every 
campus to select representatives 
to these committees and to ex­
pect these representatives to be 
accountable to all parents con­
nected with each campus.

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The farm bill 
under the gun

Engagement

Congress and the President 
are sharpening the axe. The 
Federal Budget is flopping 
around on the capital house 
kill floor like a crippled octo­
pus. Politicians are swinging 
wildly, slashing at the tentacles, 
wily nilly. Public radio, wool 
subsidies, school lunches,army 
basis, congressional retirement 
. . .  oops, strike that last one.

There is so much whacking, 
chopping and flashing of mir­
rors that it's hard to see what's 
really happening. Much thun­
derous speechifying threatens 
cuts in welfare, social security 
and Medicare. When the smoke 
clears and we realize they aren't 
really serious about cutting the 
big entitlement programs, ag­
ricultural subsidies will be up 
for examination.

Agricultural payments for 
1995 are budgeted at $6.5 bil­
lion. Most is in the form of 
deficiency payments to wheat 
and com farmers. These ag 
subsidies come with so many 
strings attached that farmers, 
or their wives have become 
experts at filling out forms 
longer than the Old Testament.

The merits of the ag subsidy 
programs can be debated. But 
the obvious proof that they are 
successful is that today's farmer 
makes a living selling wheat 
and com at the same price they 
did twenty years ago in real 
dollars.

That proof is the underlying 
reason I think Congress will 
not mess much with the Farm 
Bill. The unspoken CHEAP 
FOOD POLICY.

Lest we think that Congress 
maintains ag subsidies because 
they think farmers are noble 
and have a right to a good liv­
ing, think again. At less than 
2% of the population, we are 
not even a voting block. There 
are less of us than there are left

handed graduated of Billy 
Bob's Bull Riding School for 
the Gifted.

No, the voting block Con­
gress has always sought to 
please is the food buying pub­
lic. Those consumers who pay 
only 12% of their income for 
food. That's less than many 
spend on housing, taxes, 
transportation, therapy, off 
track betting or cable TV! They 
resent the weekly food bill 
taking up any more of their 
disposable income.

Our biennial Farm Bill is 
designed to stabilize com­
modity prices by always as­
suring overproduction . It 
guarantees the citizens that 
even though we may become 
dependent on other countries 
for oil, timber, cars, micro­
chips, shoes, ties, VCR's, steel, 
rubber or bus boys, our coun­
try will always be able to feed 
itself.

Without ag subsidies farm­
ing would become a boom and 
bust, supply and dem and 
business. It would eventually 
consolidate the power of com­

In order to enforce these 

parental rights, each board of 
trustees must adopt a grievance 
procedure to address each 
complaint received concerning 
violation of a right guaranteed 
by this chapter.

"This 'list' is not exclusive 
and does not limit parental 
rights under the law," Travis 
said. "We praise legislators for 
including a PTA belief in SB1:

'Parents are partners with 
educators, administrators ant; 
school district boards of trust­
ees in their children's educa­
tion. Parents shall be encour­
aged to actively participate in 
creating and implementing 
educational programs for their 
children.'"

Travis believes this is a big 
step for the legislature, and it 
does put a tremendous burden 
of responsibility onTexas PTA, 
the state's largest child advo­
cacy organization.

"Now it's up to us as parents 
to see that all of this really takes 
place out there in every school 
in the state," Travis said.

and training facilities have been 
approved, this information will 
be released to the public. We 
will be issuing periodic up­

dates to keep the public in­
formed on policies and proce­
dures as they are developed."

When application request 
cards for licenses are avail­
able, which is expected to be

mid-August, they will be dis­
tributed to all areas of the state, 
Wilson said. Applicants who 
meet the basic qualifications 
will be able to submit these 
request forms to the DPS at 
that time.

"A complete application 
packet will be furnished to

Engagement
those who request it," Wilson 
said. "That application, with 
required forms and fees, may 
be submitted to the Depart­
ment after September 1. The 
validity of the information pro­

vided in the application will be 
verified by a background in­
vestigation conducted by the 
Department."

The Director also stressed 
that under the new concealed 
handgun law, a private or pub­
lic employer has the right to

prohibit those with concealed 
handgun licenses from carry­
ing a concealed weapon on the 
premises of the business.
