Burn ban in effe^ 
for Lynn County

'  Lynn County Commission­
ers initiated a 90-day bum ban 
for Lynn County at Monday 
morning’s regular session, im­
plementing the bum ban from 
now. until Feb. 22, 2011. The 
bum ban prohibits all outdoor 
burning, with the exception of 
household trash confined to a 
metal barrel or underground fire 
pH, in the unincorporated areas 
of the county for 90 days.

TASB/TASA release statewide
superintendent salary survey

A recent survey of district 
trends in superintendents’ sala­
ries and ^nehts was released by 
the Texas Association of School 
Boards (TASB) and Texas As­
sociation of School Administra­
tors (TASA). The TASB/TASA 
survey, conducted annually by 
the TASB HR Services divi­
sion, is the first of a series of 
four reports that is the most de­
finitive study of compensation 
and benefits practices in Texas. 
Tbe information is used by poli­
cymakers at both the local and 
state level to make decisions 
about educators’ pay.

The average superintendent 
salary for 2010-11 is $120,689, a 
2.8 percent increase from 2009- 
10. Average superintendent 
salaries range from $83,729 in 
districts with fewer than 500 
students to $276,545 in districts 
with more than 50,000 students. 
Half of reported salaries are less 
than $105,000.

In Lynn County, the four 
school districts have a diverse 
salary range. Tahoka ISD has a 
new superintendent with a sal­
ary of $120,000 and a car allow- 
aiKe of $7,000. O’Donnell ISD 
Superintendent has been with

the district for 1-1/2 years, and 
has a salary of $85,000. New 
Home ISD’s superintendent has 
been with the district for 9 years 
and has a salary of $74,250 
and $250/month vehicle allow­
ance. Wilson ISD currently has 
an interim superintendent, and 
therefore has nothing current to 
report for a superintendent sal­
ary package.

Ninety percent erf respon­
dents (700) in the survey had 
a returning superintendent for 
2010-11. The average superin­
tendent pay increase was 3.3 
percent, down from last year’s 
average of 3.7 percent. Thirty 
percent of returning siqierinten- 
dents (210) did not receive a pay 
increase this year. This is the 
smallest average increase for 
superintendents in more than 10 
years.

Nearly 10 percent (rf respon­
dents (67) gave a bonus to the su­
perintendent. This is even with 
last year and higher than the 5 
to 6 percent of districts that pro­
vided the superintendent with a 
bonus in the five years prior to 
2009-10. Most bonuses are paid 
to the superintendent to reward 
job performance or continued

service. The average bonus paid 
was $7,874, or 5.1 percent of the 
superintendent’s salary. Report­
ed bonus amounts range from 
less than $500 to more than 
$60,000. Half of the bonuses 
paid were less than $5,000.

Superintendents in the sur­
vey have been in their current 
position for an average of five 
years and have an average of 
seven years of total experience 
as a superintendent in any dis­
trict. This is the first increase in 
length of superintendent service 
in more than 10 years. Most su­
perintendents (62 percent) have 
been the superintendent in only 
one school district. Of the 76 
districts (10 percent) with a new 
superintendrat for 2010-11, 62 
percent hire^ a superintendent 
with no previous experience in 
the position.

Ten percent of districts (81) 
contribute to a tax deferred in­
vestment account for the super­
intendent, down slightly from 
11 percent in 2009-10. This is 
in addition to required Teacher 
Retirement System (TRS) com 
tributions. The average district 
contribution tq these accounts 
in all responding districts is

Texasannouncesstartdate for New Energy 
Efficient Appiiance Rebate Program

Texans who want to save money on ENERGY STAR9 &Ppb* 
ances will soon have a chance to apply for nuil-in rebates on thcM 
purchases. Texas Comptroller Susan Combs announced the pitf- 
chase period for the Texas Appliance Mail-In Rebate Program wil] 
start on Dec. 20.

Approximately $10 million is available for the traditional ihaiU 
in rebate program, which will remain open until all funds are d i s t i l  
uted. -;>1;

“As Texans buy appliances that can help cut their energy bllis', 
they can also save on the price of the appliances with these rebaba,** 
said Combs. “Consumers can start buying the appliances on Dec. 
20 and, after installation, mail in their completed rebate application 
form and a copy of the receipt to be eligible for the rebates.”

Forty-five^ percent of re­
sponding districts (352) provide 
a vehicle or car allowance to the 
superintendent. Eighty-two per­
cent of these districts (289) pro­
vide an annual car allowance to 
cover all or part of the cost of 
a personal vehicle for the super­
intendent. The average annual 
vehicle allowance is $6,164, up ' 
1.5 percent from 2009-10.

The overall average annual 
district contribution for super­
intendent health insurance pre­
miums in 2010-11 is $55^1, up 
3.7 percent from last year. Dis­
tricts contribute an average of 
81 percent of the employee-only 
premium and 63 percent of the 
employee-plus-family premium 
for superintendents. Forty-one 
percent of respondents (278) pay 
the total cost of health insurance 
for the superintendent, regard- 
leu  of the type of coverage that 
the superintendent elects.

Fifty percent of districts 
(391) provide the siqierintendent 
with an allowance for cell phone 
and/or
internet service. The average 
annual allowance is $1,222.

Thirteen percent of superin- 
tendeirts (99) receive a housing 
benefit -  79 percent provide a 
residence, 10 percent provide a 
residence plus a housing allow­
ance, and 11 percent provide a 
housing allowance only. The 
average housing allowance pro­
vided is $8,457.

Texas a Storage 
deficit area for ^ 
2010 cotton croa 
marketing year

Rodney Schoppe* Execu­
tive Director of USDA’s Farm 
Service Agency (FSA) in Lynn 
County announced that Texas 
is a storage deficit area for the 
2010 cotton crop nurketing 
year.

The CCC acknowledges ar­
eas as storage deficit if cotton 
production is more than the ap­
proved inside storage capacity 
of the warehouse that entered 
into a Cotton Storage Agree­
ment with the CCC.

“Warehouse operators in 
storage deficit areas may apply 
to CCC for approval to store 
cotton outside if the cotton is 
pledged as collateral for a CCC 
loan,” said Schoppa. “Once ap­
proved, specific storage and re­
porting requirements will apply 
he said. I

The ability to store cotton 
outside only applies to bales 
pledged as collateral for a mar­
keting assistance loan (MAL) 
with CCC. Standard rules and 
regulations apply to CCC- 
owned cotton and cotton that is 
not pledged as CCC loan collat­
eral. ,

But Nance hiu 
come iq) with a novel means of 
funding his first album by using 
the website Kickstarter.com.

. “Kickstarter is this awe­
some site designed to hdp fund 
any artistic endeavor,” Nance 
said. “You get to make a video 
and tell a short story about your 
project people then come to 
the site and donate.”

With each levd of donation 
comes a special prize that Nance 
him sdf picked out. Ranging 
from a copy of the album to 
Nance persotudly offidating the 
donors’ wedding, the prizes are 
diverse and allow the artist to' 
display his personality.

The only catch to the proj­
ec t Michael has to reach his 
funding goal of $7,500 by Dec.
