Commissioners consider litigation 
regarding county road issue
byJUANELUONES

Lynn County Commissioners, in 
action taken at Monday morning’s first 
session of the month, voted to hire Jon 
Mark Hogg as an attorney to represent 
Lynn County in civil litigation in a 
case involving a county road issue.

“We will have Hogg working with 
County Attorney Rebekah Filley on 
this issue, which involves a county 
landowner moving a county road,” 
County Judge Mike Braddock told The 
News. “We hope to resolve the issue 
without litigation, but we will if neces­
sary,” he said.

Braddock said that two years ago 
the county had public hearings when 
they formally investigated all county 
roads, in order to clarify all roads des­
ignated as Lynn County roads, and 
printing a new map marking all coun­
ty roads. Apparently, the road in ques­
tion has been moved since that time, 
but Braddock declined to comment on 
the issue, which had been discussed in 
closed session during Monday’s meet­
ing.

In other business, commissioners 
voted to approve a request from the 
SherifFs Dept, to replace the control 
board at the county jail. Jim Bingham, 
Chief Jailer, reported that the board 
controls the intercom and locking sys­
tem on all cells, and that the current 
system is outdated and parts are not 
available for repairs.

“It’s currently working, but we are 
having some problems with it, and we 
need to get this issue corrected,” Bing­
ham told commissioners.

He presented information on a 
new control board from Argyle Se­
curity at a cost of $37,750. Commis­
sioners approved the purchase, but 
instructed that County Treasurer 
Amy Schuknecht should investigate 
the possibility of using funds from 
the county security fund, and to al­
low Sheriff Jerry D. Franklin to seek 
funding from First Bank and Trust if 
security funds were not available.

Judge Braddock informed com­
missioners of a special called meeting

Jefferson man dies after car 
overturns on Highway 87

The driver in a one-v^icle roltover 
on U.S. 87 about 11 m t le n ^ h  of Taho­
ka last Wednesday evenag died Friday  ̂
of injuries suffered in the accident.

Jason Michael Gentry, 38, of Jef­
ferson, was the victim. Information 
from the Dept, of Public Safety’s in­
vestigating trooper was that Gentry 
was ejected from his Volkswagen af­
ter the nohhbound vehicle went out of 
control, rolled over several times and 
came to rest in the southbound lane. 
Gentry was transported to University 
Medical Center in Lubbock.

The crash occurred near the Poka 
Lambro facility.

Another accident on U.S. 87, near 
FM 211, Sunday resulted in one per­
son being airlifted to a Lubbock hos­

pital. Names of the drivers of vehicles 
involved in what was described as a 
head-on collision, and name of the in­
jured person were not available. One 
driver involved in the accident was 
taken to Lynn County jail.

Jose Torres of New Home advised 
the sheriffs department Friday that 
someone had stolen a package left at 
his residence by Fed Ex.

The county jail held 44 persons on 
Ibesday, including 29 held for Ector 
County. Among the recent arrests were 
persons charged with possession of 
marijuana under two ounces, driving 
while intoxicated, unlawful restraint, 
assault on a public servant, evading ar­
rest, and assault causing bodily injury- 
to a family member.

Tahoka PD gets new bodycams, CopSync software for vehicles

Tahoka Police officers have some 
new tools that will make their jobs a 
little easier, more efficient, and will 
allow instant access to information 
shared by law enforcement officers 
statewide. The Tahoka Police Dept, 
received grant funding to purchase 
CopSync strftware aiuJ laptop com­
puters, as well as new bodycams for 
video/audio recording during on-scene 
investigations.

Mandi Duncan, Municipal Judge 
for the City of Tahoka, applied for 
$18,455.41 in grant funds for the police 
department, which fully funded the 
purchases.

“The City of Tahoka received 
the grant in October to purchase the 
CopSync system and we just recently 
had it installed in the vehicles, and it 
is now being used,” said Duncan, who 
wrote and presented the grant. “We 
were ranked 3rd out of 12 and were 
fully funded, no match required,” she 
reported.

