Need a bee charmer?

In the Tahoka area, there are at
least four local beekeepers that are

ready to relocate those pesky bees that
may be swarming around your proper-
ty. Jack Scott, Tim Pledger, John Wil-
son and “newbie” Paula Womack have
been busy the last few weeks, collect-
ing and removing bees from one loca-
tion and moving them to new hives.

They all have different vocations
~ farmer, banker, builder and retired
nurse — but all believe that bees are
good and necessary for agriculture
and for the ecosystem. For them,
beekeeping is more than a hobby - it’s
being a good steward to the land. Bees
play an important role in pollinating
flowering plants, and are the major
type of pollinator in ecosystems that
contain flowering plants, including the
area cotton crops, and food gardens.

According to Wikipedia, it is es-
timated that one third of the human
food supply depends on insect polli-
nation, most of which is accomplished
by bees, especially the domesticated
European honeybee. Pledger believes
most of the local bees he finds are Ital-
ian honeybees (based on body type
and coloring), and he is pleased to re-
locate them to his, or others’, hives.

In recent weeks, Tahoka citizens
have reported seeing more bees than
usual, and all four of the local bee
charmers have been ‘busy as bees’
(pun intended) collecting bees from
properties where the owners don’t
want them, and relocating them to
new hives. They each have their own
equipment, but basically they use a
vacuum cleaner and hose to gently
suck the bees through the hose and
into an enclosed collection bucket,
shooting for a time when the bees are
usually the most calm, such as at dawn
or dusk.

Pledger and Wilson spent several
hours collecting bees at the city ceme-

tery in Tahoka a few weeks ago, where
bees had been reportedly buzzing
near an underground valve box for the
sprinkler system. They arrived near
dusk, wearing their bee suits and head-
gear to prevent the bees from stinging
them, and used a generator-fed vacu-
um cleaner with gentle suction to pull
the bees into a specially-made collec-
tion bucket. They collected the hon-
eycombs and placed them in Wilson’s
hives outside his home in Tahoka, then
released the bees into their new hive.
Because the queen bee is moved into
the new hive, the worker bees will re-

Pickup flips in city
street; driver unhurt

A distracted driver of a pickup that struck
another pickup parked on a busy Tahoka street
last Thursday apparently was not injured when
his own vehicle turned over on its side.

Paxton Blake McCleskey, 17, told police
he had reached down to get a cap from the
floorboard as he was driving south on Ave. L
between N. 3rd and 4th streets. He said when
he sat back up, he realized he was about to hit
the other pickup, attempted to avoid the colli-
sion and over-corrected.

McCleskey was driving a 2009 Ford pick-
up. The parked 2003 Ford pickup is owned by
Donnie Walton of Tahoka.

On July 1, Steve Miller advised sheriff’s
officers that someone had stolen some tractor
pins from a location on County Rd. O. And
on that same day, Wilson volunteer firemen
responded when a pickup caught fire on a turn
row in a field 3 miles north of Poka-Lambro.

On Friday, a minor accident with no inju-
ries was reported in Wilson. On Sunday, a TV
and other items reportedly were stolen in the
burglary of a home in O’Donnell.

Lynn County Jail was holding 36 persons
early this week, including 20 for Ector County,
3 for Crosby County and 1 for Dawson Coun-
ty. Violations bringing recent arrests included
driving while intoxicated, possession of mari-
juana less than two ounces, criminal trespass,
abandoning endangered child, and public in-
toxication.

In June, dispatchers at Lynn County Sher-
iff’s Dept. processed 319 calls, including 117
for the county, 104 for City of Tahoka, 21 for
City of O’'Donnell, 48 for animal control, 22
for EMS ambulances, and 7 fire alarms.

attach to any object. “I don't
know if it has something to
do with the drought ending, or
coming 1nto town to get away
from chemicals on farmland -
but I have received several calls
about bee swarms.”

The swarms are not gener-
ally dangerous or aggressive,
although one shouldn’t get too
close

“Bees swarm when a new
queen is born in the hive. A hive
can only have one queen, so the
virgin queen will take about half
of the males, or drone bees, and
about half of the worker bees,
and move on in a large group, or
swarm, seeking a new place for
a hive,” Pledger explained

He says that only about 10
percent of the hive’s popula-
tion is comprised of the drones
(males), and that these drones
usually die in the winter. Why
is that?

