uperintendent Alan Umholtz will be leaving Tahoka
Independent School District at the end of September 2018, to
accept a position at another school district in the Fort Worth
area, he told board members at the Tahoka ISD Board of Trustees

meeting held Monday night.

Umbholtz told The News that the
Board of Trustees at Everman ISD
will officially offer him the posi-
tion there on Monday, and he plans
to accept.

“This has been a very difficult
decision for my wife and I to make,
as we are very happy here in Tahoka.
But they sought me out, and offered
me a salary | just couldn’t refuse,”
the superintendent told The News.
He and the TISD Board of Trustees
will soon be considering options for
an interim superintendent to fill the
position here, until the board can go
through the process of hiring a new
superintendent.

In other business, the Board of
Trustees appointed two new board
members to fill the two vacancies
on the board until the next elec-
tion. Lea Swinford is taking the
seat vacated by the resignation of

Dimak. Both were officially sworn
into office in a special session held
just prior to the regular board meet
ing.

Trustees approved proposed tax
rates for Maintenance and Opera
tions (M&O) and Interest and Sink-
ing (I&S) for the 2018-19 school
year, and set a public hearing date
for the proposed budget and pro
posed tax rate. The proposed tax
rate is 2-cents lower than the cur
rent tax rate of $1.45, at $1.43. The
tax rate includes an M&O tax rate
of $1.17 (same as last year) and
I&S tax rate of 26-cents, which is
2-cents lower than last year’s 28
cent 1&S rate. The funds raised in
the 1&S tax rate are used only to
repay bonded indebtedness for the
district’s construction projects. A
public meeting was set for 6 p.m
Aug. 28 to discuss the proposed
budget and tax rate.

In a construction update at
Monday’s meeting, Supt. Umholtz
reported that some of the new re
strooms will be completed in the
elementary campus before school
begins, but in the kindergarten
wing the new restrooms will not
be completed until just after Labor
Day, and that a nice air-conditioned
restroom facility will be moved
onto that side of campus temporar
ily until the new restrooms are fin
ished. The windows in the elemen
tary campus are still not completed.
The new middle school building is
completed and staff has been al-
lowed access, and the new auditori
um is expected to be completed by
the end of September. The auditori-
um will not be available for Taho
ka’s Homecoming exes program on
Sept. 7, which means the event will
be moved to the THS gymnasium.

Campus principals were ap-
proved as teacher appraisers, and
the T-TESS teach appraisal calen-
dar for 2018-19 was approved.

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City Council reviews proposed
ordinances for residential yard
parking, mobile food vendors

Tahoka City Council met
Monday night for routine
business, and also to review
two proposed ordinances that
would regulate: mobile food
vendors in Tahoka, and that
regulates parking in yards of
residences here.

The council has received
citizen input in the past regard-
ing the proposed ordinance
that would restrict parking of
vehicles in unpaved or non-
driveway areas in the front
yards of local residences, and
has made several amendments
to the original proposal, in-
cluding exempting existing
lots that have farm equipment
parked on them.

Parking on unimproved
surfaces would be prohibited
by the Yard Parking Ordi-
nance, but there are certain
exceptions listed in the or-
dinance, such as behind a
concealing fence, wall or
other screening. An improved
parking surface is defined as
a surface paved, covered or
improved with asphalt, gravel,
rock, caliche, brick, concrete
or some other impervious
all-weather surface. No ve-
hicle may be parked within
the front yard or side yard of
any lot in a residential district,
except for loading/unloading
purposes for a period not ex-
ceeding 7 days during a 30-
day period. A recreational ve-
hicle of a non-Tahoka resident
visiting a local resident will
be allowed to park on the lot
of the person being visited for
a maximum of 7 days during
a 30-day period, according to
the ordinance.

The City of Tahoka may
impose a fine not to exceed
$500 for each violation of this
ordinance. Interested citizens
may obtain a full copy of the
Yard Parking Regulations
from Tahoka City Hall.

