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Farmers Dusting Cotton As Boliworms 
Show Up In Several Areas of County; 
No Extensive Damage Seen at Present

H askell county’s potential rec­
o rd -b reak in g  cotton crop moved 
cIoMr to  the gathering stage this 
w eek, b u t grow ers in some sec­
tions w ere  becoming increasingly 
a la rm ed  over th rea t of dam age 
from  boll and leafworms which 
h av e  begun showing up in the 
fields. Infestation has been p ar­
ticu la rly  noticeable in young, 
te n d e r cotton which started  de­
veloping rapidly following the 
recen t rains.

W orst bollworm threat at the 
p resen t tim e is northw est of Has­
kell and in the Ro*-hestcr and 
O’B rien areas. County Agent F. 
W. M artin  said today. And most 
of the  dam age is being caused by 
boliw orm s, w ith  a m inor infesta­
tion  of leafworm.s reported in the 
fields.

F arm ers in the affected areas 
have the ir counter offensive 
u n d e r w ay, the County Agent 
said, and large areas arc being 
dusted  w ith poison. Two crop­
dusting  planes have been oper­
ating  in the area during the past 
w eek, covering principally the 
la rg e r fields of cotton. O ther 
farm ers arc du.'ting sm aller tracts 
w ith  trac to r draw n equipm ent, 
and good control results are be­
ing obtained with both m ethods 
th e  county agent said.

Due to the f;ict that most of 
the  cotton acreage in the county 
is from  late plantings, th rea t of 
in.scct dam age will rem ain until 
the  croi> n e a r  m aturity , the 
C ounty .■\gent explained, and if 
the  infestation reaches a too- 
scrious stage, areas already poi­
soned m ay require a second a p ­
plication  of poison. _ However, 
m ost growers appear ready t(' 
tak e  all control m easures neces­
sary  to  insure m aturity  of the 
bum per crop, he said.

L abor factor involved in gath­
ering  the expected large yield 
fiom  the county’s estim ated 
p lan ting  of 160,000 acres has also 
com e in for a share of attention, 
M artin  said. Although the need 
fo r laborers is expected to  be 
g rea te r  than  in the  past, a large 
num ber of farm ers have already 
m ade arrangem ents for addition­
al help. Some of the larger cot­
ton producers, especially in the 
area along the Haskell-K nox 
county line, have perm anent fac- 
ilitics for the accomodation of 
transien t farm  labor, Martin 
pointed out.

Haskell Geology 
student Finds 
Rare Fossil

The Texas Christian University 
Geology Department ’Thursday 
reported the rare  discovery of a 
fragment of an ancestral shark's 
jaw  in the Glass Mountains, north 
of Marathon in West Texas.

The portion of the jaw  was 
found by Billy B. Clifton, TCU 
senior formerly of Haskell, and 
now of Fort Worth, during a ge­
ology field trip.

Dr. Leo Hendricks, professor of 
geology a t TCU, said the frag­
ment was that of the coiled por­
tion of a shark of the Permian 
age. I t  was the second such dis­
covery made In North America, 
although such finds are reported 
fairly common In Russia, Hen­
dricks said.

The half-circle portion was 
teeth along the inner edge meas­
ured some five Inches across. 
Hendricks said. This portion of 
the jaw  would uncoil as the anl- 
animal’s Jaw grew, he added.

Present day sharks have teeth 
set in cartilege structure.

Supt. John  M. Ivy of P ain t 
C reek R ural High School, has 
announced th a t the  1949-50 term  
of the  fully  accredited school w ill 
begin Thursday, A ugust 25.

With Action Long Delayed on Rural Phone Sy.stetn, Farm 
Group Considers Plans for Building Own Cooperative Lines

Haskell County farm ers want 
early action on a rural telephone 
project for this Immediate area— 
a venture on which they nave 
been trying for several years to 
re^ .'tia te  w ith the So'ithwestein 
Associated Telephone Co. — and 
now the m ajority  of these men 
have concluded tha t they may as 
well build the ir own system.

This was the sentiment ex­
pressed Thursday a t a meeting of 
the Haskell County Rural Tele­
phone Committee, held in the 
district courtroom. Present were 
eight members of the  committee 
and 32 other in te m te d  persons. 
C. G. Burson of Haskell, presid­
ed for the meeting.

As a result of action taken a t 
the meeting, it appears that the 
Southwestern A sm ia ted  com­
pany is faced w ith competition 
throoghout the county, if plana 
of the group can be wotiied out.

The committee agreed to form 
either a cooperative o r a stock 
company.

Which course they will follow 
depends on the outcome of the 
Poage bill for ru ra l telephone 
service, now in progress.

