Conservation District and the
Crockett County Extension Service
sponsored the second annual conser-
vation education field day tour for
the 6th grade students of Ozona
April 23. The purpose of the tour was
to give the students a’basic under-
standing of what our renewable
natural resources are and how they
must be properly cared for to sustain
our current way of life. As future
leaders of our land, another purpose
was to impress upon them that they
will be the ones taking care of our
natural resources.

Renfro told the near capacity

‘I was
on .an athletic scholarship, and we
won four games during the four
years I played. This is a big world we
live in, and there are many challen-

ges you will face. I wish you all a -

road that will ensure that you will be
successful.”’

Renfro was drafted following his
graduation in 1978 by the Houston
Oilers coached by Bum Phillips.
‘“We made the playoff the next three
years. Bum wpuld take a chance on
the players who were free agents -

the rebels and renegades.”’ Phillips

was fired in 1981, but Renfro
remained with the Oilers for two
more seasons, before being traded to
Dallas in 1984.

Last year, the Cowboys did not
‘“play up to Dallas standards. We
hope to get back to where we
belong,” said the 10-year pro-
football veteran. ‘“The NFL is a
strange road to pursue. Whatever
you pursue, do the best you can,’’ he
challenged. ‘‘There are many other
things in life. Find the avenues and
be the best at what you do.”’

I am writing this letter to help
clear up potential confusion Ozona
residents may feel because of the
growing number of ‘‘charities’’
soliciting their support to fight
cancer.

Unfortunately, some of these
organizations are cashing in on the
public’s fear of cancer, taking advan-
tage of its generosity and capitaliz-
ing on the names and reputations of
established, well-regarded organi-
zations and institutions like the
American Cancer Society and the
National Cancer Institute.

To set the record straight: The
American Cancer Society is a
national, volunteer nonprofit health
organization with no affiliation with
any other cancer-related, nonprofit
fund-raising organization. The So-
ciety’s programs are carried out
locally by an elected board of
directors. Local volunteers con-
tribute their time and energy to
sponsor educational programs, assist
cancer patients and raise.the money
needed to continue our fight against
cancer.

Every year, the American Cancer
Society conducts its annual Cancer
Crusade during April, which Presi-
dent Reagan has designated as
Cancer Control Month. A proliferat-
ing number of dubious cancer
charities also schedule their fund-
raising drives and mail solicitations
during March and April.

Some of these groups have
similar-sounding names which may
confuse the giving public. Others
misuse the words ‘‘National’’ or
‘““American’’ in their titles when
their programs are actually conduct-
ed in specific local areas. Those
headquartered in Washington, D
C., may be incorrectly linked in the
public’s mind with the government-
funded National Cancer Institute,
thereby gaining them an “‘official’’
sanction they don’t deserve.
