AS IT LOOKS

FROM HERE

WASHINGTON — Many pro- |
posals now before the Congress |
would have been almost un-
thinkable a brief years ago.
Doubtless some of the ideas and
the philosophy behind them
have been in the minds of many
who are now the chief spon-
sors, but until recently they had
little hope of seeing such enact-
ed into law.

Programs involving billions of
dollars are being passed as if
the Government had the money
to pay for them. Even this is
not the most serious aspect. The
most serious part is the atti-
tude that it is all right to vio-
late the Constitution in the
name of securing other alleged
Constitutional rights. On this

line of reasoning the fact that
police powers are sometimes
abused by local officials, and
that they have in some places
{s beyond question, becomes an
argument, not for halting the
abuse but eliminating local
powers.

Another leglsiative landmark
was established last week with
the passage of a Federal Ald to
Education Bill. This measure has
a little something for many
areas, and it was so designed
to get support for it. The fact
that a Federal official, namely
the Commissioner of Education,
{s given broad and almost dic-
tatorial power over the adminis-
tration of the measure does not
seem to be any great objection.

in the measure, and yet it is sald
by the proponents that control
is not-to be exercised over local
schools.

Another measure soon up for
debate is Medical Care for the
Elderly. Many people have been
led to believe that a clear cholce
is possible between so-called
Medicare and Eldercare, As a
matter of fact, neither of these
approaches is directly identifi-
able in the measure just agreed
upon by the Ways and Means
Committee. The Bill which will
be brought up for decision will
be presented under what is com-
monly known as a “closed Rule”,
which means it is a “take it or
leave it" proposition, not sub-
ject to amendment.

The bill will be a combina-
tion of Medicare, Eldercare, ad-
ditions to the Kerr-Mills Act,
and a number of other provi-
slons not yet well publicized. It
will be more than 200 printed
pages in length and virtually
every word will be meaningful.

The impact of this complicat-
ed and far-reaching legislation
on the Nation's economy and on
the health of the people can
not, at this point, be thorough-
ly understood by anyone, includ-
ing many members of Congress,
The measure as it has been de-
veloped by the Ways and Means
Committee deserves public hear-
ings in its final form. The pub-
lic interest can not be served by
undue haste in pushing through
Congress a bill so vitally import-
ant to the people. For instance,
it should be made crystal clear
that the working man, young
people just beginning efforts to
make a living, are going to be
taxed to provide health care
for every person over the age
of 65, regardless of their {in-
ancial need.

A Jusiullled increase Iin casn
retirement benefits under So-
cial Security is also a part of
this Medicare Bill. This same
feature was lost in the last Ses-
slon of Congress because it was
a part of a similari measure re-
jected by the Congress.

By reason or the high cost of
living, many people who have
earned their Social Security are
being deprived of a part of it.
This is a matter which should
be handled separately and not
have to carry the burden of
other highly controversial fis-
sues.
