April 1, 1918,

Tax due may be pald now or on or
before June 15, 1918,

wife (or husband) and had a pet io-
come of $2,000 or wore for 1917 you
must file a return,

Husband's and wife's income nust
be considered jointly, plus income of
minor children.

Income of a minor or Incompetent,
derived from a separate estate, must
be reported by his legal representa-
tive,

Severe penalties are provided for
those who neglect or evade the law.

For false or fraudulent return there
is a penalty not exceeding $2,000 fime
or year's imprisonment, or both, plus
100 per cent. of tax.
