Editor Record:
1 am in Aix-les-Bains on a sev­

en day furlough and am having 
a grand time. Alx-les-Baina is 
the place that the Government 
selected as a rest place for the 
A. E. F. and I don’ t think that 
a better selection could have 
been made. It is the prettiest 
little city that I have seen in all 
my rounds. It is located down 
in a valley by a lake and is sur­
rounded by mountains. Before 
the war it was one of the most 
noted health resorts in the world 
snd is where the American tour­
ist used to come to spend their 
vacations. Most all of the peo­
ple that live here are rich and 
they al speak English, sc we 
can talk to the girls without an 
interpreter.

The Y  M C A  is using the 
Grand Cirde for a Y  building.
Before the war it was the big­
gest gambling house in the world 
and is certainly some swell build­
ing; is made of marble and must 
any way you look it io mirrowed 
so you can see yourself. It has 
a fine ball room, opera, reading 
and writing rooms, wine rooms, 
and most anything that you could 
wish for.

One of the most interesting 
things here is the trip up Mt. 
Revard on the cug-wheel rail­
way. Its altitude la 5,000 feet,
I went up yesterday. The top 
01 Hit mountain is osly chcc*- th 
100 feet wide and on one side H^^c 
yun can see across the snow cov­
ered Alps into Itidv and Swi zer- 
land for miles and miles, while 
on the other side you can look al­
most straightd iwn and see the 
oc-totiful lake iiml city of suo- 
shiiie, A 'x-I»'8 B ii.'H. You cao 
nlso gel a good view of Mount 
Blanc, the highist mountain in 
Europe, it  IS about 40 miles a- 
way but looks as though you 
Could walk to It ill a few minu- 
te». The Word Blanc means 
white in Piench and that it where 
the mountain gets its name. It 
covered with snow the year 
’ round- Other things of amusr- 
m-tiit here are boating ami fith- 
ir.g on the lake.

The hot sulphur baths here 
are fine and the lake too. Our 
Government puts the soldiers up 
at the best hotels in town when 
they are here on leave I am 
stopping at the hotel E irope. It 
is about like the Gunter and 
their meals are fine. This part 
of Prance is a great fruit coun­
try and the fruit and vegetables 
are just coming in now, so we live 
like lords and it doesn’t cost us a 
cent—Uncle Sam pays all expen 
ces.

I stopped over in Paris as I 
came down. The Y M C A  has 
8 sight-seeing cur there so I rode 
all over the city and went thru 
some of the most important pla 
ces such as the King’s Palace 
and many other places of inter­
est,

I received a card from Wal­
ter Manly a few days ago. I al 
S') hear from Sid M offett occa­
sionally. 1 have nut seen my 
brother Roy, sincii we landed sev­
eral months ago, but I hear from 
him quite often.

I ran across Jack lurver from 
Cotulla last week. He is with 
remount squadron. He is the 
only 1.U Salle county boy I have 
seen since I nave b.'en over. Re­
gards to all my La Salle county 
friends.

Somewhere in France.
Sept. 17, 1918. 

Editor Record:
After a chse stay oi a good 

many weeks iu camp which is 
not a great distance from Bor­
deaux, 1, and two companions 
were granted a two days leave 
to Bordeaux. We went up on 
one of the little trains, which to 
us Americans, look more like 
toys. The cats are not more 
than 20 feet hng, some divided 
into compartments and some ev­
en double-decked.

On reaching the city we reg­
istered. went to Y. M C. A. 
headquarters, got some Aroeri 
can cigkretts and also some in­
formation; then went to an Amer­
ican cafe where we did full jus­
tice to an American cooked meal.

Bordeaux is one of the histori­
cal cities of France. It is situa­
ted on the Garonne river about 
70 miles from its mouth, or from 
the Bay of Biscay, and is abou t 
350 miles from Paris. It is built 
in the form of a cresent around 
a large curve in the river which 
widens out into a large basi n and 
serves as a harbor. There is an 
old and a new town. The old 
town has narrow, crooked streets 
but the latter is laid out on a 
magnificent scale. The river is 
crossed by a stone bridge of 17 
arches, built a .-.entury ago and 
is one of the most noted and 
wonderful bridges In Prance.

We first visited the old sectinn 
yn, sphercin is located 
ral of Si* Andre and 

St Mickeal's Church with its 
wonderful Gothic frunl, and otk- 
er builbinys of ancient origin. 
One ul these temples has been 
standi! ig since 50 B. 0.. and the 
mason ‘y is wonderful. I’lu* ce- 
m-Mit istill in ihe tracks end 
actual y the boil lings l.in 't sttow 
wear upd I see no reason wh.v 
they w in ’ t be standing two years 
hence. We went into one large 
calhedtal that had an under­
ground chamixr and in it were 
74 muftnmies . We were told 
that they were 400 years old: 
that they were buried one hun 
dred years and had been in this 
chamber for three hundred years 
Their skin looked like leather, 
and some of them had foil sets of 
teeth; some had hair on their 
heads and some finger nails, ll 
certainly was a sight. We took 
in the principL* parts of the new 
city and saw some beautiful stat­
utes and monuments, one of the 
most magnificent being the Mon­
ument de Giror.de. We had no 
map and had to trust to luck in 
aeeing mahv things, and when 
ihe time came to depart our luck 
hadn’ t steered us to the Palace 
of Arts and we missed seeing it, 
Here, we found miny people 
fronr Spain and Algiers who 
spoke Spanish, so we got along 
fairly well.

