He added that cardiovascular
disease is not one disease but
several; heart attacks aredown
since 1950, 2,2 percent;
strokes, 35,3 percent; high
blood pressure deaths down 63,1
percent andall other cardiovas-
cular disease deaths are down
27.5 percent, This makes the
total deaths down for all ages
20.1 percent,

“‘Dramatic gains have been
made in the surgical and
medical fields,”” stated Watson,
“High blood pressure is curable
or controllable in 95 percent
of the cases; rheumatic heart
defects, 99 percent of the cases;
congenital heart defects, 90
percent of cases,

““Gains are dramatic,’”” Wat-
son continued, ‘‘since these op-
erations have been developed
for the most part during the
last 15 years, And, a high per-
centage has been developed dur -
ing the past seven years,”

He reminded that the
American Heart Association
has funds available to come
back to a county to help local
heart projects, such as heart
equipment and supplies, Mrs,
Dean Sprayberry 1is county
chairman for the heart fund
and Watson asked that volun-
teers contact Mrs, Sprayberry
at the First National Bank.

In consideration of a new
cotton program officials of
Plains Cotton Growers, Inc,
continue to point out that
adequate supplies are an ab-
solute must if U, S, export
markets are not to be lost
forever,

In the decade of the sixties,
cotton exports for the first
eight seasons averaged 4.4
million bales per year, The
lowest carryover of cotton at
the end of any season during
this period was 7,4 million bales
on August 1, 1961, Average
carryover was about 11 million
bales and annual production
averaged almost 13 million
bales,

In 1968-69, when the beginning
carryover was only alittle over

6.2 million bales and only 10,8
million bales were produced in
this country, exports dropped
to 2,7 million bales, And it
looks now as if the U, S, may
do well to equal that sorry ex-
port performance inthe1969-70
season ending August 1 this
year, Carryover on August 1,
1969 was only 6,3 million bales
and the year’s production total
is straining to reach 10 million,
At beginning of the current
season the U, S, Department
of Agriculture estimated that
U. 8. cotton exports would show
an increase over last year, That
was when a crop of 11,7 million
bales or so was expected,
Later, when it became evident
that the crop would fall toaround

Fortunately for U, S, cotton
exports, it now appears that
adverse developments in other
cotton exporting countries of the
world may at least partially
offset the abnormally low supply
of U, S, cotton, and our exports
may yet reach the1968-69 total,
Other countries, too, are learn-
ing that “you can’t do business
from an empty wagon,”

For example the latest in-
dication is that Russia's crop
may be some 3/4 million bales
below expectations, and a de-
cline in actual exports from the
U.S.S.R, will provide an oppor-
tunity for increasing exports
from free world countries, in-
cluding the U.,S,

Reports from Mexico show
that prospects for the 1969-70
crop there have declined more
than 200,000 bales in recent
weeks, This, coupled with the
fact that plantings in that
country this year were down
some 320,000 acres, indicates
the Mexican crop may come to
only about 1,75 million bales,
down 700,000 bales from 1968-
69 production,

The crop in Central America
has also deteriorated recently
and that area’s production is
now expected to be off 200,000
bales or more from last season,

All together the Foreign
Agriculture Service of USDA
now estimates that total cotton
production in free foreign coun-
tries may drop slightly below
the record 25.9 million bales
produced in 1968-69,

And as the foreign cotton
supply situation has worsened,
price  quotations for most
foreign growths of cotton have
shown significant increases,
Prices for many of the growths
of medium and longer staple
cottons have now moved closc
to, and some have even gonc
above, price quotations for
American medium staples,

The Senate

In the next ten months the two major political parties will
be waging a battle to determine which controls the upper
legislative body in 1971 and 1972, There seems little chance
that Republicans can capture the lower House in November’s
elections but the Senate offers the minority congressional
party its best chance in many years this fall,

The count in the House is 245 to 188, In the Senate it is
57 to 43, But whereas in the House every member is up for
reelection in the Senate only ten Republicans face races
this year while twenty-five Democratic terms expire, Thus
the GOP has more targets to shoot at, and with a Republi-
can in the White House, many more Governors than Demo-
crats, and facing a Democratic Party in disarray and debt,
this could be a year of opportunity,

