Arouses Suspiciou.
An a.s.<iumed name and a roll of 

12200 in currency aroused the 
■uapicion of Sheriff Toole when 
he arrestiKl two men Monday, 
and as the result one of them is 
now on his way back to Okla­
homa where he is wanUnl for 
cattle theft.

Two younfj fellows with the 
appearance of oidinary cowboys 
came into town some three weeks 
ago and deposited $2,200 in cur­
rency in one of the local banks. 
They made several stat luents 
in talking with different parties 
which did not tally up. They 
first said they came from Bee- 
ville. One party they told they 
hailed from the Tanhaadle, an­
other from .Montana, and so on. 
The men went to work on the 
Cochina ranch and in the mean­
time the Sheriff’s office conduct­
ed a little investigation in parts 
they were supposed to hail from 
without result. Monday they 
quit their job, came to the ban k 
and drew out the money and 
were preparing to  leave when 
Gray Childers cliarged them 
with appropriating several a r­
ticles from the ranch. I he offi­
cers searched their effects and 
located a blanket, pair cf silver 
mountied spurs and other things 
that Childers identified. In 
their p jssession was also a doe 
hide. Among their effects let­
ters were found showing that 
the man who had given his name 
as Joe Taylor was Milton Whit­
ten of Id^eW, OUia., and one 
giving Ilia name as Jack Clark 
was Howe Clark. * Sheriff Poole 
placed the men in jail and wired 
officers at Idabell, Okla. asking 
if they wore wanted. An im­
mediate wire came asking him 
to hold the men that Whitten 
waa wanted for larency. Whit­
ten confessed when confronted 
with the telegram and said he 
would return without requisition 
papers. Deputy Sheriff Wood- 
aon accompanied by Whitten’s 
brother arrived yesterday. He 
■aid that there were no charges 
against Clark, and after plead­
ing guilty to killing a doe, he 
was released, Childers prefering 
no charges for the articles taken 
from the ranch, Whitten also 
paid a fine for killing u due He 
was taken back to Gklahoma by 
the deputy sheriff.

Whitten claimed that he was 
out on bond and that his trial 
did not come up until February 
lOtb. The deputy sherifs stated 
that he personally was on Whit­
ten’s bond and that when he re­
ceived Sheriff Poole’s message 
showing that Whitten was near 
the border mas(|ueniding under 
an assumed name, he thought 
the evidence sufficient that he 
intended to forfeit the bund so 
came after him to surrender him 
to the proper officials.

CoDsolidatkm Urged 
Bjr Governor Neff.

In a message to the Legisla­
ture Governor Neff urged con­
solidation of many departments 
and declared that Abolition of 
six State agencies would save 
$ltO,OQO per year. He prefaced 
his recommendations with the 
statement that Texas State Gov­
ernment was top-heavy with 
governmental machinery and 
overhead expenses and declared 
that politics and business should 
be divorced.

The Governor’s program of 
consolidation provides that the 
State Agricultural Department 
take over the work now being 
done by the Department ef 
Warehousing and Marketing; 
that the State Health Depart 
ment take over the functions of 
the Pure Food and Drugs De­
partment; for the State Railroad 
Commission and State Comp­
troller, to take over the duties of 
the present State Tax Board and 
the Tax Contfnissioner; for the 
State Labor Department to as­
sume the present prerogatives 
of the Industrial Welfare Com­
mission; for the Agricultural and 
Mechanical College to do work 
now done by the Board of Agri­
culture experiment stations and 
for the State Labor Department 
to assume the present duties of 
the State Mining Board and the 
State Mine Inspector.

In calling upon the State Leg­
islature to do away with the In ­
dustrial Welfare Commission and 
vest its duties in the Department 
of Labor, Governor Neff charg­
es that Um Welfare Commiaaiou 
has been in existence for more 
than 20 montha and that during 
its exiatence it has failed to ren­
der a aubstantial service of anv 
kind to the people of the State.

‘Tt is my judgment that you 
will tiof rind one wsrth while 
achievement to its credit,’’de­
clares the Governor in his mes­
sage.

C-ongressman John N. Garner 
of this district, in an interview 
in Washington yesterday, gave 
out the following statement re­
garding taxes and revenue:

“The best informed men ad- 
vi.'»e us that it will be necessary 
to collect around $4,000,(KiO.OOO 
each year for the next four 
years in order to meet th nec 
essary expenses of the Govern­
ment. whereas prior to theawar 
around $1,000,000,000 wa? the 
sum codected when we only 
netnled $1,000,000,010 a '.’tar 
with which to conduct the v ov- 
ernment’s business A greater 
portion of it was collected 
tl.rough the custom house than 
from any other source and more 
than 3 per cent of the total was 
derived from custom duties and 
excise on liquor and tobacco.

“ During the war we reported 
to ail kinds of taxes, so I believe 
we should approach the subjec' 
now with .Ti view of establishing 
a permanent policy of taxation 
upon a peace basis, and since the 
necessities are more than four 
times what they were prior to 
the war, we must necessarily 
approach the question from a 
new and different angle.

“ I shall advocate a taxing 
policy whereby the smaller por­
tion of the revenue necessary to 
run the Government may be col­
lected from the whole people.
1 he next question which comes 
up is how shall the smaller per 
cmi||Sge of tht*,'fj^<M pjL
be collected. For more than I 
years this country has beet 
levying a tariff through ths cus 
tom houses on goods importer 
from abroad. It is such a well 
established policy that I doubt i f 
any intelligent man who ha i 
given the matter a moment’is 
thought would advocate it< di^- 
cuntinuuncs. So admitting th^t 
we are to go to the custom hou^ 
to get this tax which is to l̂ e 
levied upon the goods customed 
by the people, the next Question 
ari.sing is what policy shall we
advocate in the collection of that 
tax. ‘

“ I am a Democrat, and I be­
lieve in applying democratic 
methods at the custom house; 
all should be treated alike with 
special favors to none. 1 do nut 
know and don’t believe anyone 
else knows whether the various 
rates were protective or revenue 
rates. A mere declaration that 
one knows a rate is a protective 
or a revenue rate is not suffici- 
cient. He must, or at least 
should show where it is one of 
the otlicr.

“ I want to warn my Republi­
can friends against the danger 
of putting up the tariff wall be­
yond competition. While they 
have pursued this policy in the 
past and ha e gained the confi­
dence at limes of the American 
people, if they adopt it in the 
year 11)21, it will, in my judg­
ment, result in materially deslroy- 
ing the export trade of this coun­
try and thereby lessen produc­
tion, put labor out of employ­
ment and do just the reverse of 
whotthey have claimed hereto­
fore—that their prospective wall 
is the panacea for all prosperity 
and all labor employment
