Hospilal Room
Rates Increase

The administrator of West
Plains Memorial Hospital,
Marshall Cook, announced

Tuesday afternoon thatan over-
all increase in room rates has
been made at the hospital.

Cook said that due to the
federal wage law increase, it
has become necessary for all
hospitals to adjust their room
rates to compensate for some of
the extra cost,

The rate increase will bene-
fit the hospital in no way except
to help pay the additional sal-
aries as stated by the wage
law, emphasized Cook,

He said that semi-private
rooms in the hospital increase
from 326 to $30; a small pri-
vate room from $29 to $33;
large private room from $31 to
$35; the rooms with the extras
including electric beds will in-
crease by $1,50 per day and
the one large room which in the
past was $33 increased to $37,

In comparing the new rates
with area hospitals, Cook added,
recent rate changes at Little-
field and Clovis were found,
Littlefield Hospital, which has
no semi-private rooms, in-
creased their room rates from
$36 to $43 and Clovis increased
rates for semi-private rooms
from $30 to $35,50 and private
rooms from $34 to $40,

Cook said that although the
hospital did not want to have
to raise room rates, they had
no alternative with thenew laws
requiring additional pay for
hospital employees,

‘“‘Because of new state legislation which will affect Muleshoe,

along with the rest of Texas,

and because the Muleshoe In-

dependent School District School Board will hove several de-
cisions to make in the near future, local people need to know

what is going on in their school district,

quoted Muleshoe

School Superintendent Neal Dillman,

Dillman said that according

to the state legislation passed

during the last session of the legislature, massive changes will
affect the state, Included is a salary increase for teachers: a
mandatory pre-school kindergarten program for the educa-
tionally deprived; a change in the Tort Claims Law, which will
require liability insurance on any motor operated, schiool owned

machine; a complete revision of
the special education and vo-
cational educational programs
and a new five day a year, un-
limited accrual insick leave for
teachers, He noted that the cost
for transportation has in-
creased 20 percent on the state
level and operational funds had
also increased 10 percent, A
change in the classroom ratio
for teachers had changed from
one-26 to one-25 which means
that we qualify for three extra
C.T.U.’s under the State pro-
gram,

‘“However,’’ addedthe super=-
intendent, ‘‘inflation is the big-
gest problem we have to face,
Although we have increased
spending in the school system
in the last ten years, at least
60 percent, this increase has
been eaten up by inflation, And
most of the increase in spend-
ing has been for salaries, which
in turn have also been eaten uj
by inflation,”

Although Muleshoe is ninth
rated in the amount of teacher
salary of ten comparable size
schools in west and southwest
Texas, and the legislature
stated that cffective willi .
1970-71 school yecar, teachers
statewide are to receive an
average $1,000 yearly raise,
the local teachers will still rank
ninth in area pay, Teachers
will also go from a nine month

school vyear to a 10 month
school year, or 190 working
days,

Littlefield is the only school
which pays teachers less than
Muleshoe, and their rateis only
$50 below the minimum pay for
Muleshoe,

Dillman said the local es-
timated budget for 1970-71 will
be increased by $136,436 and
approximately $131,296 of the
increase is earmarked for the
additional salary which will
have to be paid, This increase
includes administration, in-
struction, health, transporta-
tion, plant operation, main-
tenance and attendants, The
total budget for 1969-70 for sal-
aries was $944,939, and this is
expected to increase to at least
$1,076,235,

The debt service, for bonded
indebtedness, will increase ap-
proximately  $2,600, from

$144,000 to $146,600,

An increase of approximately
$460 is expected in student
transportation, other than sal-
aries,

Utilities are expected to be
upped by at least $680,

Fixed charges, such as in-
surance will increase through
the new legislation and in-
creased rates toat least $9,000,
and will beanincrease of some-
where around $1,400,

As to how the increases will
affect Muleshoe, Dillman com-
mented, “In the future, in
order to take care of the neces-
sary increase, the school board
will have to face several op-
tions,

“One will be a 10 percent
increase in tax valuation next
year and reduce the tax rate,
Another will be an increase
in tax valuation of 30 percent
and reduce the tax rate,

