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ELECTIONS DO MATIER

The other night one of the big
radio networks put on a coast-to-
coast round-up of prospects in the
coming Congressional elections. If

their guesses are correct, we are

due to have a Democratic major-

ity in both houses for the next
session. That will probably mean
that the Congress will do very
little. It may even undo some of
the econtsructive things done by the
lagt Congress.

When the President represents
cne program and the majority in
Congress another, it is like driving
a ear with the brakes on. Inevita-
bly, political considerations will
dominate every issue. Neither side
is willing that something be done,
for fear that the other may get
the credit.

The American people elected
Eisenhower by a large majority.
Many of us believe in him. Others
were tired of what we had. A few
had both motives. The go-ahead
signal we gave him was clear-cut.

‘Since then the Eisenhower ad-
ministration has accomplished a
number of things. It has made an
effort to keep the campaign pro-
mises, and some progress has been
stopped, and a small reduction is
made on nearly every major issue.
The upward thrend in taxes has
due this spring. Farm surplus
commodities are not piling up at

- such a rate as they were. Hostili-
ties in Korea are, for the time, at
an end. Some wasteful functions
of the government have been clean-
ed up.

One would think this record
would be satisfactory to the vot-
ers. But no — the Democrats are
hungry for the feed trough. Some
of them have had their noses in it
for so long, they have lost the
desire to be anywhere else. So they
are raking heaven and earth with
a fine-tooth comb to find an issue.
And they are having pretty hard

going.
As the election date draws
near, the Stevenson school of

speakers are firing blasts at ran-
dom, hoping to hit something. Gen-
eralizations are coming thick and
fast. One such is that “American
prestige is at a new low level.” But
where are the proofs? Have we
ever had a secretary of state to
work as hard as Dulles?

A second fact contributing to
the prospect of a Democratic ma-
jority in the next House and Sen-
ate is the unpopularity of the Re-
publican party as a party. It has
a one-trump hand - Ike. Most of
their leaders spend a lot of time
fighting each other. The McCarthy-
Watkins incident is a case in point.
But even though the Republicans
are the world’s worst politicians,
it might be that they are better
for the country than too many
year of “party peace” with the
Democrats.

It would seem that the most
decisive factor in the possible
Democratic victory in November is
the voter himself. There is the vot-
er who always votes the same
ticket, — whoever is in, vote him
out. This sort of political restless-
ness grows out of an unrealistic
expectation. The voter feels that
because he isn’t doing as well as
he would like, someone is to blame.
And “someone” must be the gov-
ernment. Not knowing when he is
well off, and being averse to do-
ing any thinking of his own, he
will support any proposed change
on the chance it may somehow
help him.

He won’t remember that in the
past months prices have' lowered
slowly but surely on many com-
modities, ‘so his money goes far-
ther. He doesn’t read mueh, so his
opinions are what he hears on the
streets, colored by the teller’s
views. His politics is like his eco-
nomics. His house is never as frood
as the other fellow’s. He mever
looks-as good in his clothes. If he
has a Ford, he wishes it were a
Chevrolet. 18

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Ranchers Protest

Contamination Of

Underground Water
Ozona Sujﬁbly May Be
Endangered By Oil
Field Practice

‘Ozona res:dents, county and wat-
ter dxstnct offteuls who have
been haunted by fears of contami-

luation of Ozona’s water supply

from oil well drilling in the county
will join ranchmen in the north-
west section of the county, whose
fresh water wells have been con-
taminated. in their interest in a
hearing set by the Texas Railroad
Commission in Austin on Decem-

{ter 2 to inquire into the practices

of oil operators in that area of the
-county.
Huge gquantities of salt water are

{being pumped into gigantic earth-

en pits and back into abandoned
wells in the old World oil field
in northwestern Crockett county,
Rotted casing in some of the old
wells is also responsible for pollut-
ing the fresh water strata.

This contaminating fluid, along
with sulphur water has seeped
into the ground and been pumped
into wells and thus into fresh wat-
er sources of wells on the Virgil
Powell and Shannon estate ranch-
es. It has affected wells 12 to 13
miles distant, ranchers say. Con-
tamination of some wells in the
western part of the county is also
reported here.

The condition has existed for
about five years but has become
critical during the last year. For
a time the commission limited op-
erators to 900 barrels of water to
45 barrels of oil, but the limit long
since has been lifted. There is no
Iimit t6 the amount of water
pumped.

The 10 a.. m. Dec. 2 hearing in
Austin was called on the Railroad
Commission’s own motion to look
again into the situation. Several
hearings have been held in recent
years but there has been little or
no relief.

Only solut*on appears to be re-
pumping the contaminating water
back into the level from whence it
came. This s an expensive meth-
od, but some of the dozen or more
opelators in "the big field have
been using. if:

Fresh wate1 is obtained on the
Powell ‘raich’ at about 600 feet.
This strata is protected on top by a
thick limestone formation. How-
ever, ‘gegphiysical tests in search
of new c¢il levels, have punctured -
the lime covering to such an ex-
tent that the salt water has ruined
fresh water wells, ranchmen say.

" Thee ‘Shahnon estate ranches in

the. area are leased to seven or

eight ranchmen. All have had trou-
ble with :salt water.

“A San Angelo attorney said the
threat of salt water contamination
was not confined to Crockett Coun-
ty. He said the fluid could easily
get into: le‘vela which would con-
taminate fresh water as far as
Lake 'Buchanan, 175 miles to the

|east. The ‘dip’-or slope is in that
