Deferred Grazing Is 
Recommended Practice 
For Range Recovery

By R. V. Ketchum, SCS
Deferred grazing can be defined 

as delayed grazing. Grazing is de­
layed in a pasture until a definite 
result is obtained. The length of 
deferment will depend upon the 
purpose to be accomplished. De­
ferred grazing is an important 
range practice that can be used 
to solve many range problems. 
Seed production can' be increased 
by delaying grazing until after 
seed maturity and seedlings can 
be protected until established. The 
vigor of the better grasses can be 
increased which will result in in­
creased production.

Deferred grazing is necessary to 
improve the condition of ranges in 
poor to fair condition and to im­
prove the vigor of ranges in good 
condition. Proper use alone is in- 
suffient to improve ranges in poor 
condition as the poorer grasses 
will increase at the expense of the 
better grasses. Deferment is im­
perative following brush eradica­
tion or reseeding operations to 
protect the investment.

The length of deferment neces­
sary will depend u p o n  several 
things such as the condition of the 
range, th e  climatic conditions, 
ranching operations, and plant as­
sociations. A  range in good condi­
tion will seldom require more than 
a very short deferment to maintain

ditioh range, however, may require 
several deferments to restore it 
to the original condition. The 
length of deferment that is neces­
sary will depend upon the particul­
ar problem that is to be solved and 
the management following the de­
ferment period.

Deferment is usually done in 
the spring, but the time of year 
that the range should be deferred 
will depend upon the particular 
kind of vegetation that the rancher 
wants to manage for. Some grasses 
set seed in the fall and others set 
seed in the spring. The cool sea­
son grasses need deferment in the 
v/inter. Climatic conditions affect 
the time of deferment as a pasture 
should be deferred when the op­
timum moisture conditions can be 
expected. In the Crockett Soil Con­
servation District, most moisture 
is received in the spring and in the 
fall. The optimum time to rest a 
pasture is following a good rain, 
if ranching operations are flexi­
ble enough to allow for such a 
program.

The benefits of deferment are 
many -and may be enjoyed imme­
diately or received in the future. 
The residual effects of deferment 
may be noticed for several years 
following a successful deferment. 
Deferment was nature’s method of 
maintaining her lush climaA ve­
getation before man upset the e- 
cological balance.

A pasture is capable ot produc­
ing so many pounds of forage and 
this production may be harvested 
by livestock as efficiently over a 
six or nine months period as by 
year long grazing. It must be re­
membered that good management 
must follow deferment if the full 
benefits of the deferment lire" to be 
received.

Small Permian Strike 
Recorded In Crockett

A small Permian strike was 
recorded Thursday i n Crockett 
Plugging back was scheduled at a 
Crockett wildcat and location sche­
duled for an outpost.

Crockett Councy gained a small 
unidentified P e r m i a n  discovery 
with completion of Chi'isto Ray 
Petroleum Co., Odessa, No. 1 Uni­
versity, 20 miles northwest of O- 
zona, for a daily pumping poten­
tial of 8.38 barrels of 24 gravity 
oil, plus two-tenths of one per 
cent water, with gas-oil ratio es­
timated to be 250-1.

Production was thi^ough perfor­
ations between 2,387-2,427 feet in 
4 Vo-inch casing cemented at 2,430 
feet,, the total depth. Top of pay 
was picked at 2,389 feet on eleva­
tion of 2,620 feet.

Location is 2,351.8 feet from the 
south and 2,310 feet from the west 
lines o f 7-51-University.

Congressm enrutherford

This has been “Foreign Aid 
Week” in the Nation’s Capital. 
President Eisenhower, former Pre­
sident Harry S. Truman, Vice-Pre­
sident Nixon, Adlai Stevenson and 
others joined forces in a bi-partisan 
effort to put across the Adminis­
tration’s $3.9 billion program for 
fiscal 1959.

The day-long “ spectacular,” di­
rected by former motion picture 
executive Eric Johnson, was de­
signed to arouse public opinion in 
favor of foreign aid. The public 
is then supposed to • contact their 
respective hiember^ o f  Congress' 
and urge full support of the for­
eign aid program.

Polls that I h a v e conducted 
throughout West Texas indicate the 
people will need a lot of convinc­
ing. In a four-point choice ques­
tion, the people of West Texas felt 
the foreign aid program should, in 
this order: (a) be reduced; (b) be 
eliminated; (c) held at the present 
level and (d) -be ;mcrease!d. '

One of the “pry-poles” used in 
recent years to get the Congress 
to rally ‘round the foreign aid flag 
has been the reportedly gfeat a- 
mount of such aid given by the 
Russians. While it is true the papers 
are full of offers and counter of­
fers by the Reds to other nations, 
they have given relatively little 
of the aid promised.

Russia’s total. aid granted since 
1954 has totaled only $1.8 billion, 
c great deal less than our annual 
requirements for each year since 
that date. Egypt has received most 
aid from the Russians, getting $480 
million of which $250 was for mil­
itary aid. Yugoslavia tppped the 
list in economic aid from Russia, 
receiving $465 million. Others get­
ting Russian money: Afghanistan, 
Burma, Cambodia, Ceylon, India, 
Indonesia, Nepal, Syria and Ye­
men.

Qf the $110 million listed as 
“given” to Indonesia, only $10 mil­
lion has actually been accepted. 
The Indonesian Parliament has not 
yet ratifed an agreement for $100 
miUion signed with the Russians, 

while Russia has talked foreign 1

aid greatly, the Communists have 
in reality been miserly with their 
aid dollars in comparison with the 
United States.

Our Own Export-Import Bank 
has loaned much U. S. money to 
foreign nations, and there are many 
v/ho feel this program is more wor­
thy than the outright grants to 
foreign nations. True, the money is 
for the most part Government 
money, but it is at least offered 
on an interest-bearing loan basis 
and the return has paid for the 
administration of the program, 
plus some surplus.

When nations apply for loans, 
the Export-Import Bank officials 
first ask private sources of capital 
if they want to make the loan. Of­
ten one source will handle the loan, 
or several private capital sources 
will combine to cover, the loan.

During the 24-year history of 
the Export-Import Bank it has 
authorized loans totaling $9 billion. 
Only l-20th of one per cent of the 
loans due have been lost, and any 
banker will tell you that’s a good 
record. We currently have on our 
books loan and authorizations in 
59 nations, totaling $4.4 billion.

Although Our foreign aid pro­
gram, has • sent billions overseas, 
ouf Latin - A m e ri c an neighbors 
have received little of it. Instead, 
they have borrowed from the Ex­
port-? Import Bank to a great de­
gree. At the present time, we have 
$2.25 billion on loan to our South 
American neighbors. One example 
of the good this program has done 
in Latin-American came to light 
recently in testimony before the 
House Banking and Currency Com­
mittee, of'which I am ^ memb*er. 
it was reported one small com­
munity had no schools, no hospitals 
and no industry other than agri­
culture. A loan was obtained from 
the Export-Import Bank, and the 
community now thrives with most 
m.odern conveniences. In, addition 
to having a warm feeling toward 
the U. S., the people of the com­
munity help our domestic economy 
by purchasing many items from us. 
Congress does n o t  appropriate 
funds for the Export-Import Bank, 
which has always been self-sup­
porting and has, in fact, cohtribut- 
ed a $373 million profit to the U. 
S. Treasury.

The funeral home was originally 
established by the late Joe Ober- 
kampf about 1926.