“The department really appreci­
ates Judge Duncan for applying for 
the grant, she has been really helpful,” 
said Jeff Parker with the T a h ^  Police 
Dept. “We have installe$tJ||^!!opSync 
systems in oiif*pUllce vehicles, and it 
enables us to have iaatuit access to 
information fto n  other law enforce-

ntent officers from throughout the 
state. This real-time sharing between 
law enforcement agencies can assist 
in watching for vehicles suspected 
of drug trafficking, missing children 
alerts, and other issues,” he explained.

The CopSync software also can be 
used for compiling reports that can be 
shared, issuing citations, instant infor­
mation accessed by swiping drivers li­
censes, security checks, tick ing  infor­
mation history on vehicles, and more.

He explained that having the 
C c^ y n c  software provides instant 
information on vehicle registrations 
and licenses, instead of having to go 
through communications and asking 
others to check that information and 
get back to them.

“CopSync is very good to<rf, al­
lowing us to have instant access to all 
kinds of information and sharing this 
information with other agencies. It is 
just a much more efficient way of do­
ing things,” said Parker.

The bodycams are new to the po­
lice department, adding a portable 
video/audk) feature that officers may 
use to record any investigations or on­
scene activities while away from their 
vehicles.

“This is a great addition, and it 
has the night vision that records eveh 
in total darkness. This can protect an

officer by documenting all evidence 
at the scene. All are digital recordings 
that can then be used in presenting in­
formation on cases, and can be down­
loaded to the DA’s office if needed,” 
said Parker.

The new CopSync software and

bodycams allow a small police depart­
ment the tools that larger departments 
have the ability to access, and Parker 
says the department is appreciative 
of the grant funding that has afforded 
tiMm the opportunity while not costing 
the citizens a penny from local funds.

“Cotton farmers especially 
will be evaluating new options 
as they navigate the 2014 farm 
bill. Their cotton base acres are 
now generic base acres. And 
while their generic base is not 
directly covered by Farm Ser­
vice Agency payments, their 
generic acres can be planted to 
a covered commodity, and those 
acres will then be eligible for 
payments if payments are made 
for that covered crop.

“The goal of these work­
shops, all with a similar cur­
riculum, is to help producers 
understand the new farm bill 
and its ramifications on their in­
dividual farming operations.” 

Smith said the curriculum 
objectives include introduc­
ing participants to the budget 
spreadsheet to compare vari­
ous alternative crops including 
planting covered crops on ge­
neric base. He said the budgets 
will be used to compare the net 
income of cotton with that of 
relevant covered crops includ­

ing the safety net of PLC pay­
ments up to reference prices.

The crop spreadsheet bud­
gets used in all the workshops 
can be downloaded from the 
website listed above. All the 
workshops w ill'^se the new­
est decision-aid tool developed 
by the Agricultural and Food 
Policy Center at Texas A&M 
University, called the “Generic 
Base Joint Planting and Pro­
gram Election Assistance” tool.

“The tool calculates net re­
turns for alternative crops under 
Price Loss Coverage or W.C 
and Agricultural Risk Coverage 
or ARC, for which you could 
allocate generic base,” Smith 
said. “The workshops will also 
review the ARC/PLC Evaluator 
for Generic Base.”

Participants will receive 
a jump drive with the budget 
spreadsheet on it. Those wish­
ing to bring and use their own 
computers may do so.

For further information, call 
Smith at 806-746-6101. There 
will be no charge for the work­
shop, but pizza will be provided 
at lunch for $5 per individual.

Tahoka City Council met in 
regular session Monday night at 
City Hall, hearing a report on 
the upcoming Centennial cel­
ebration and discussing citizen 
requests for placement of stop 
signs at several intersections.

An early m orning fire in 
Tahoka caused an estim ated 
$750,000 damage, destroying 
the ).B. Greer grain elevator, nu­
merous bales of cotton, and un­
ginned cotton and trailers, in the 
eastern  section of the city.

The fire began in the Greer 
elevator and sparks fanned by 
a 40-mile wind, quickly ignited 
bales of cotton in a com press 
yard, and the gin yards of Fenton 
Brothers.

The firs t alarm  w as sounded 
a t 4:40 a.m. and when firemen 
arrived at the scene, the eleva­
to r w as flaming at the top of the 
head house. A second alarm  was 
sounded shortly  thereafter, and 
pleas for help went out to Slaton,
Post and O'Donnell fire depart­
ments.