“Because they’re males and
they’re lazy,” Pledger says with
a laugh, adding, “Drones have
one purpose only, and that is
to mate with the queen. Drones
can’t sting, and they only mate
with the queen during flight. In
colder months the bees remain
close to the hive and feed off the
honey and pollen that they have

collected during the warmer

months. So in the winter, the
drones just lay around doing
nothing and are really useless,
and the other bees basically quit
feeding them,” he said, adding
that new males are born into the
hive each year.

the floors inside the playhouse
the night before he planned to
get the bees, both to calm the
bees and to make the honey
easier to collect. He used a jack
to raise the playhouse several
feet-up on one side, and he and
Womack arrived at dawn one
morning, setting up smokers to
calm the bees. It took more than
three hours of working with the
vacuum to collect the bees.
“These bees are going into
Paula’s hives,” Scott said, indi-
cating a box-like structure with
removable vertical racks, into
which the
being

honeycombs were
placed. He explained
that when the hive is moved,
the bees stay where the queen
is, and continue to create new
hives inside the boxes

Pledger said the largest hive
he has seen is one in the 1800
block of N. 3rd, inside a small
abandoned house. He estimates
he collected more than 100,000
bees and four gallons of honey
from the site, in about 3-1/2
hours — and that was only about
half of the bees in the hive.

“This hive was huge, inside
the walls. I pulled 150 pounds
of wax/honey/baby bees and a
full vacuum container of live
bees. Had to stop about halfway
through, because my container
was full and I had to get more
gas for the generator to run the
vacuum. I've never run out of
gas before!” he said.

Speaking of honey — Pledg-
er said that he, Scott and an

O’Donnell man named Eugene
Vasquez worked bees at an
abandoned farm house in the
county, collecting bees and 26
gallons of honey from the three
hives they found there.

“When they forage, bees
usually stay within a 2-4 mile
radius of their hives. So, basi-
cally, my bees forage from all
the flowers in Tahoka,” said
Pledger. He has recently be-
gun selling the raw honey he
collects, and says he can sell it
faster than he can collect it.

“It tastes great, has a floral
scent to it — you can’t believe
how good this honey is,” he
said. Raw honey that is col-
lected locally
may be good
for those with
allergies, be-
cause the bees
are  getting
the nectar and
pollen from
right here.
Raw  honey
contains trac-
es of pollen
and can help
fight pollen
allergies, ac-
cording to some sources.

AgriLife Extension debuts Living
with Texas Fire educational videos

Texas prescribed fire aficio-
nados now have a series of free
educational YouTube videos tai-
lored specifically for the Lone
Star State, the project’s leader
said

Dr. Morgan Russell, Texas
A&M AgriLife Extension Ser
vice range specialist at San An-
gelo, coordinated the project and
garnered funding from the Texas
A&M Institute of Renewable
Natural Resources to produce
the series of 20 short how-to edu-
cational clips on everything from
planning a burn to transporting a
drip torch.

“The Living with Texas Fire
video series is meant to show-
case the various aspects of both
prescribed burning as a cost-
effective means of rangeland
noxious plant management and
for lessening the damage caused
by wildfire, known as wildfire
mitigation,” Russell said. “The
underlying project goal is to em-
power and encourage Texas land-
owners to become fire-ready.

“The videos should also be a
vital visual resource for the Pre-
scribed Burn Alliance of Texas,
prescribed burn associations and
prescribed burn schools, Agril-
ife Extension agents, Texas Parks
and Wildlife Department person-
nel and landowners seeking spe-
cific fire behavior and resource
information on prescribed fire,
and wildfire community readi-

Russell said the idea for the
series stemmed from the lack of
Texas-specific resource materi
als currently available

“From personal experience
and from talking to commercial
and agency fire professionals
across the state, it’s clear that
there just wasn’'t much out there
that was current and Texas spe-
cific, especially West Texas spe-
cific, when it came to fire video
educational resources,” she said
“Most of the material used for
classroom work here in Texas
comes from Oklahoma State
University and Kansas State
University. And while these ma-
terials are beneficial, they don't
accurately portray fire work here.

“Specific fire behavior, fire
knowledge and fire weather in-
formation oriented toward Texas
vegetation types and our state’s
mostly private land ownership
all factor in to implementing a
successful prescribed burn or
when mitigating wildfire risk
throughout the state. So, this
project directly addresses the
state’s unique ecosystem, its cli-
mate variability and land owner-
ship cultural issues.”

The project, which started
last August, targets specific veg-
etation types within West Cen-
tral Texas, the Rolling Plains
and Southwest Texas. The vid-
eos, which mostly run three to
five minutes, delve into the op-
erational and logistical aspects
of fire management through the
eyes of professional fire ecolo-
gists and area producers, Russell
said.
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