The Mobile Food Vendor
ordinance lists several regu-
lations, regarding initial per-
mitting inspection and certi-
fied food managers, vending
permit fees, permitted loca-
tions, and other requirements.
Mobile food unit vendors
shall be permitted to conduct
business in the city, not closer
than within 200 feet of an
established brick and mortar
restaurant or food service lo-
cation, and may operate only

Provided

during the hours of 7 a.m.-10
p.m. Vendors shall not be per-
mitted to conduct business in
any area within the city that
has been zoned for residential
and/or schools, or within 100
feet of the boundary line of
any residential zoned district.

The Mobile Food Vendor
ordinance would not apply to
any child neighborhood bev-
erage stand, mobile ice cream
vendors, or mobile snow cone
vendors, or to mobile food
vendors participating in the
annual Lynn County Harvest
Festival. A complete copy of
the ordinance is available at
city hall.

The Council will schedule
a first and second hearing for
both of these proposed ordi-
nances, before they can be
considered for approval.

The City Council also
reviewed the city employee
social media policy, and ap-
proved monthly bills.

The Council approved an
interlocal agreement with the
South Plains Association of
Governments (SPAG) autho-
rizing SPAG to administer
the city’s Texas Community
Development Block Grant
program for the year 2019-
2020. According to City Ad-
ministrator Jerry Webster,
city officials plan to submit an
application to use the TCDBG
funds for a new city well.

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Stolen vehicle recovered

in Lubbock on Sunday

A 2010 Dodge Ram 1500
truck that was stolen from a
Tahoka grocery store parking*
lot last Thursday has been re-
covered, according to reports
from Tahoka Police Dept. this
week. The truck, registered to
Eugene DeLeon of Tahoka,
was reported stolen a little
after 6 p.m. at the Thriftway
parking lot. The vehicle had
reportedly been left unlocked
with the keys in it. The truck
was recovered in Lubbock on
Sunday.

One vehicle ended up in a
field near US 380 and one in a
ditch near US 87 last Thurs-
day morning due to water on
the roads following heavy
rainfall.

The vehicle was removed
by the owner, and no injuries
were reported.

Kellie Dryer reported to
the Sheriff’s Office at 8:05
a.m. last Monday that a rock
from an unsecured load on a
semi truck had shattered his
windshield on his vehicle, 2.5
miles south of US 380 on FM
1054.

New Home Fire Dept.

A case involving tire

Texas doctors remind parents
about back-to-school shots

Texas children have a better
likelihood of fighting off diseas-
es circulating at school if their
parents make sure they get their
shots before the first bell rings.
Doctors urge parents to follow
the Centers for Disease Control
and Prevention (CDC) recom-
mended school vaccine schedule
to build their child’s immune
system against dangerous dis-
eases, reports the August issue of
Texas Medicine magazine.

“School is an easy place for
children to become infected and
sick from a number of germs,”
said Kim Avila Edwards, MD, an
Austin pediatrician. “Fortunate-
ly, we can protect our children
by vaccinating them from many
ilinesses. In fact, children should
receive many important vaccina-
tions before they reach school
age.”

The vaccination schedule,
approved by the Advisory Com-
mittee on Immunization Prac-
tices (ACIP), a group of medi-
cal and public health experts

who develop national vaccine
guidelines, contains 12 shots that
protect against 16 illnesses. Fol-
lowing the vaccination schedule
builds up a child’s immunity.
However, if parents hold off or
space out the shots over time
(instead of following physicians’
guidelines), studies show chil-
dren are vulnerable to getting
sick for a longer period of time.

Children should get these
disease-preventing vaccinations
at several intervals in their lives,
starting very young.

“All Texas public schools,
most private schools, and col-
leges require certain shots before
kids start kindergarten, seventh
grade, and the freshman year of
college,” she said in the video.
“Check with your doctor before
classes start to make sure your
child’s vaccines are current.”