Burson said tha t if the Poage 
bill pnaset, the group will be eli­
gible for a loan as a cooperative.

The cooperative could establish 
ru ra l phone s e r\ic e  over REA 
poles.

If the Poage bill fails, the com­
m ittee plans to set up a stock 
company.

The committee was asked to 
get an estimate from a telephone 
supply company on th* cost, by 
the mile, of a telephone system 
In the county.

“The Southwestern com paiv 
will do nothing if the Poage bill 
fails, but will take action if it 
passei,’’ Burson told the group. 
“Then is the time when a co-op 
would be set up to operate its 
own system and contest the exist­
ing company tor Haskell county 
service.

Haskell county lines were vot­
ed as boundaries for the propos­
ed system. It would include Has­
kell, Rule, Rochester, Weinert 
and Sagerton, affecting at least 
2,000 families.

Chairman Burson added eight 
men to the committee, making all 
county communities represented. 
He named Hob Smith and Doran 
Brown of Rochester, John Clark 
and Fred Stegemoeller of Sager­
ton, Preston W einert and Bill 
Terry of W einert, and Ed Cloud 
and Sam Smith of Rule.

Already members of the eom-

m itteee a re  Burson. Sam H erren , 
W. A. M ontgom ery, Ed Fouts, 
Brack G ilm ore, E arl Atchison, 
all of H askell; and C liff D unnam  
and C. A. Thomas, both  of Wei­
nert.

Burson reported to the group 
on past negotiations w ith the 
company for service.

Early arrangem ents with the 
company failed to m ature, he 
said. The committee met with 
representatives of the firm  and 
asked for a better and more com­
plete system in the Haskell te r­
ritory, according to  Burson.

A survey showed that 286 new 
phones and a new line would 
have to  be installed to complete 
additions to the existing system. 
The company asked for a $28.30 
p *  party  bonus to build the lines, 
to which the committee agreed. 
Burson related. Four hundred 
subscribers agreed to the plan.

Later the bonus was raised to 
$32.80, he said, and the committee 
was asked to pay for laying the  
lines. Burson stated the commit­
tee agreed again. This failed to 
materialize.

The group voted Thursday to 
refuse any other propoeitions 
from the company and w ithdrew  
its agreements to the last two 
offers.

T h e  request was m ade a; the 
suggestion of tha Te.xas B oard of 
W ater E ngineers to whom  t’ne 
B askin  Dam  proponents p ie sen t-  
ed a sim ilar plea Lwu w eeks ago. 
T hey  w ere ad \ i.sed by th e  eng i­
neers th a t the Brazos C o n ser.a - 
tion Board n tld  an e a r i i tr  r>ei'- 
m it for tne unappropriated  flow 
of the Brazos and its tribu ta ries.

The group met w ith R. O, Coi- 
lins, general m anager of the H ra- 
zos d istric t, and Fred Brow n, 
M ineral Wells, m em ber of the 
governing board.

In  the group presenting  the r e ­
quest w ere John  A. Couch, p res­
ident of th e  Baskin association. 
M ayor C ourtney 'Hunt. R alph E. 
Duncan, and D. .A. Bandeen, West 
Texas C ham ber of Com merce 
m anager.

Collins reported  the request 
would be prc>ented t"  the ex e­
cutive com m ittee of the Brazos 
R iver -Authority m tim.e t"  be re ­
view ed by the  liircctor.'' a t th e ir  
nexf m eeting.

He said tha t hi hr-* no doubt 
th a t ’he Braz' d istrict would 
‘ do all possible ti help m ake the 
Bob Baskin Dam a reality ."

He added tha t a reservo ir such 
as is proposed by the Bob Baskin 
group, ha.s been slated for sev er­
al vea- b ^ h e  Brazos riv er 
group , .r  nc objection bas
ever been offered to m uncipali- 
ties using the w ater for d rinking 
purposes.

The Brazos r iv e r  spokesm an 
said the  d istric t has estim ated 
cost of land and a dam  would be 
seven o r eight million dollars. A 
B ureau of R eclam ation estim ate, 
m ade several years ago for a like 
dam  only w ith cost of pum ping 
facilities and canals for irrigation  
would be above $19,000,000.

M embers of the  Bob Baskin as­
sociation said the B ureau of Re­
clam ation is undertak ing  a new 
su r\’ey to  see if m unicipal w ate r 
pofentialities w ill be a factor in 
its construction  of a dam . The 
Baskin dam  supporters declared 
they  p refer to  w ork w ith  the  e x ­
isting Brazos d istric t, ra th e r  than 
a ttem p t to set up a separa te  a u ­
thority . _________
New Cotton Storage 
House Built At 
Duncan Gin Plant

A m odern new  cotton storage 
house has been com pleted a t the 
D uncan G in p la n t in th is city, re ­
placing the stru c tu re  destroyed 
by fire last w in ter during  the 
ginning season.