I received several 'inpiesof the 
Record and the S. A. Express to 
day. Our mail comes very irreg­
ular. Sometimes we go a week 
or two without any. I had a 
letter from George Newman to­
day. He is in the cavalry.

I would not take anything for 
what I have seen and am seeing 
over here in this country, 
and if I am lucky enough to get 
l>ack It will be worth much to 
m»\ Many of our men are being 
killed and wounded now, hut b''- 
lieve me, FriiZ is on ihe run and 
the world may he sm prised be­
fore you get this letter, for there 
is no let up to the Americans. 
We get the dailies and are just 
as anxious to know what is g> ing 
on on all fronts as yo i -ire over 
there. I have just come from 
ihe telegraph office and things 
certainly do look good tonight.

I see Roy Guinn ;ind Dick Bru­
ton every day. but lliey are the 
ar.iy boys from that part of Tex­
as in my sector.

OVER BIG SCOPE.
Sept. 17, 1918. 

Editor Record:
After a clise stay oi a good 

many weeks iu camp which is 
not a great distance from Bor> 
deaux, I, and two companiona 
were granted a two days leave 
to Bordeaux. We went up on 
one of the little trains, which to 
us Americans, look more like 
toys. The cats are not more 
than 20 feet long, some divided 
into compartments and some ev­
en double-decked.

On reaching the city we reg­
istered, went to Y. M. C. A, 
headquarters, got some Ameri 
can cigkretts and also some in­
formation; then went to an Amer­
ican cafe where we did full jus­
tice to an American cooked meal.

Bordeaux is one of the histori­
cal cities of Prance. It is situa­
ted on the Garonne river about 
70 miles from its mouth, or from 
the Bay of Biscay, and is ab ju t 
360 miles from Paris. It is built 
in the form of a cresent around 
a large curve in the river which 
widens out into a large basi n and 
serves as a harbor. There ia an 
old and a new town. The old 
town has narrow, crooked streets 
but the latter is laid out on a 
magnificent scale. The river is 
crossed by a stone bridge nf 17 
arches, built a .-.entury ago and 
is one of the most noted and 
wonderfui bridges In Prance.

Glasscock-Parr Controversy.

Sold — County'e Quota $30,300.00.

The supporters of D. W. 
(ilasscock for State Senator of 
the 2drd District have i>ntered 
upon a vi>;o'-ous campaign to 
have Parr’s name scratched and 
D. W. (Basse ick’s name written 
on the Ballot to he voted in the 
fjeneral election Noverni>er 5lh.

This IS a case wherein both 
parties cititnto be the n iminee 
and it is up to the individual 
voter to determine which is the 
l'>tcalt>nd riKhtful nominee and 
vote accordingly.

Two District conventions were 
held at Corpus Christi. one de­
claring (itasscoclc the nominee 
and theother P.trr the nominre. 
Tlio matter was carried to the 
State Convention, and that 
body, the fountain head of 
Democracy of the State of Tex­
as, declared Classcock to be the 
rightful and legal nominee, hold­
ing that “ Parr’s claim to said 
nomination was predicated on 
irregularities, fraud and corrupt­
ion in the holding, balloting and 
the declaration o f results of the 
pretended primaries h>'ld in the 
county of Duval.”

Parr filed suit in the District 
Court of Hidalgo county, not a 
contest; not to determine who 
received the most votes or .he 
legality of the votes, but to “ re­
view Ceriificate of Nomination”  
and the District Judge rendered 
a decision in favor of Parr and 
directing that Parr’s name be 
printed on the ballots, and re­
straining all County Clerks. 
Judges and Sheriffs from putting 
Glasscock’s name on the ticket. 
Glasscock appealed but the elec­
tion is at hand, and determined 
not to he run over by Parr and 
his corrupt political machine the 
citizens of the Rio Grande valley 
areappealing to the loyal De- 
mojracy of the Twenty-third 
district to arise en masse and 
swat this corrupt machine a 
blow that will wreck it eternally.

The decision of the valley dis­
trict Judge is not in accord with 
resolution unanimouslv adopted 
by the Democracy of Texas, in 
convention assembled at Waco, 
which is published in full on an­
other page, and in part reads as 
follows:

“ It has come to the notice of 
this convention that in the con­
duct of the recpiit primery cii.c-

erate and unnaturalized Mexi­
cans; the voting of women w’ho 
were not Am*rican citizen*; the 
failure of election officr-rs to