To change control of the Senate Republicans must gain a
minimum of seven seats, This would make the count in the
upper house 50-50 but since Vice President Agnew would

wield the tie-breaking vote on organization,

the Republi-

cans could organize, a major gain being that their members

would then lead the Senate’s committees, Their

member -

ship on the committees would also increase and Democratic
membership decrease, since it is based on total Senate mem-

bership,

The Nixon Administration can hope to gain control of the
House in 1972, with Mr, Nixon running for reelection, if the
GOP registers notable gains in the lower body this year,
If not, it seems unlikely 1972 could produce a Republican
House, If Republicans have even the slimmest of majorities
in Congress, they can depend upon the support of more moderate
and conservative Democrats, often from the South, to operate

reasonably effectively,

DRUG ABUSE CONTROL

I know many of you are con-
cerned, as am [, with the prob-
lem of drug abuse in our nation,
especially among our young
people, The uncontrolled use of
drugs for nonmedical reasons
has increased substantially
over recent years, Arrests for
narcotic drug law violations
quadrupled between 1960 and
1968, And a survey by the Na-
tional Institute of Mental Health
has indicated that in some areas
of our nation as many as half
our high school students have
had at least some experience
with marijuana, let alone more
dangerous drugs and narcotics,

During this past week, the
Senate approved legislation de-
signed to improve the effective-
ness of the federal government
in dealing with drug abuse, I
supported this legislation be-
cause I believe it offers a
comprehensive and balanced
approach to the problem we
face,

You may have heard recently
of the so-called ‘‘no-knock’
provision of this legislation,
This provision would allow a
law enforcement officer to enter
premises unannounced, if he has
reason to believe such entry
would allow him to seize mater-
ial evidence with which to sup-
port a drug-violation convic-
tion, and if he has previously
been able to impress these
views upon a judge with suffic-
ient support to enable him to
obtain a warrant,

While the provision was care-
fully limited in order toprotect
the constitutional rights of in-
dividuals, it nevertheless pro-
vides a valuable tool for law
enforcement officials inobtain-
ing legal proof of drug viola=
tions, Under present circum-
stances, a violator canliterally
flush evidence down the lava-
tory while the law enforcement
officer is knocking on the door,
identifying himself and produc-
ing his search warrant, The new
legislation would enable a law
enforcement officer tosurprise
a drug pusher or user and thus
obtain the evidence necessary
for conviction,

Like many of my colleagues,
I felt that such a provision was
needed, but was concernedover
the possibility that the Constitu-
tional rights of an individual
might be restricted, 1 was,
therefore, pleased that the bill
was modified on the floor of the
Senate to limit unannounced en-
try by law enforcement officers
only to those situations in which
the evidence sought might be
easily and quickly destroyed
or disposed of,

Thus the judge being asked
to grant a so-called ‘“‘no-
knock’ warrant must be satis-
fied that there is probable cause
to believe that if notice of entry
were given, it would be ex-
tremely likely that the evidence
needed for conviction would be
destroyed, This provision is ex=
tremely important in my
opinion, It will preventa police
officer from acting on his own
unsubstantiated suspicion; yet
at the same time, it will enable
him to obtain the evidence ne-
cessary for conviction,

There are several additional
worthwhile provisions in this
drug abuse control bill, The
legislation seeks to improve
the administration and regula-
tion of the manufacture, distri-
bution, importation and expor-
tation of drugs, The legislation
also classifies drugs into four
schedules according to chem-
ical properties, psychological
and physical effects and abuse
potential, These schedules cor-
respond to the penalties ap-
plicable to violations,

Also, the bill substantially
revises the penalty structure
which now exists for drug law
violations, An effort has been
made to provide sufficiently
effective penalities for the real
criminal, such as the drug pus=-
her and the traffickers in hard
narcotics such as heroin; while
at the same time limiting the
mandatory minimum sentences
for first offenders who have
been caught in their first ex-
perience with the use of drugs.
I believe this is a sound ap-
proach, It seems unreasonable
to impose the same stiff penal -
ties on the professional pusher

of hard narcotics as on the
young first offender who has
made a mistake and may, un-
der present law, spend 10 years
in prison regretting every
minute of it, Iam hopeful that
these more reasonable sent-
ences will result in more con-
victions and act as a more
effective deterrent to drug
abuse, J

The legislation also provides
for the creation of a committee
which will make an in-depth
study of all aspects of mari-
juana, Marijuana is the drug
most commonly subject to a-
buse by our young people. It
accounts for the majority of
arrests of persons under the
age of 21 for drug violations,
Marijuana has been the sub-
ject of great controversy. Many
have argued that the smoking of
marijuana leads to habitual use
of hard narcotics which can
enslave the user and even lead
to death, Some have argued that
the use of marijuana is no more,
injurious to one's health and
well being than the smoking of
tobacco, Actually, we know very
little about the effects of the use
of marijuana on a long-term
basis, Does it affect our thought
processes or our ability to func-
tion? Does it cause cancer or
other terminal disease? Does it
contribute to birth defects? I
believe that a complete study
of marijuana and its effects on
human beings is vital in order
to provide a better understand-
ing of the substantial dangers
associated with its use,