‘“‘Either way will hurt the

school as we operate under
credit formula with the state,
Over the past six years, we
have been getting credit from
$40,000 to $60,000 from the
state and these are
not have to raise locally, Dur-
ing the 1970-71 school year,
we estimate approximately
$50,000 we will receive in state
credit, We know we will have
the credit formula from the
state for one more year, but
the governor’s committee has
recommended that we do away

tanneries over the UnitedStates
and what effect such a business
could have in the area, Availa-
bility of adequate water, hides,
disposal of wastes and choice
sites are all attractions to the
tannery representatives, he
added,

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Congressman Announces
Postal Service Expansion

advances in service in many

Congressman Bob Price an-
nounced today that he has been
advised by the Postmaster
General Winton M, Blount of
a major new postal service
program that will expand home
deliveries to an additional four
million Americans- pricipally
in small communities - for the
first time,

Under the program, persons
living more than a quarter mile,
but less than half a mile from
18,700 post offices that do not
have city delivery are now el-
igible to receive the delivery
at home, Previously, they have
been compelled to go tothe post
office for their mail,

Since they live less than half
a mile away from a post office,
they have not been eligible to
receive rural delivery service
prior toMr, Blount’s new order,
Price explained, And because
they live near a post office that
does not have city delivery,
they have missed out there too,

Congressman Price said he
had been advised that the Post-
master General is issuing in-
structions in the Postal Bulletin
Thursday making the service
available to the 1,2 million fam-
ilies living in the eligibleareas
four million individuals.

The only requirement to ob-
tain the service is that it must
be requested of the postmaster,
and a majority of those living
in the area must desire the
service,

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Soil Conservation

Discussed By SCS

About two -thirds of our
state’s land still needs soil and
water conservation treatment,
State Conservationist Clyde W,
Graham of the USDA Soil Con-
servation Service revealed this
week,

Graham said that although
many critical conservation pro-
blems have been solved in Tex-
as in the last 30 years, some
103 million acres of the State’s
160 million acres of rural lands
still need conservation treat-
ment, The figures came from
county data prepared by state
and federal agencies, then sum-
marized by a state committee
chaired by SCS,

“Much of this 103 million
acres has had some conser-
vation treatment, yet it still
needs one or more conserva-
tion measures,”  Graham
pointed out, ‘“‘And most of this
land needs treatment every
year--especially cropland,”

Graham said that in terms
of acres, grassland improve-
ment is still the state’s big-
gest conservation problem, He
cited these grassland needs:
About 50,6 million acres need
brush control followed by care-
ful management, including per-
iodic rests, Some 22,3 million
acres of this land has deterio-
rated to the extent that reseed-
ing is needed after the brush
is controlled, Graham stressed,
however, that when brush is
controlled on grassland, wild-
life needs should be considered
carefully, He said strips or
motts of brush should usually
be left for wildlife food and
cover,

Some 19 million acres of
grazing lands need only im-
proved grazing use, This is
land that has been grazed too
closely but still has a stand
of desirable grasses; all it
needs for improvement is bet-
ter management,

About 13.2 millionacres need
both rest and better grazing
use to let the base grasses im-
prove in vigor and increase
soil cover,

In addition to the 22,3 mil-
lion acres of land that need
seeding after brush control,
there are some 4,3 million
acres of other grassland that
need seeding or sodding, There
are also 1,1 million acres of
cropland and 1,3 million acres
of former cropland that need to
be planted to permanent veg-
etation, This totals 29 million
acres of land in Texas that
need planting to grass or trees,
The inventory breaks the
state’s 35 millionacres of crop-
land down into dry cropland;
irrigated cropland; and other
cropland, such as orchards and
land formerly cropped, Some
22,3 million acres of cropeland
needs treatment,

The state has 25 millionacres
of dry cropland, 7 millionacres

The study also shows that
pressure for urban growth is
steadily cutting into the state’s
rural lands, During the 1958~
1967 decade, agricultural land
in Texas dropped by some
780,000 acres, or anareabigger
than an average Texas county,
About 500,000 acres of this
went to urban areas, some went
to federal uses, and lesser
amounts went under water in
ponds and reservoirs,

Summaries of the state study
are available from SCS offices,
soil and water conservation dis-
tricts, and from most other
state and federal resource a-
gencies, Local county reports
are also being prepared by
county inventory committees,
The complete state inventory
showing major land uses and
conservation treatment needs
by land capability classes for
the state as well as each county
will be published later this year,
Graham said,