Reports at the scene estim at­
ed just above 2,000 gales lost at 
the com press yard  and another 
165-180 bales and rem nants at 
Fenton Brothers. An estim ated 
80 to 100 cotton trailers and un­
ginned cotton, two sm all houses 
and a converted office building 
w ere also destroyed at Fentons.

The Greer elevator w as con­
sidered a total loss, w ith some 
salvage to  the grain sto red  there.
Reports w ere tha t approxim ate­
ly 40 car-loads of grain w ere 
stored  a t the elevator and w are­
house storage facilities.

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He made me laugh...
Odis “Rabbit” Best was a fun guy, 
regaling life’s stories with humor
by Jack Fllppln'^
N«w M oore Literary Society

In the Book of Proverbs. 
King Solomon inscribed for 
the ages: “A merry heart doeth 
good like a medicine." And, 
taking a cue from that scrip­
ture, Reader’s Dif>esl features a 
humor section: "Laughter, the 
Best Medicine.”

In my youth, the most pro­
lific purveyor of that salubri­
ous potion was my very 
unique friend Odis Car- 
roll “Rabbit” Best. There 
was about him a de­
meanor, a winking wit, 
a sly grin that gave you 
the feeling that he was 
looking any minute for 
the funniest kind of joke. 
Which he generally was.
This attracted others to 
him: those who wanted, 
who needed, to laugh; to 
release those endorphins 
that diKlors now tell us 
are secreted in mirth.
Yes, in cafes, workplaces, 
hunting lodges, musical 
jam sessions, anywhere 
that friends gathered, 
“Rabbit" made people 
laugh, where laughter 

' was no small gift.
ScH>n after he was 

born in 1941. his father,
Odis Best, Sr., and his 
wife, Florine, came to a parting 
of the ways. Some eleven years 
later she married Mr. George 
McCracken, who thus became a 
stepfather to young Odis Carroll 
and his older sister Gloria.

In (he infancy and childhtKxl 
of “Rabbit," his mouth and teeth 
never formed correctly. His 
permanent teeth never came m; 
so.all his life,he smiled with his 
baby teeth. This gave his mouth 
an underdeveloped, sunken ap­
pearance. As a result, his face

tcx)k on a bunny-like look; thus 
his moniker. This indentation 
caused his speech to come out 
in a droll nasality, sounding as 
if he were talking into a hollow 
log. This, plus his tendency to 
imitate, consciously or uncon­
sciously, the honeysuckle, lispy, 
winter-molasses, cool-cat into­
nations of that 1950s .Southern 
comic Brother Dave Gardner.. 
made "Rabbit” a natural draw.

and then enrolled at Texas Tech. 
But college was not his gig; he 
dropped out after a semester.

He went to work for Lyn- 
tegar, and became a profi­
cient electrician. Eventually he 
achieved the level of Journey­
man in that occupation. Then he 
decided to leave Lyntegar to be 
a free-lance electrician, work­
ing wherever the wages were at­
tractive. He helped build power 

plants around the coun­
try.

(Dale Carnegie is credited with 
saying,“If life hands you a lem­
on, make lemonade." Here was 
a personification of that axiom.)

His humor was often self- 
deprecating, and never at the 
other fellow's expense: “When 
I was a kid, 1 was so ugly 1 had 
to sneak up on a glass of water 
to get a drink.”

He and 1 were both lovers 
of music, and he played bass 
guitar in a IcKal group called 
“The Earls.” He graduated from 
Tahoka High School in 1961,

One of the funniest 
stories he ever told me 
was about the time he 
flew to Mexico City, 
back in the Sixties.

After landing in that 
teeming city, he took a 
train to Vera Cruz, to 
see the Gulf of Mexico. 
(Instead of going to 
Acapulco, on the Pa­
cific coast, he decided to 
economize.)

He bought a prim- 
era clase ticket, then 
boarded the train. But 
the passenger car he was 
shown to didn't look first 
class to him. He must be 
in the wrong car, he fig­
ured.