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DPS reminds drivers of
traffic dangers associated
with new school year

As the new school year
begins, the Texas Department
of Public Safety (DPS) cau-
tions Texans to slow down in
school zones, and to be aware
of children walking to and
from school or waiting for
buses. Drivers should be espe-
cially alert and careful around
school buses — which make
frequent stops — and always
follow traffic laws regarding
school buses and school zones.
The start of the school year
also generates an increase in
overall traffic in many areas,
and drivers should take extra
precautions.

“With school districts
across Texas returning to
classes in the coming weeks,
DPS is urging drivers to slow
down and be alert in school
zones and wherever children
are present,” said DPS Direc-
tor Steven McCraw. “Motor-
ists who disregard the law and
illegally pass stopped school
buses put our schoolchildren
in harm’s way — and that reck-
less and irresponsible behav-
ior will not be tolerated by
DPS.” -

The moments when stu-
dents are entering or exit-
ing the bus can be one of the
most dangerous times during
a child’s trip on a school bus.
Accordingly, DPS reminds
drivers to reduce speed and be
aware that children may unex-
pectedly step into a roadway
without checking for oncom-
ing traffic.

State ' law requires that
drivers stop when a bus is
stopped and operating a visu-
al signal — either red flashing
lights or a stop sign. Drivers
should not proceed until the
school bus resumes motion;
the driver is signaled by the
bus driver to proceed; or the
visual signal is no longer acti-
vated. Approaching drivers do
not have to stop for a school
bus that is operating a visual
signal if the roadway is sepa-
rated by a physical barrier or
an intervening space. (If a
highway is divided only by
a left-turning lane, the road-
ways are not considered sepa-

Drivers who illegally pass
school buses face fines up to
$1,250 for the first offense.

proposed 2018 tax rate

Lynn County Commis-
sioners met in regular session
on Monday, August 13, at 9:00
a.m. in the County Judge’s of-
fice located at 1524 Harper
Street in Tahoka. Commis-
sioners Matt Woodley, John
Hawthorne, Don Blair and
Larry Durham were present.
County Judge Mike Braddock
presided.

Commissioners moved to
set two public hearings for the
proposed 2018-2019 tax rate,
on Monday, August 27 and
Thursday, August 30, at 9:00
am. at 1524 Harper Street
in the County Judge’s office
buildiig. Commissioners are
proposing an 8-cent decrease
in the tax rate from the previ-
ous year, at 77-cents per $100
of property value.

County Extension Agent
Wendy Scott presented an up-
date on the summer 4-H ac-
tivities and events, and com-
missioners thanked her for
her work with the extension
programs.

Commissioner Durham
informed the court that he
was getting ready to purchase
a new motor grader, which
had already been approved for
purchase during the July 23,
2018 meeting.

A budget policy was ap-
proved for the county’s policy
and procedure manual, re-
garding budget expenditures
for county officials who are
not re-elected to their offices

to adhere to monthly bud-
gets while completing their
terms. The policy states that,
if spending above 1/12 of the
office’s annual budget, elected
official must first seek Com-
missioner Court approval.

“This is not, nor has it
ever been, an issue with Lynn
County,” County Judge Mike
Braddock informed commis-
sioners. “However, it is some-
thing that should be stated in
our policy,” he added.

Commissioners approved
the consolidation of cer-
tain voting precincts for the
November 6, 2018 General
Election. Voting precincts
1,5,6,79,12, and 14 will con-
solidate and vote in Tahoka,
Precincts 2 and 8 in Wilson, 3
and 10 in O’Donnell and 4, 11
and 13 in New Home.

An Order Adopting Rules
of Lynn County, Texas for
On-Site Sewage Facilities was
also approved.

Judge Braddock informed
the court that an eight-inch
slab of concrete was under
the asphalt on the road just
west of the Courthouse. This
road runs for one block and
the right of way is scheduled
to be removed and covered
with grass, making it part of
the lawn for the courthouse
square.

Monthly bills were ap-
proved as presented, and

commissioners adjourned the

meeting in under an hour.