The new  building is of en tirely  
new  design, according to W. A. 
Duncan, veteran  gin operator. Of 
quonset design, the structu re  is 
divided into 32 separate  bins, 
each w ith a capacity  of five or 
six bales of seed cotton. The sep­
a ra te  bins provide additional 
protection from  fire or o ther e le ­
m ents w hile cotton is stored to 
aw ait ginning, Mr. D uncan e x ­
plained, and thereby  perm its the 
p lan t to  accom odate a la rger 
num ber of patrons than  form erly.

In addition  to the  new  storage 
house, the en tire  gin p lan t has 
been gone over and placed in 
readiness fo r the com ing season, 
Mr. D uncan said.

(’ounty Agent M artin points 
out that fvotatoes are deficient in 
p iotein and vitam in A, and con­
tain so m uch w ater tha t they 
should be fed w ith o ther feeds. 
The feeding of as much or more 
protein concentrate, such as cot­
tonseed m eal, is recommemicd 
by livestock au thorities when oo- 
taioes are fed as when grain  is 
used.

Becaus« they m ay cause scours 
or other digestive troubles, pota­
toes cannot be fed in unlim ited 
amounts. ’They should be freshly 
chopped each day for cattle  or 
ski>ep. and cooked for hogs.

BE IT  RESOLVED BY THE

OF TEXAS:

Section 1. T hat Article I I I  of 
the Constitution of the S tate of 
Texas be and the sam» is hereby 
amended by adding to  said Ar­
ticle a new Section to be desig­
nated as Section 60, reading as 
follows:

“Section 60. The Legislature 
shall hav’e the authority to  pro­
vide by law for the establishment 
and creation of hospital districts 
in the counties of this S tate un­
der such conditions as the Legis­
lature moy fix by law, and to 
provide for the support of said 
districts by a tax on the ad va­
lorem properties situated in said 
counties; providing, however, 
that before such district shall be 
created i t  shall be approved by 
a  vote of the  people in  said dis­
trict.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing C<»sti- 
tutiooal Amendment shall be 
subm itted to a vote of the  quali­
fied electorate of the S tate a t  an 
election to be held on the second 
Tuesday in November, 1949, a t 
which election all ballots A a ll 
have printed thereon (or in  coun­
ties using voting machines tbe  
said machines shall provide for) 
the following:

“FOR the Amendment to  the 
Constitution of the State of Tex­
as authorizing the Legislature to  
provide for the establishm ent and 
creation of hospital districts” ; 
and

“AGAINST the Amendment to 
the Constitution of the S tate of 
Texas authorizing the Legislature 
to provide for the establishm ent 
and creation of Hospital districts."

Each voter shall m ark out one 
of said clauses on the ballot, 
leaving the one expressing his 
vote on the proposed Amendment, 
and if it shall appear from the re ­
turn^ of said election th a t a m a­
jority  of the votes cast a re  in fav­
or of said Amendment, the  same 
shall become a part of th e  Consti­
tution of the State of Texas.

Confittion Feeder, 
Calf Now For the 
Loeker. This Fall

Now is th« tim e to  start getting 
th a t inilk pen calf ready for the 
locker plant this fall, says Roy W. 
Snyder, extension meats special­
ist o f Texas A&M College. You 
w ent tender, juicy and tasteful 
beef in your locker box and you 
can have it  if the calf you butch­
e r is fat.

Snyder adds tha t a  thin ani­
mal w ith no external fa t usually 
produces m eat tha t is dry, tough 
and stringy but a fa t calf furnish­
es the kind of m eat tha t wa all 
like to  eat. There is fa t mixed 
w ith tbe lean muscles and that 
is w hat makes a juicy steak or 
roast.

Snyder says, ho likes a calf 
tha t will weigh about 500 pounds 
on foot and is fat. It will dress 
out about 270 pounds—135 pounds 
to the side—and this doesn't in­
clude the heart, tongue and liver.

I t  ia easy, he says, to cut to lit 
any size family. Roasts can be 
cut either large or small and you 
can 't do this w ith a  th in  amall 
calf. The short ribe from this 
kind of calf are ol>o very good. 
You’ll find them  juicy and tasty 
because of that m ixture of lean 
and fat.

A beef type animal is desirable 
but a milk pen calf makes a good 
substitute and they are available 
on most farms, says Snyder. So 
long as the calf gets m ilk and 
good grazing, it will do well bu t