So he stepfied into 
the next car. It had a rude con­
crete (IcHjr with hard wooden 
benches, and people frantically 
trying to control their braying 
burros, bleating goats, squawk­
ing chickens, barking dogs, and 
other livesUK'k. Thus he beat 
a hasty retreat to his primera 
clase car. He bought a bottle 
of tequila, nursed it, and (in his 
words) “vegetated,”

The train was snaking 
through the Sierra Madres, and 
“Rabbit” could look up and see, 
a mile above, the tops of the 
mountains. A mile below, he 
could see the bottorps of the 
valleys. He hoped the engineer 
knew what he was doing.

He spent a day or two on the 
Gulf Coast. Then he boarded 
the evening train to return to 
Mexico City. He went to the 
primera clase car, and took his 
seat. He said that, after dusk 
fell, he could look out the pas­
senger car window into the 
darkness of that tropical jungle 
and see those eyes of various 
critters, looking back at him. 
Opening the window, he could 
hear the raucous sounds they 
were making; and was sure that

In 1971 he married a divor­
cee with two small boys. As he 
explained it to me, “Aw, I’m just 
lazy; didn’t want to mess with 
squalling and diapers, so I just 
took on two boys that are past 
all that.” Seriously, though, he 
was a superb sijrrogate father 
to those youngsters; perhaps 
because he himself had been 
raised by a stepfather.

He shared my affinity for 
bluegrass music. And he and 
I both agreed that the greatest, 
most evocative voice on the ra­
dio was that of Marty Robbins. 
(1 sensed that anybody with 
such exquisite musical tastes as 
“Rabbit” must have a solid set 
of values.)

He was living outside Lame­
sa when one day he told me he 
wanted to buy a bass fiddle. 1 
told him I knew of one for sale 
in Lubbock for $150.00.

“Well, 1 don’t want a ‘Ford,’
I want a ‘Cadillac,’” he said.

“All right, 1 know of another 
one for $500.00,” I suggested.

“That’s the one 1 want,” he 
affirmed.

I told him where to find it, 
and then proposed that, after 
purchasing it, he stop at the 
home in Lubbock of my older 
brother Perry, his wife Ingrid, 
and their daughter Anne.

Which he proceeded to do. 
Sitting there amongst us, he hu­
morously regaled us with stb- 
ries of his home and family life 
there in Lamesa, to the accom­
paniment of peals of laughter.

I wanted to know if he 
might happen to have a copy of 
the Marty Robbins LP album 
“The Drifter.” So, during a lull 
in the conversation, I asked him, 
“Rabbit, do you have...?”

And before I could get the 
question out, he chuckled, “No, 
I probably don't ‘have,’ after 
what I’ve just spent.”

(We were all laughing so 
hard, I don’t remember whether 
I finished the question or not.)

if he reached out the window, 
he’d bring in a monkey, cocka­
too, or parrot.

He arrived in Mexico City 
without incident, then flew back 
to Texas.

“inner circle.” I had been told 
he was terminal, but 1 was in 
denial; he looked all right to 
me. But I could tell by the way 
he hugged me that he knew this 
would be our last visit. He went 
back to Peoria.

In December 1982, Marty 
Robbins died. I called “Rabbit,” 
and we held a telephone wake 
across a thousand miles for our 
mutually cherished singer.

Then, in February, 1983, 
“Rabbit” breathed his last, at the 
age of forty-one. His two step­
sons served as pallbearers.

Odis Carroll “Rabbit” Best, 
while perhaps marching to the 
beat of a different drummer, 
was his own man. With his 
gentle disposition, and outra­
geous sense of wit and humor, 
he brightened whatever corner 
he happened to be living in, and 
thus made his part of the coun­
try a better place. When he 
laughed, the world laughed with 
him.

In the mid'Seventies, he 
moved his family to Hobbs. 
His wife expressed a desire to 
get a college education. So she 
enrolled at New Mexico Junior 
College there, and got all she 
could from it. Then she enrolled 
at Texas Tech. She was gone 
through the week, and would re­
turn home on weekends. When 
she was away, “Rabbit” cocked, 
cleaned, and helped the boys 
with their homework; all while 
holding down his full-time job.

She graduated with a degree 
in accounting, and eventually 
earned a CPA license.

31 to update yields, H 
reallocate base acres

Loss Coverage (PLC). The final;

tended one additional month, frord; 
Feb. 27,2015 until March 31,2Q15;i 
The final day for farm owners And' 
producers to choose ARC or PLC 
coverage also remains March 31', 
2015.

“This is an important decision 
for producers, because these pro­
grams provide financial protectioii ■ 
against unexpected changes in the 
marketplace. Producers are work-. 
ing to make the best decision they ■ 
can. And we’re working to ensure. 
that they’ve got the time, the in-; 
formation, and the opportunities I 
to have those final conversations,;, 
review their data, and to visit the; 
Farm Service Agency to make, 
those decisions,” said Vilsack. I

If no changes are made to; 
yield history or base acre^ by 
March 31, 2015, the farm’s cur­
rent yield and base will be used. 
A program choice of ARC or PLC 
coverage also must be made by 
March 3l, 2015, or there will be 
no 2014 payments for the farm and 
the farm will default to PLC cov­
erage through the 2018 crop year.

“These are complex decisions, 
which is why we launched a strong 
education and outreach campaign 
back in September. Now we’re 
providing a one-time extension 
of an additional month so that ev­
ery producer is fully prepared to 
enroll in this program. “ said Vil­
sack.

.Nationwide, more than 2.9 
million educational postcards, in 
English and Spanish, have been 
sent to producers, and over 4,100 
training sessions have been con­
ducted on the new safety-net pro­
grams. The online tools, available 
at www.fsa.usda.gov/arc-plc, fil- 
low producers to explore projec­
tions on how ARC or PLC cov­
erage will affect their operation 
under possible future scenarios.

Covered commodities include 
bailey, canola, large and small 
chickpeas, com, crambe, flax­
seed, grain sorghum, lentils, mus­
tard seed, oats, peanuts, dry peas, 
rapeseed, long grain rice, medium 
grain rice (which includes short 
grain rice), safflower seed, sesa­
me, soybeans, sunflower seed and 
wheat. Upland cotton is no longer 
a covered commodity.

USDA Natural Resources 
Conservation Service (NRCS) 
District Conservationist Kerry 
Weinheimer announces applica­
tions for funding opportunities 
with the Environmental Quality 
Incentives Program (EQIP) are 
currently being accepted at the 
NRCS office located at Tahoka.

NRCS in Texas has received 
its initial allocation of E(^IP 
funding for 2015 and will be­
gin ranking and obligating con­
tracts after April 17, 2015. All 
agriculture producers interested 
in submitting a contract applica­
tion for 2015 should do so be­
fore this ranking deadline.

EQIP — one of the largest 
programs in the Farm Bill — is 
a voluntary conservation pro­
gram that promotes environ­
mental quality and assists pro­
ducers to meet local, state and 
federal regulations.

“EQIP is a valuable tool to 
help Lynn County’s agricultural 
producers implement conser­
vation practices that provide 
environmental benefits to help 
sustain agricultural operations,” 
says Weinheimer.

EQIP is a continuous sign­
up programs that allow land- 
owners or (^jcrators to apply 
for financial and technical as­
sistance for the application of 
specific conservation practices; 
but the deadline for the first 
2015 funding allocation is April 
17, 2015. Contracts are offered 
periodically depending on bud­
getary allocations. Applications 
made after the deadline will be 
considered in the next funding

cycle. Higher priority will be 
given to those applications that 
address national, state and lo­
cal priorities and provide higher 
cost efficiency.

EQIP offers technical and 
financial help to install or 
implement structural, vegeta­
tive, and management practices 
that can benefit the soil, water, 
air, plants, livestock, and wild­
life. Each county in the state is 
funded yearly to assist produc­
ers financially with these land 
management practices.

Last year, NRCS in Texas 
funded over 3,400 EQIP con­
tracts with $82 million to ac­
complish conservation practices 
such as irrigation efficiency, 
minimum tillage, brush man­
agement and more on 1.8 mil­
lion acres across the entire state.

In addition to helping our 
environment, Farm Bill conser­
vation program funds support 
rural communities. In Texas, it 
is estimated that each dollar of 
NRCS and private matching ex­
penditures on NRCS conserva­
tion programs generates an ad­
ditional $2.54 in sales of goods 
and services locally.
